carry the C/F gene, u- 
uallv without knowing it. 
Current research funded 
by the Cystic Fibrosis 
fondation is seeking a 
practical test to identify 
these carriers.

Because of improved 
therapy and constant re ­
search, many C/F pat­
ients are living longer 
and hoping for the future. 
This kind of therapy is 
relieving and often cur­
ing children suffering 
from other respiratory 
affllcations whose sym- 
toms reemble those of 
C/F. Through campaigns 
all over Texas the goals 
of education, research 
and patient care are 
reached.

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Some new boats 
Motors require 
Title Certificates

Late winter is usually 
the time at year when hun­
dreds of prospective boat 
owners wander threugh 
boat and t r i t e  shews, 
starry-eyed with check­
books in hand.

Purchasers of new boats 
and motors are reminded 
by officials at the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife De­
partment that some new 
vessels require certifi­
cates of title.

As of Jan. 1, 1976, an 
amendment to the Texas 
Water Safety Act requires 
new or u n r e g is t e r e d  
motorboats in excess of 
14 feet to have a certifi­
cate of title from the Pfc 
W D. New outboard en­
gines of 12 or m o re  
horsepower must be til­
led separately by the de­
partment.

As passed by the recent 
Texas Legislature, the 
new titling laws aim to 
give Texa ¡¿boaters added 
pro ection in recovering 
stolen property and may 
serve as cc lateral for 
financing and insurance 
purposes.

P IW C license officials 
say, as vith any new lav, 
there is some confusion 
on what is required.

Pegioration o motor­
boats for ’ “TX”  numbers 
is still required by the 
Texas Water Safety Act, 
regardless of boat size as

All Texas retail boat 
dealers are avare at try. 
new titling requirements 
and should be able to as­
sist the new boat ow ner 
In completing paperwork.

M arine dealers must 
furnish the purchaser 
with a "Manufacturer's 
Statement of Origin for a 
Motorboat and or Out­
board Motor.”  The state­
ment is a very important 
document and must ac­
company application for

cerrificat. It is proof to 
the department that a 
legal transaction took
place.

Manitfacsurer’ s State­
ment of Origin, certifi­
cates of title and regis­
tration form must be 
completely and accurate­
ly filled out since they 
are the bans for legal 
title to boat and motor.

The department must 
return them to the owner 
if not correctly complet­
ed and a large percentage 
of applications have beer 
returned. PIW D officials 
say it is cheaper to pro­
cess a completed applic­
ation then to return it for 
more information. Mar­
in dealers and local of­
fices of the Parks and 
Wildlife Department can 
handle most questions in 
completing forms.

Bests sold between pri­
vate individuals present 
special problem &

The department cannot 
accept an application for 
transfer of ownership of 
a boat more than 14 feet 
long unless it iscurrent- 
ly registered. Registered 
boats sold but untitled 
must be titled upon trans­
fer cf ownership.

Purchaser? of "secondl 
hand”  boats (more than 
14 feet long) must ob­
tain a title from the sel­
ler or a bill of sale if th 
boat was prcviosly un­
titled. Either the bill of 
sale or title is proof of 
a legal transaction. Bills 
cf sale for boats In ex­
cess cf 14 feet must be 
notarized. «

The bottom cf the de­
partment’ s application
for *‘TX ’ numbers can 
also serve as a bill of 
sale, but it too must be 
notarized.

If in doubt on how to 
complete forms or which 
forms to use, contact a 
marine dealer in the in­
stance o ne boat pur­
chases or a PliWD office 
in the case of selling oid| 
boat.-.

Texas A&M University, 
the state’ s oldest public 
Institution erf higher ed­
ucation, is observing 100 
years orf service to 
Texans in 1976, andthe 
Texas Agricultural Ex- 
ension Service, a part 
X the A&M University 
System, is joining in the 
Centennial celebration.

Texas A&M owes its ori­
gin to the M orrill Act, ap­
proved by Congrss on 
July '2, nto2.~Ihis ait 
provided for donation orf 
public lands to the states.
The land was to be sold 
at auction, and the pro­
ceeds set aside in a per­
petual fund.

