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Agricultural Protective Act 
Provides tor Recovery Fund

A U S T IN -T h e  Texas 
Agricultural Protective Act 
and the Citrus Bonding and 
Licensing Law were 
strengthened recently when 
Governor Dolph Briscoe 
signed House Bill 1745 into 
law.

“ This law will give added 
protection to the state’s fruit 
and vegetable producers,”  
Agriculture Commissioner 
R eagan  V. B row n 
commented, "providing an 
industry-wide fund for 
producers losing money in a 
marketing transaction.”

Producers can file a claim 
against the fund, the Produce 
Recovery Fund, to he 
administrated by a board 
headed by the Agriculture

Commissioner • and three 
other members. Included will 
be a producer, a licensed 
commission merchant and a 
member of the general 
public.

Monies for the fund will 
be supplied by a fee paid by 
commission merchants at the 
time of licensing. If a claim is 
paid against a merchant, he 
must repay the fund or lose 
his state license for a
four-year period, Brown 

.explained.
“ The fund will replace an 

e f f i c i e n t  b o n d i n g  
procedure,”  Brown said, 
“ which created problems for 
everyone involved.

“ This bill will provide the 
necessary protection for 
farmers and is a
commendable effort by the 
produce industry' at
self-regulation,”  he said.

Brown also warned
producers to he sure they 
were dealing with a licensed 
dealer and added that claims 
could not be filed against a 
dealer registered as operating 
on a “ cash only”  basis.

The new regulations will 
go into effect September l.

If: I ’m having a hard time 
finding a job. and I ’m afraid 
I won't be able to make my 
next rent payment. C an mv 
landlord lock me out of my 
apartment i!

A : You cannot be locked 
out of your apartment for 
failure to pay rent. How 
ever, the landlord may 
change the door lock when 
your rent is overdue. If he 
changes the lock, he must 
leave a notice on the door 
telling where the key can be 
picked up at all hours, re 
gardless of whether the 
overdue rent has been paid.

Q: In my divorce proceed 
ings two years ago. my wife 
and I agreed to use the same 
lawyer. He agreed to a fee in 
writing. But. at the trial, he 
to ld  the ju d ge  that he 
needed twice as much. The 
judge awarded him half of 
what he wanted, but it was 
still more than the written 
agreement. I paid up. but I 
still wonder if I have any re ­
course.

A : Fee misunderstandings 
are the most recurring prob­
lem in the lawyer client re 
lationship. A lawyer and a 
client should always settle 
this at the beginning. In 
your case, if you feel that 
you have been wronged, you 
perhaps can find relief 
through a civil suit. Also, if 
you believe there was pro 
fessional misconduct, you 
can write the General Coun 
sel’s Office at the State Bar 
of Texas. The grievance pro 
cess, however, has only the 
limited power of disciplining 
lawyers—it does not have 
the power to get your money 
back.

AGAPE LOVE
One cannot go far in the study of Christianity until he 

comes to the command of Jesus to,love his enemy ( Matt. 5: 
44). To many this is an impossibility. One reason for the 
difficulty is that our English word "love” lias been made to 
do services for several Greek words. The word Jesus uses 
here Is agape, the highest type of love. It is a love of the 
will, an attitude that recognizes the worth of its object, that 
wishes only good. It does not indicate an approval of all 
that is done Dy the one loved; it does not indicate admira­
tion for the practices of the one loved; it may not "like" 
tiie disposition of die one -lov ed.

The agape type of love is the kind God has for the sinful 
world (John 3:16). God does not wish to clasp the sinner in 
his embrace and endorse his sins. But his heart goes out to 
him, wisties to helf> him, seeks his recovery. He recognizes 
the soul of every man to be of inestimable worth. He does 
not approve of the sinner but he loves him.

This agape type of love is wliat wc are to have for all 
men. In this way we can love those whom we have not 
seen. Some have wondered how they can lbve the heathen 
in distant lands. You recognize their humanity, the dignity 
of their person, their worth in God’s sight; you long for their 
good, i ,

Now it can be seen how we can love an enemy. We do 
not have to admire him; wo do not like his ways; we do 
not enjoy his company» But we recognize his worth; we re­
spect him as a man made In God’s linage; we desire for him 
only the good; we wish him no liarm whatever; our prayers 
arc for him; we arc. willing to help. But if wc wish him any 
hurt or if we rejoice at his misfortune, then the agape love 
is not present.

A: There is a remedy if 
you can prove that the bark 
ing constitutes a nuisance 
which would offend the sen 
sibilities of an ordinary per 
son or deprives you of the 
right of quiet enjoyment of 
your property. You’ll have 
to bring a suit against the 
owner of the dog for abate 
ment of nuisance and a suit 
against your landlord for 
damages caused by breach 
of the implied covenant of 
quiet enjoyment.

