Tax Rebate Check

Comptroller Bob Bul-
lock said Monday that a
total of $75.5millionwas
rebated to cities for city
sales tax collected inthe
1975 Christmas quarter,
compared to $64.2 mil-
lion for the 1974 Christ-
mas quarter,

‘“‘All the merchants
said during the Christ-
mas season that sales
were up over 1974," said
Bullock, “‘and they were
right. Based oncity sales
tax figures, there was a
17.5 percent increase,”’

Bullock mailed checks
totaling $52.8 million to
837 Texas cities and
towns Monday, repre-
senting their March city
sales tax-allocations.

The Comptroller said
