Infected plants usually do
not produce large bulbs
of high quality,

An unusual feature of
greenhouse-grown onion
plants is their long tops.
Many of us are use to
seeing field grown plants
which are shipped into
our area with all but *wo
or three inches of the top
cut off, While this is in-
tended to facilitate pack-
ing and shipping, re-
search has shown that
removing the top in this
manner reduces the po-
tential for producing a
large bulb.

Do not be concerned
about the long tops of
greenhouse grown onion
plants, Although these
tops may be so long they
will bend over the sides
of their containers, they

Chain Letters
Are lllegal

Fraudulent chain let-
ters have been around
for many years, but odds
are better now that you
may receive one, this
timw with a Bicentennial
theme, according 1tO
Postmaster Frank Simp-
son.,

“A scheme, which in-
volves the mailing of U,
S. Savigs Bonds, has
shown up in major urban

centers of Massachu-
setts, Rhode Island,
Maryland, Virginia and

Florida,”’ Simpson said.

The letter with the B_i-
centennial gimmick,
‘““‘urges those receiving
it to mail $2.00--%$1,00
for each 100 years--to
the personwhosenameis
first on the list in cele-
bration of our nation's
200th birthday."’

“Chief Postal Inspec-
tor C, Neil Benson has
informed us that actual
profits from chain let-
ters are usually obtain -
ed only by those who ori-
ginate or enter the
scheme very early,”
Postmaster Simpson.

Chain letters request-
ing money or other items
of value are non-mail-

able under the Federal
Mail Fraud Statute. They
are considered tobefra-
udulent because of the
likelihood that the chain
will be broken and most
participants will get no-
thing from their involve-
ment.

Typically, the chain
letter requires each of
its recipients to sell or
mail copies to a speci-
fied number of others,
who would also be asked
to continue the chain of
mailings. Usually, the
chain expands so rapid-
ly that the number of
prospects is soon ex-
hausted,

For example, a chain
letter requiring each
purchaser to sendcopies
to six others would theo-
retically reachthe entire
literate population of the
earth by the time it
reached its 12th link,

The fact thatchain let-
ters are not mailed does
not exclude the scheme
from being a violation
of law if the scheme in-
volves the mailing of
bonds or other valuable

should be left intact,

Before setting the
plants in your garden,
expose them gradually to
the out-of -doors by plac-
ing the container on your
patio or lawn for several
days. This will assure
that the plants are ac-
climated before they are
transplanted into the
garden,

applicable law, However,
postal cards involving
‘‘good luck’ chain pray-
ers that contain a threat
of bad luck to those who
break the chain are pro-
hibited because it is a-
gainst the law to place
threatening matter onthe
outside of mail.

Postmaster Simpson
cautioned the public to
be especially alert for
numerous current chain
letters which contain a
claim that they have been
reviewed by some legal
authority and officially
approved for mailing,

“This not true,”’
Simpson said, “* and |
would appreciate having
all chainletters received
in this area promptly
turned over to me or
Postal Inspectors sothat
we can help protect the
public from this illegal
activity,”
