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Restrictions Placed 
on Aquatic Plants

A list of 12 aquatic 
plants has been placed 
in a restricted category 
by the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department and 
reports of one of these 
noxious plants being sold 
in northwest Texas has 
prompted a search by 
P&WD wardens in th< 
Lubbock, Abilene, and 
Big Spring area.

The* proclamation ap­
plies to the importation, 
sale, transport and re­
lease of the following: 
floating plants: Giant 
Duckweed, Sal vi ni a,
Water F< rn. Water Hya­
cinth (Spanish hyacinth), 
and Water Lettuce, sub­
merged plants: Florida 
I 1 odea, Brazilian) Ho- 
dea. Aquatic Blixa, A fr i­
can Flodea, and Eura­
sian Mitt oil, two rooted 
or emergent plants: A l­
ligator Weed and Rooted 
Water Hyacinth.

•’These listed noxious

The growth of these 
aquatic planth such, as 
hyd r il la on Texas lakes 
furnishes habitat for dis­
ease-carrying mosquit- . 
oes and poses a threat 
to swimmers' in their 
vicinity.

Other southern coast­
al states have put re­
strictions on these 
spreading plants from 
Louisiana to Florida.

Control of the plants 
on large bodies of water 
by chemical means is 
very expensive and ser­
ves as a deterrent rath­
er than a cure. More than 
4,796.acre of water hya­
cinths have been era­
dicated in Texas from 
six watersheds by main­
tenance programs and 
treatment of seed p ants 
ifince 1974.

The only natural con­
trol is freezing tempe - 
'atures or winter-kill in 
north Texas, but this has 
no alfect on the plant's 
seeds. The plants will 
die down during the win­
ter months and in the 
spring, new sprouts will 
appear.

The only permit is­
sued by the P&WD for 
ihese aquatics is fo 
scientific study in a con­
trolled environment sub­
ject to review and ap- • 
proval by the P&WD.

Owneré uf any of the 
listed plants arc asked 
to contact the P&WD for 

•proper disposal. Do nut 
release or flush these 
plants down the draia or 
into the sewtr system. 
Sever cities on the coast 
have already initiated 
prog ams to rid water 
and sewer systems clog­
ged by th<4 noxious plants.

The penalty provided 
by law for violations of •
this proclamation forthe 
importation, sale, trans­
port or release of nox­
ious plants without a per­
mit issued by the P&WD 
is a fine of not less than 
$50 nor more than $200 
upon conviction.

Both store managers 
and homeowners hav­
ing aquatic plants or con­
templating the purchase 
i f  aquatic plants should 
first make sure at the 
species of the plant and 
al so check aquatics al­
ready on hand.

The screwworm fly 
continues to spread ac­
ross the Panhandlearea. 
At last report, I know of 
confirmed cases in the 
following Panhandle 
counties: Armstrong. 
Collingsworth, Dallam, 
Hansford, and Randall. 
Cattle operators need to 
once again be on the look 
out for screwworm in­
festations in their cat­
tle. It has been a long 
time since cattlemen in 
this area had to inspect 
cattle frequently and be 
on the look exit for 
“ wormies”  that like to 
hide exit until it was too 
late to save them.

As a result at this 
spreading screwworm 
infestation, new federal 
regulations have been 
issued that affect all 
livestock leaving Texas. 
All livestock leaving 
Texas must be inspected 
by state or federal ani­
mal health Officials or 
accredited veterinarians 
and be certified free of 
screwworm s b e f o r e  
shipment. Additionally, 
all animals shipped from 
Texas into southeastern 
stares are n<w required 
to be dipped or'sprayed, 
even if found to be free 
of screwworms.

If you need some pre- . 
paid mailing kitsfor sus­
pected screwworm sam­
ples, come by thet ounty 
Extension Office.

