With no new students coming 
in, the enrollment at the 
school is increasing by about 30 
students per year. With just the 
present elementary students 
Gruver High School will have 
220 students by 1967.

The superintendent said there 
had been no decrease in en­
rollment in several years. Even 
when several families living at 
the plants in the north part 
of the district moved to Guy- 
mon, the Gruver enrollment 
increased.
