Appraisal F or 

Ad V alorem T axation
Mrs. Alice Peddy, Chief 

Appraiser of the Hansford 
County Appraisal District 
would like to inform the land 
owners of specific details con­
cerning the process of receiv­
ing agricultural use appraised 
values for ad valorem tax 
purposes. An individual claim­
ing that his land is eligible for 
appraisal as agricultural land 
must file a valid application 
with the chief appraiser. Once 
an application is filed and open 
space land values are granted, 
the land is eligible for open 
space land values in subse­
quent years without a new 
application unless the owner­
ship of the land changes or its 
eligibility ends.

The application must be 
filed before May 1. If a person 
fails to file a valid application 
on time, the land is ineligible 
for open space land valuation.

The appraisal office will have 
application forms readily avail­
able to each individual at no 
charge to the individual. 1982 
is the first year that open 
space land valuation will be 
beneficial to the land owners 
in the Hansford County Ap­
praisal District. This is due to 
the results of the reappraisal 
of all properties in the apprais­
al district including farm land.

The appraisal district will 
make every effort to mail 
applications to all land owners 
before February 1. Mrs. Peddy 
indicated it would be mid-Jan­
uary before the prescribed 
form would be received in her 
office from the State Property 
Tax Board and once the form 
is in her hands, it will be 
immediately available to the 
individuals. If any person does 
not receive his application by 
February 1, he needs to 
contact the appraisal district.

Tax Exemption Of Farming 

& Ranching Implements
Effective January 1, 1982. 

implements of farming and 
ranching are exempt from ad 
valorem taxation if owned by 
an individual who uses them in 
the production of farm or 
ranch products. The property 
must be individually owned; 
corporate or partnership own­
ership will not qualify. This 
exemption must be applit 1 for 
annually with the chief ap­
praiser of the Hansford County 
Appraisal District.

The attorney general has 
been asked to issue an opinion 
on several points concerning 
these exemptions, some of 
them being:

(1) Should the term "imple­
ments" be construed so as 
to include any and all types 
of equipment or machinery 
that could be used in an 
agricultural environment?

(2) Would vehicles utilized 
in agricultural products, 
such as trucks and trailers, 
be included in the exemp­
tion?

(3) Would equipment used 
to obtain water from wells 
or for irrigation be exempt?
(4) Would the term "individ­
ual" as used in the amend­
ment be limited or defined 
to include only persons in

the agricultural business 
that have sole or complete 
ownership of all the proper­
ty necessary for pursuit of 
said business?

(5) Would an individual or 
single person who has 
incorporated be entitled to 
an exemption?

(6) Would a partnership of 
say nature, including fami­
ly partnerships, be exclud­
ed from the benefits of this 
exemption?

When the attorney general 
issues his opinion clarifying 
the intentions of the legislature 
to exempt implements of farm­
ing and ranching, the chief 
appraiser will then allow all 
exemptions, according to law, 
on all valid applications. Indiv­
iduals need to render their 
implements to the chief ap­
praiser and file an application 
for exemption before May 1 to 
be assured of receiving the 
allowable exemptions.

After 1962, annua! applica­
tions for residence home­
steads, charitable organiza­
tions, youth spiritual, mental, 
and physical development as­
sociations, religious organiza­
tions and schools, are no 
longer necessary.

Social Security 
News

In most jobs, the social 
security tax is taken from your 
pay automatically. But on 
some jobs, you should ask to 
be sure your pay is repotted 
for social security.

If you work in someone's 
home • cooking, cleaning, 
doing yard work, or some 
other job - your cash wages 
count for social security if you 
earn $50 or more from one 
person in a 3 - month calendar 
quarter. Be sure the person 
you work for has your social 
security number and reports 
your pay.

Many employers will offer to 
pay only cash (no checks) and 
make no deductions from your 
pay. This is to the employer's 
advantage because he or she 
does not wish to pay the 
employer's share of social 
security taxes. It is unfair to 
the employee because the 
employee does not get credit 
for his earnings which earn 
quarters of coverage for social 
security protection.

It is important to remember 
that the exact amount of social 
security benefits you and your 
family would get depends on 
how much you earn. If your 
earnings are not reported, you 
would get less social security 
or you might not be insured 
with less than enough quarters 
of coverage.

