Draft Aged Husbands 
May Hear Uncle Sam

Ora ft-age men who married 
before August 27 may be c a ll­
ed by some Texas draft boards 
in November to help fill a 
quota o f more than 6,000 men 
for physical-mental examina­
tions, Colonel Morris S. 
Schwartz .state Selective Ser­
vice  director, said Friday.

Currently, men in the 19- 
25 age range who are single 
and those married on August 
27 and since are being tapped, 
in accordance with an exe­
cutive order issued by President 
Johnson in late August.

The Johnson order provided 
that married men who married 
before August 27 would not be 
processed for armed forces ser­
vice unless single men and 
men married since August 27 
are not sufficient to fill quot­
as. The order did not pertain 
to married men with children, 
who are deferred for depend­
ency if  boards are advised o f 
a child or expected child in 
the fam ily.

The decision to permit the 
forwarding o f men married be­
fore August 27, Colonel 
Schwartz sa id , was made be­
cause some local draft boards 
may not have enough ava il­
able men unless the move is

duction about January. We 
have to take preparatory steps 
in view o f the expected situa­
tion that w ill face us about the 
first o f  the y ea r."

Colonel Schwartz said that 
he understood from his con­
tacts with other state directors 
that the move also is being 
made in other states.

Texas local boards are sche­
duled to be sent their Novem ­
ber induction quotas Friday in ­
volving a state call for 1,341 
men.Tniscompares with state 
quotas o f 1,504 and 1,459 for 
October and September, re ­
spectively . Trie November 
quota o f 6,245 men to be ex ­
amined is also scheduled for 
mailing ftiday.

The November state quota 
o f  1,231 for induction is the 
Texas share o f a national call 
for 32.450 men, 28,400 men 
for the Army, and 4,050 for 
the M irine Corps. An earlier 
request by the Navy for 4,000 
men was deleted in an amend­
ed call on the states.

Colonel Schwartz also Mid 
his o ffice  had received calls 
for 62 physicians, 15 dentists, 
and 6 veterinarians, to be 
supplied in January.

Local boards already-have 
been instructed to forward 
doctors, dentists, and veter­
inarians for examination pre­
paratory to filling these quo­
tas.

Following is the text o f 
Senator Tower's weekly repon 
to Texans in which he dis­
cusses with Senator Dirksen 
the up-and-coming Senate 
action on Section 14b o f the 
Taft-H artley A c t.
TOWER: Today we are inter­
viewing the distinguished M i­
nority Leader o f the United 
States Senate, Senator Ever­
ett Dirksen o f Illinois--a man 
who is w ell known to you a ll,  
a man who is regarded by m a­
ny as the most superb parli- 
mentarian in the United States 
Senate, certainly one o f the 
most eloquent men in that 
body and one o f the most 
a b le .

Senator Dirksen has agreed 
to make a vecy active role in 
the opposition o f the repeal 
o f Section 14b o f the T a ft- 
Hartley Act which, as you 
know , allows our Right-to- 
Work law to exist on tne sta­
tute books in Texas. Senator 
Dirksen w ill be, for all prac­
tical purposes, the field  gen ­
eral o f  that movement, so I 
would like to ask him a few 
questions for the benefit o f 
our Texas consitutents here 
today.

"Senator Dirksen, as you 
know, Texas is one o f the 19 
Right-to-Work states. We are 
vita lly  interested in this m ea­
sure. W e've always had very 
w ell led unions in our state. 
W e've had a high rate o f in­
dustrial growth. W e've had a 
high rate o f increase in in­
dustrial income and in wage 
incom e, and we believe we 
have thrived under 14bof Ta ft- 
Hartley and could continue to 
do so. We'd like you to tell 
us today if  you would what the 
plans are for the opposition to 
14b o f Taft Hartley,or the re­
peal th ereo f.”
DIRKSEN: "W e ll, John, in ­
dulge me a moment while I 
greet your folks in Texas and 
te ll tnem how proud 1 am o f 
your efforts and now delighted 
I am to have such a stalwart 
person on the team.

'Th is matter o f 14b with 
me is a matter o f  deep con­
viction . I recall 10 years ago 
when delegations came to see 
me and said, "W e ll, i f  you 
w ill go for the repeal, we 
probably w ill be able to help 
you .' I said, 'I 'l l  be the last 
man in rhe United States Sen­
ate to ever lend myself to the 
repeal o f 14b.

"I think there is a tendency 
to try to make this only a com ­
pulsory-unionise issue. It's 
infin itely mo'e than tliat. It 
involves the right o f the sov­
ereign states to legislate in 
this fie ld . W e ’ve gone pretty 
far down that road already in 
ham-stringing the states; and 
as a result, I believe the issue 
has got to be made, and we're

?;oing to have to fight it out. 
n consequence, we have laid 

our lines;we have our captains 
selected and the teams, not 
only on our side, but on the 
majority side as w e ll. And we 
are ready to do battle.

