W ASHINGTON,--Deputy 
Secretaiy of Agriculture 
Richard E. lyng today asked 
for public comment on pos­
sible provisions of the 1981 
wheat program. The deadline 
for comment is June 6.

Although the statutory 
deadline for announcing the 
1984 wheat program is Aug 
15, lyng said he plans to give 
details well in advance of that 
date to allow farmers addition­
al time to make program 
decisions.

Lyng said he will study the 
public's recommendations and 
the most current data on U.S. 
and world crop conditions, 
supply and demand before 
he makes final decisions.

Comments are requested 
on:

-the  loan and purchase 
prices, the target price and 
national program acreage.

—whether USDA should

establish an acreage reduction 
or a set-aside program and, if 
so, the percentage of acreage 
adjustment.

-whether there should be a 
payment-in-kind program and, 
if so, the provisions of the 
program.

-whether USDA should 
establish a voluntary acreage 
reduction and, if so, the level 
of such a reduction.

-provisions governing al­
lowance of haying, grazing 
and conservation usage of 
set-aside acreage.

- a  land diversion program 
and payment for land diver­
sion.

-offsetting compliance re­
quirements for an acreage 
reduction program.

-methods for determining 
1984 crop acreage bases for 
wheat.