The act further direct­
ed that interest from this 
fund “ be used to support 
a technological college 
whose objectives must 
be — without excluding 
other scientific and clas­
sical studies, and includ­
ing military tactics—to 
teach branches orf learn­
ing pertaining toabricul- 
ture and the mechanic 
arts in order to promote 
the practical education 
orf the Industrial classes 
in the various pursuits 
and p r o f e s s i o n s  of 
l i f e .......... **

Texas, by resolution of 
the state legislature in 
November 1866, agreed 
:o provide for a college 
under the terms orf the 
M orrill Act, but no such 
institution was organized

An early warning sys­
tem against influenza has 
been put into operation 
in Texas through the 
Texas Department of 
Ualth Resources.

Dr. M. S. Dickerson, 
chief orf the TDHB *s Bur­
eau of ' Communicable 
Disease Services, says 
outbreaks orf influenza 
can have traumatic e f­
fects on a community, 
cutting sharply ¿ In t o  
schoo attendance and the 
ranks orf the working pub­
lic.

“ The severe and dis­
ruptive effects of epid­
emic influenza on a com­
munity can be mitigated, 
however, by the early de­
tection and early diagno 
sis orf an outbreak, ”  said 
Dr. Dickerson. “ This is 
accomplished by a thor­
ough surveillance system 
that is presently opera­
tional throughout the 
state orf Texas. ’

Influenza is Deingmon­
itored through 19 school 
systems, 12 industries 
and 13 large hospitals. 
These monitoring units 
are distributed in such a 
way as to detect illness 
In any part orf the state 
at any time. Weekly data 
Is regularly communi­
cated to the Bureau orf 
Communicable Disease 
Services.

Selection of schools, 
hospitals and industryfor 
reports wasn’t just by 
chance. When influenza 
enters a community, one 
of the first changes noted, 
says Dr. Dickerson, is 
an appreciable rise in the 
number orf patients seen 
in outpatient clinics and 
e m e r g e n c y  rooms. 
“ Daily and weekly chang­
es w ill be watched,“  he 
said.

Just appearing to have 
i n f l u e n z a  isn’t good 
enough for the Depart- 
mertt. Laboratory con­
firmation is necessary 
for influenza, as well as 
the particular strain. 
Proper testing equip­
ment for throat swabs 
and blood serum speci­
mens have been provided 
to r e p o r t i n g  p o i n t s  
around the state. The 
specimens taken may be 
tested in regional labor­
atories or the main labor­
atory in Austin.

“ If we can get an early 
alarm ,, we can pinpoint 
the outbreak and indivi­
duals can set up certain 
safeguards. Those with 
upper respiratory infect­
ions can stay home and 
not spread the infection. 
The success orf the pro­
gram is tied in with early 
detection and prevention 
detection and preven­
tion.”  said Dr. Dicker- 
son.

As the New Year got 
underway, Dr. Dicker- 
son said there had been 
no outbreaks of influen­
za in the state.

“ But,”  he added, “ it 
may be coming.”  Influ­
enza of the A - Victoria 
strain has been isolated 
in Hawaii. Since there is 
heavy traffic between Ha­
waii and the mainland, it 
can be expected to be 
brought in. Dr. Dicker- 
son said.

Health departments in 
Austin, Fort W o r t h ,  
Houston, Dallas, Waco 
and Amarillo, together 
with Public Halth Region 
headquarters in Harlin­
gen, Abilene, El Paso, 
Lubbock and Tyler, are 
primary reporting points. 
They receive reports 
from other towns and 
from hospitals near them. 
These hospitals are:

When do parents quit 
being parents is a hard 
questJon--and one orf the 
greatest Jolts parents 
have in a lifetim e is to 
realize that-their “ baby”  
is an adult thinking aboui 
schooling, career, mar­
riage or leaving home. 
Ratner than leaving the 
parent role entirely, 
most parents merely 
change roles in parent­
ing- .

In the early stages orf 
a marriage, pre-parent- 
ing--getting ready fora 
child— is the major is­
sue. During the first 
years orf a child’ s life, 
parents guide his devel­
opment,a nd the child is 
totally dependent on his 
parents to fulfill h is  
needs. As children ma­
ture and become morel n- 
dependent, parents leave 
the ’doing’ stage and enter 
a support role— if the 
child flounders, the par­
ents is still there to help 
nick ud the pieces.

When the child reaches 
adulthood, parent and 
child are almost equal 
in dependent and inde­
pendent roles. The parent 
supports the child at