Q: My son was arrested 
while he was involved with 
some other boys and their 
rase is going to come up in 
juvenile court. W e believe 
he got in trouble because of 
the influence of these other 
boys. Can we keep him from 
running around with them?

A: If a juvenile court de 
dares your son to be either a 
delinquent or a child in need 
of supervision, the judge 
could order the other hoys to 
appear in juvenile court to 
be questioned about why 
they shouldn't be prohibited 
from seeing your son. The 
judge then could issue an 
order prohibiting these boys 
from associating with your 
son.

Fine Print
"The large print giveth, and 

the small print taketh away.”  
That old joke about insurance 

policies has often had a gtuxl 
deal o f truth in it. Many a cru­
cial clause has been tucked away 
in typographical obscurity.

Ú c

But in recent years, the size 
(sometimes even the color) o f 
the print in insurance policies 
has been widely regulated by
statute.

For example, a common re­
quirement in the field o f health 
insurance is that the exceptions 
must be printed at least as plainly 
as the benefits. Take this case:

A man disabled by rheumatism 
tried to collect on an insurance 
policy that promised, in large 
lettering, to pay benefits for six 
months But down in the fine 
print, the policy cut the payments 
to onlv one month for certain 
diseases —  including rheumatism.

Was the man (sound by the 
one month limitation? A  court 
decided that he was not. Because 
of the substandard size o f the 
print, said the court, that part of 
the policy simply had no legal 
effect. *

Fven if the print is large 
enough, it will ordinarily not 
carry as much weight ps language 
that is typewritten or handwritten 
into the policy.

Another case involved a life 
insurance policy in which the 
words “ Double Indemnity For 
Fatal Accidents" had been in­
serted by typewriter •

Later, double indemnity was 
held to be payable, even though 
there was conflicting language in 
the printed portion o f the policy. 
The court said that words spe­
cially inserted were more likely 
to be correct than words buried 
in a standard form.

O f course, anything that clari­
fies an insurance policy also puts 
a greater responsibility upon you 
as the policyholder The clearer 
the policy, the less grounds you 
have for arguing that you did 
not understand what kind o f pro­
tection you were getting.

Accordingly, it makes good 
sense to examine a policy at the 
time you buy it, rather than wait­
ing until you have suffered a 
loas Not even large print, not 
even a special notation, can tell 
you anything unless you read it.

AUSTIN. Texas (Spl.l — 

Speech and hearing disorders 
are the most frequent han­
dicapping conditions among 
children, says a University of 
Texas audiology specialist 
who advises early treatment 
for such disorders

Dr Frederick Martin says 
hearing loss has to be looked 
upon as a language disorder 
because it affects the develop­
ment of normal speech and 
language patterns

Speech patterns of a child 
with impaired hearing are 
developed late and poorly, he 
says Children often are 
diagnosed as being emotional­
ly disturbed or mentally 
retarded when actually they 
have language disorders that 
stem from hearing loss., he 
adds

sinus or car trouble should be 
careful about swimming.

Use Care In 
Releasing Fish

When r e t u r n i n g  a 
hooked fish  to  the water 
the watchword should be 
handle with ca re .

T he fish  is a delicate 
c rea tu re  and lew  can 
su rv ive  im proper hand­
ling by an g lers  who 
mean w ell and re lease  
undersized or unneeded
fish .

P roper way to «handle 
fish  which do not have 
sharp teeth is  to grasp 
the low er jaw between 
thumb and fo re fin g e r . 
T h is  technique can be 
used on largemouth bass, 
c rapp ie , catfish  and sa lt­
w ater redfish

Don’t lift the fish  out 
of the w ater, if possib le. 
Hold the low er jaw and 
leave  the fish in the water 
to support its  body and 
internal organs. Rem ove 
the hook and re lea se  the 
fish .

Toothed fish  such as 
w a l l e y e ,  saltwater 
speckled trout and man>

wet hand w ill p re-
vent 1 os s of the protec -
f iv e  layer of slim « which 
c o v e rs  the f is h ’ s body 
and guards against d is ­
ease  and in fections.

A few fish  such as 
snook have sharp edges 
on the g ill plate c o v e r s _  
which can s lic e  a thumb 
lik e  a ra zo r blade. They 
must be handled ca re -  
full;. by grasping the 
head.

G abbing a fish around 
the m iddle and t h e n  
squeezing is  certain  
death fo r  It. Th is b ru is­
es the body, mashes in­
ternal organs and pro­
bably breaks a few ribs.

And in the process 
som e of the s iim e is r e ­
m oved. Jests at the 
T exas  Parks and W ild ­
l i fe  Department have 
shown that fish  treated 
in such a manner take 
as long as 22 days to 
d ie from  the infection 
they rece ive .