We all know how de­
pressed beef prices have 
been. According to 
USDA, the commercial 
production of red meat 
for the first six months 
of 1976 was up 5 per 
cent above 1975 level of 
production. Components 
of this increase showed 
beef up 10 percent; veal, 
up 10 percent; pork, down 
5 percent; lam band mut­
ton, down 11 percent. 
Commercial meat pro­
duction includes slaugh­
ter in Federally inspect­
ed and other plants, but 
e x c l u d e s  animals 
slaughtered on farms. 
This helps accent for 
some of the'lower-pri­
ced beef. We still have a 
lot of beef around and 
have just got to eat our 
way out of this contin­
ued oversupply of beef. 
Cattle numbers have 
started to decline but 
have a long ways to go 
before all facets of the 
beef industry get back 
on a profitable basis.

Last Friday, Dr. Carl 
Patrick, area Extension 
entomologist, toured se­
veral sorghum and corn 
fields in the Gray County 
area. Gre< nbug inf esta- 
tions in sorghum were 
spotty. Some fields in­
spected had economics - 
ly damaging numbers of 
greenbugs, while other

Evidence of a lot <4 
beneficial insects were 
noted. Parasitic wasp 
activity seems to be in­
creasing and should rap­
idly reduce greenbug 

»numbers in sorghum 
fields.

The recent rains have 
helped the mite situa- . 
tion on com and pqr- 
ghum but with the return 
of hot, dry, windy condi­
tions, fields need to be 
checked frequently for 
build-un of harmful in­
sects. A few corn fields 
have had build-up of 
armyworms that are eat­
ing a lot (4 foliage. The 
armyworms seem to 
prefer fields that have a 
lot of water grass. If ar­
myworms are' alhwed to 
reach a large size, they 
are next to impossible to 
kill with insecticides.
Just keep a close watch 
and give me a call if 
you need assistance with 
an insect problem.

Around g a r d e n s ,  
squash bugs continue to 
be a problem. Thorough 
coverage of vines and 
undersides of leaves with 
Sevin should give con­
trol. Also Mexican bean 
beetles are infesting se­
veral bean patches. Here 
again a good spray cov­
erage of Sevin or Mala- 
thion should bring the 
bean beetles under con­
trol.

As I drive around town,
I see several trees in­
fested with bagworms.
Ma lathi on is one <i the 
better chemicals to con­
trol bagworms. If you 
wait until the worms get 
tO<> big, you may have to 
rely on the hand pick 
method of control.

Always remember to 
read the label and fol­
low directions and pre­
cautions when using any 
insecticide.

Production Drops
Lack of the rain the 

Texas Panhandle is cut- . 
ting into production of 
waterfowl which use area 
playa lakes as nesting, 
habitat.

Texas Parks and Wild­
life  Department person­
nel making their annual 
waterfowl production 
survey in the Panhandle ji 
estimate the number <4 
juvenile ducks to have j 
decreased by some 74 
percent over 1975, but 
with an increase in the 
venile ducks to have 
decreased by some 74 
percent over 1075, hut 
with an increase in the 
number <4 mature ducks.

However, P&WD water- 
fowl biologist Max Tra- 
week said the increase, 
in adults could be due 
in part to the fact that 
hens without young spend 
more time on openwater 
and thus are easier to 
count than hens with 
ducklings which are 
more secretive in tfyeir 
habits.

The same number <4 
playa lakes exist on sur­
vey lines this year, but 
total size <4 the lakes is 
reduced from 1,073 sur­
face acres of water in 
1975 to 544 acres in 
1976. *

This is the thi rd year 
of a five-year survey of 
Panhandle entities to 
assist biologists in det­
ermining effects <4 rain­
fall . farming and burn­
ing pressure on water­
fowl .

To assist the p ’ oduc- 1 
tion survey, a banding 
operation is completed 
each winter by PfcWD 
biologists in the Panhan­
dle. I ach band has a 
number and address for 
th< finder to notify the 
proper agt ncy.

The Panhandle has 
numerous resident teal 
and mallards, many «4 
which are bagged each 
tall by Texas hunters.