Some places of business will 
offer to let you work for them 
on a self-employed basis. If 
your work is supervised by the 
employer, you are an employee

“ Accent West" and found that there are two 
game farms near Clarendon.

Jack Ritter bought his ranch near Clarendon 
three years ago with the expressed purpose of 
putting wild game on it. Since that time he has 
stocked the rugged area in the Southeastern 
Panhandle with elk, axis deer, sika deer, 
aoudad sheep, mouflon sheep, ostriches, and 
has struck a deal with the San Diego zoo to 
breed Marquar sheep and Corsican tur ibex. 
The breeding-loan program with the zoo will 
also enable him to bring in eland and sable.

The other game farm is owned by Pampa 
rancher John Lee Bell, and is located northeast 
of Clarendon. On the reserve are European Red 
Deer and the Fallow deer of England; Corsican 
Mouflon sheep; ostriches; African Eland, a 2000 
pound antelope; a twelve-point Red Deer buck; 
Aoudad sheep imported from the Mediterran­
ean; Catalina goats; white Fallow deer; 
Japanese Sike Deer; a tiny Sicilian donkey; 
South American llama; and the Axis deer of 
India; a small herd of American bison and the 
Texas Longhorn; squirrels; wild turkeys; quail; 
and several Emus.

Evidently these game preserves are not open 
to the public, although Bell cordially allows 
school children and ag students from nearby 
high schools and colleges to view the animals.

Veterinarians have free 
booklets available explaning 
a new vaccine that can 
help dairy and beef pro- 
ducers have healthier calves.

The new vaccine, intro­
duced during the last calving 
season, is proving highly 
effective in preventing calf 
scours due to E. coli. The 
first injection is adminis­
tered to the pregnant cow 
at any time from midpreg­
nancy to no later than six 
to eight weeks before calv­
ing The cow receives a 
second booster dose approx­
imately three weeks before 
calving. For subsequent calv­
ings, the cow receives only 
a single dose.

The vaccine is considered 
extremely economical. Ir 
fact, a spokesman of thi 
Connaught Animal Health 
Company, the makers of 
the new drug said: “ if the 
producer can save two calves 
per hundred cows calved, 
it more than pays for the 
vaccine expense.” I t’s an 
ounce of prevention that 
could be worth millions.

The drug is available from 
veterinarians who have com­
plete information on how to 
use it and how it will fit into 
the herd health program.

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Lt. Governor 
Reflects On 1981

Now that the history books 
are being closed on 1981. I 
would like to join the people of 
Texas in looking ahead to the 
new year.

This past year has been one 
of uncertainty for most Texans.

We have seen inflation, high 
interest rates, poor housing 
markets, conflict and danger 
overseas, and general eco­
nomic unrest. Even though 
these issues affect each of us 
directly in our everyday lives, 
most are national concerns 
impacted in one way or anoth­
er by the federal government.

In our Texas government, 
we have a clearer picture and 
cause for considerable opti­
mism. We have gone through 
another session of the Texas 
Legislature without any slate 
tax increase. We have lived 
through a decade of no tax 
increases while keeping the 
spending policies of this state 
within the confines of the 
income to the state treasury.

The business climate in 
Texas has protected our citi­
zens to some extent from 
higher unemployment which 
has been a severe problem in 
other parts of the nation. A 
good business climate means 
jobs and payrolls to the people 
of Texas. It must be protected 
if Texas is to fulfill its 
prospects for a bright future.

Our triumphs have been 
many.

Again, the state government 
has lived within its income, yet 
it is highly significant that 46 
states levy higher taxes, and 
Texas has still held the line 
against a state income tax.

Per capita income in Texas 
exceeds the national average.

Today, there are only five 
nations, not states, which pro­
duce more energy than Texas.

Texas leads the country in 
capital investment in manufac­
turing. and we have added 
more manufacturing jobs in 
the last ten years than any 
other state.

Texas did not enjoy all of 
these advantages because it is 
the buckle of the Sunbelt.

These advantages are enjoyed 
in Texas because the govern­
ment and our people are 
prudent, fruitful, and restrain­
ed while others are spend­
thrifts.

In defining our goals for 
1982 and beyond, our highest 
priority must be excellence in 
education for our school child­
ren and college students.

We must intensify the war 
on crime.