"I  think I can say that three 
weeks ago I discussed this with 
the President, and he said he 
was com mitted. I said, 'M r. 
President, so are w e . ' With us 
it is a matter o f real convic­
tion. We must, i f  we are going 
to carry out our oath o f o ffice 
take care o f those promises and 
pledges we made in our nation­
al platform, stand up to be 
counted. And so the lines are 
drawn, the troops are ready, 
and no matter where it comes 
in this session, the fight w ill 
be o n ."
TOWER: "This is a bi-partisan 
battle, and what do you think 
the prospects are for success, 
Senator Dirksen?"
DIRKSEN: "W ell, I think the 
prospects are that there w ill 
be no action on 14b for the 
rest o f this session. We still 
have a good deal to do, and 
the Majority Leader assures 
me that it w ill come at the 
tall end o f the procession. 
That could come in October; 
it could come In November, 
depending on how much fight­
ing remains on these other Is­
sues. But regardless o f when it 
com es,w e 'll be ready to stand 
up in show leather and do bat­
tle ."
TOWER: "You believe then

that this w ill be a determined 
effort and that there w ill be 
no backing down on the part 
o f  those who oppose repa lf" 
DIRKSEN: No backing down, 
no quailing, and no faltering 
because tnis is a matter o? 
principle o f conviction, and 
o f  conscience."

and because chair use has some- 
time* caused harmful affacts 
on cattla whan fad tha format 
high ronghage leve l* . Recent- . 
ly  ,a process to ammoatate tha 
hulls was developed . Ammon- ! 
iatlng tha halls incrasam thair 
protein equivalent valaa to a 
guaranteed minimum o f 10 
percent. The ammonlatad rice 
nulls are made by exposim 
them to an atmosphere o f  am ­
monium with heat aad pressure 
in the presence o f  a catalyst.

A ll feed mixtures in the tarn 
were formulated to contain 13 
percent crude protein. Tha 
concentrates ined were grain 
sorghum aad cottonseed m eal. 
Five percent a lfa lfa  lea f meal 
and one percent boon meal 
were included in a ll mixtures.

in average figures, the 4 
roughages at 10 percent o f the 
ration, gave a per day gain o f 
2 .49 pounds and a return par 
head o f $9.03. At a 20 per­
cent le v e l , the 4 roughages 
gave a 2.38 pound a day gain 
and a return per head o f 17.26. 
At a 30 percent le ve l, 3 
roughages had a 2.08 pounds 
per day gain and yielded a re­
turn per head o f  34 .15 .in oth­
er words,as the leve l o f rough­
age decreased .return in dorian 
increased.This Indicates fend­
ing a low leve l o f  soughage 
(10 percent) Is morn econo­
m ical than a 20 or 30 percent 
le v e l.  ,

Cottonseed hulls fed at a 10 
percent le v e l,  gave a return 
per head o f  $7.53, while at a 
20  percent le v e l,  tha return : 
per head was only 64 cents.

Rice hulls at 10 percent re­
turned $12.72 a head, and at 
30 percent, returned only 15 
cents per head.

In ammoniated rice hulls tha 
gap was closer, with a 10 per­
cent level returning $12.53 
per head and a 29 percent le v ­
e l returning $10.89 a head. 
But in a ll 3 instances .the low­
er roughage level was tha most 
econom ical.

The return from all-con­
tra te feeding was highest o f 
a ll rations. On all-concen­
trate , tha steen gained 2.37 
pounds a day; took only 678 
pounds o f fend pet cw t. gain 
and had a reman per head o f 
$14.80.

Dally gains were highest 
from the ammoniateo rice
hulls, which averaged 2.59
pounds per day. Second, was 
cottonseed hu lliat2 .83  pounds 
a day, followed by rice hulls 
at 2.27 and flaxshives at 2.03 
pounds per day,

Feeding tha flax shtves as a 
roughage is relatively new.
Rax is grown quite extem iva- 
ly in South Texas and other 
areas for seed, but little  use 
has been made o f the straw. 
Shivas are the portion le ft a f­
ter removal o f  the fibers suit­
able for use in manufacturing 
linen fabrics and high quality 
paper. The annual production 
o f shlves amounts to a consid­
erable quantity, and in recant 
years,flax millers have sought 
their possible use as cam e 
fe ed . The nutritive value o f 
shlves is considered to be lo w , 
however,The tests at the Bee- 
v ille  Experiment Station seam 
to bear this out, since flax 
shlves produced the lowest per 
day gain, lowest return per 
head, lowest dressing percent 
and the poorest carcass grades.

Researchers at the Beevllle 
Experiment Station plan to 
continue their search for new 
inexpensive roughages. I f  rice 
hulls,flax shives and ammon­
iated rice hulls could be used 
in place o f cottonseed hulls in 
a high concentrate ration, a 
substantial outlet could be de­
veloped for the by-producM o f 
rice and flax , and at the 
same tim e, roughage and 
cattle feeding costs could be 
lowered.

To add space to a cramped 
bathroom, try glazed ceramic 
tile which begins as moiet 
clay, flint, shale and feldspar 
but is sprayed with a liquid 
glaze and fired to a glaaa- 
like finish.