Those people in our society 
who insist on breaking the 
criminal laws must never be 
permitted to believe that their 
actions and conduct are accept­
able.

The Legislature in 1981 
passed a meaningful program 
to improve law enforcement. 
Although all of us know these 
new laws are only a partial 
solution to the problem of 
rising crime rates and over­
crowded prisons, we must do 
more, and as Lieutenant Gov­
ernor 1 pledge that we will.

Families
Host Overseas Students

(

WASH., D.C., Dec. 4 -  
When Mary Kay Mitchell 
received a call asking if she 
could take in a Danish ex­
change student, she said yes- 
but only for a couple of weeks. 
With five children of their 
own. the Mitchells already had 
a full house. “ After two 
week." explains Mrs. Mitchell, 
"our 11-year-old son asked 
‘Can't we keep him?- "  The 
entire family agreed, and Mik­
ael Hansen is still part of the 
Mitchell household five months 
later.

Mikael is one of nearly 5,000 
international students who are 
experiencing life in the United 
States this year through a 
program adm inistered by 
Youth for Understanding. 
YFU. a W ashington-based 
non-profit organization, has 
been promoting international 
understanding for 30 years.

Sophie Capiaux. from Brus­
sels. is another YFU student 
who is learning about Ameri­
can life first-hand. She is 
staying with Mr. and Mrs. 
Kevin Moran. Although the 
Morans have no children of 
their own, “ we've got a big 
house with lots of room, and 
we wanted to share it." Mr. 
Moran, a detective with an 
urban police department, read 
a newspaper article about 
YFU. He called the organiza­
tion "and a week later we had 
a student."

Volunteer "host" families 
are crucial to YFU's efforts 
since its programs are built on 
shared family living exper­
iences. According to Mary 
Mitchell, Mikael "has become 
more family oriented" since 
coming to the ,U.S. He enjoys 
many activities with the Mitch­
ell family, keeps his room 
clean, likes to care for the 
family dog. and chops wood 
for the fireplace. An avid 
sports enthusiast. Mikael has 
also coached his younger host- 
b ro ther's soccer team  and 
provides a leng-wished-for big 
brother.

The Morans enjoy taking 
Sophie to see plays and to eat 
in restaurants. Sophie also 
spent a few weeks at the 
family’s beach house last Aug­
ust. "W e’re getting as much 
out of this as she is,”  Mr. 
Moran comments. "1 look at 
this country differently now," 
adds Judy Moran, a clerk at a 
court house. “ When somebody 
like Sophie tells you, 'America 
is beautiful' it really does 
something for you."

As host families, the Mitch­
ells and Morans are respon­
sible only for their student's 
room and board. Mikael and 
Sophie, like other YFU stu­
dents, brought their own 
spending money and earn 
extra cash by baby sitting and 
doing other odd jobs in the 
neighborhood.

Both Sophie and Mikael 
have made dozens of friends in 
America. "Kids from the soc­
cer team invite Mikael to their 
homes for d in n e r,’1 Mrs. 
Mitchell says. "And because 
of the friends he brings to our 
house, we’ve met a whole new 
group of people we never knew 
before." The Mitchells have 
also become friends with sev­
eral other families who are 
hosting YFU students in their 
community.

Neither the Mitchells nor the 
Morans have experienced any 
serious problems as host fami­
lies. The reason probably lies 
in YFU's screening process 
which tries to match host 
families and students from 23 
countries according to common 
interests. But if problems do 
arise, YFU staff members and 
trained volunteers are on hand 
to help. In case of illness or 
accident, Sophie and Mikael 
are fully covered by YFU 
medical insurance.

Is it worth the effort to host 
an overseas student? Both 
families are emphatic. "Learn­
ing to love another child is 
good," Mary Kay Mitchell 
believes, adding that "our 
children are also learning to

share. *1 "We love it," Kevin 
Moran declares. "You should
try it!” ®

concentrate 

8 cups apple cider 
4 sticks cinnamon 
1 whole nutmeg, cut in half 
1 litre SEAGRAM'S V O.
1 cup firmly packed light 

brown sugar cinnamon 
sticks

Cut apples in half and 
place, skin side down, in 
shallow baking dish. Bake at 
350 F. for 30 minutes, or 
until apples test done.
