Thursday April 20 at approximately 
2pm Eugene Watson made his first and 
last trip of the day across the 32 year old, 
500 ft. Tongue River Bridge on theCounty 
road between Russellville and Dumont. 
After the dust settled Fraiser Watson got 
his brother out of the truck, which was 
standing on its end on the river bottom. 
Fraiser then rushed his brother to the 
Motley County Clinic in Matadorby way 
of Dumont and Afton. Eugene was then 
taken on to Plainview for x-ray and tests. 
Watson was released with a broken wing 
bone and bruises. 

Watson made the trip back to the 
bridge the next day to watch the removel 
of the dump truck. 

Watson stated that he had made two 
trips across the day before on the main-
tainer and Fraiser had made eleven trips 
that day in the dump truck. The men were 
hauling gravel from the Truiu Read gravel 
pit on the south side of the river to a road 
hill on the north side of the river. 

Appearently the bolted down steel 
beams gave way and caused the wood 
floor to break loose letting the truck fall 
through to the riverbed. 

Eugene Watson told the Tribune that 
he remembered when the bridge was 

built after the 1957 flood that washed out 
all the Pease and Tongue River bridges. 

Bobby Jameson told the Tribune he 
remembered helping his dad Ed Jameson 
and his brother Bill take the old 'twin-
bridge from near Whiteflat apart section 
by section and move it to the Tongue 
River location. They used new pilings 
and placed the sections on the pilings 
along with a new floor to complete the 
construction of the truss bridge. 

According toJudge BillyJoe Whitaker 
the county was planning to build a dry-
weather crossing across the river for the 
present. The county would like to replace 
this bridge as soon as possible but it 
could cost up to $1,000 a foot to rebuild.

Social Security Tips 
For Motley County 

Substantial increases in 1989 loan 
program discounts for cotton qualities 
below the base were a sore disappoint-
ment and no small surprise to officials of 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., Lubbock. 

USDA figures the discounts each year 
as a simple average of the previous year's 
loan discounts and average spot market 
quotations for the first seven months of 
that marketing year, August through 
February. 

Consequently discounts normally are 
expected to decline following ayear when 
the lower qualities and lower micronaise 
groupings enjoy a strong market as a 
result of short supply. In 1988, for ex-
ample, following a high quality 1987 
Plains crop, reduced discounts on almost 
all common High Plains qualities far more 
than offset a 45 point (.45 cents) drop in 
the base loan price. 

But that didn't happen in 1989, despite 
a 1988 crop that yielded what probably 
was the smallest ever volume of lower 
quality cottons. Instead, grade and staple 
discounts increased mostly in a range of 
35 to 100 points on traditional qualities 
produced in the area, and discounts on 
low micronaire groups grew from 10 to a 
whopping 150 points. 

Hollis Bowling of Memphis, TN, 
Assistant Branch Chief of USDA's Mar-
keting News Service, says there are two 
explanations for the increases. Ironically, 
one of the reasons for the bigger dis- 

counts is the same short supply that ordi-
narily accounts for smaller discounts. The 
difference in 1988, Bowling says, is that 
the available abnormally low production, 
was too small to attract the competitive 
bidding necessary to evidence lower dis-
count quotations. 

That explanation, points out PCG 
Executive Vice President Donald  

Johnson, may not wash with producers 
who in fact sold their lower qualities at 
"premium" prices. And that elates to 
Bowling's second explaination. 

The USDA quotations used in the 
average that determines loan program 
discounts, according to bowling, reflects 
the net cost of cotton to the buyer, which 
is not necessarily the same as the price 
received by the producer. That, he ex-
plains, is because when the buyer re-
deems the cotton from the loan at the 
adjusted world price (AWP), his net cost 
is reduced in the amount of whatever 
course count adjustment is in effect for 
that week. 

By thatroute, Bowling says, the coarse 
count adjustment shows up as an increase 
in the quoted discount for the quality 
traded and thus contributes to the next 
year's loan discounts. 

The adjustment was applied to all 
cotton stapling 1-1/32nd inches or less 
and to longer grades discounted 600 points 
or more in the 1988 loan schedule. For the 
30-week period used in the averages, the 
adjustment reached a high of 152 points 
and averaged 77 points. In the final 15 
weeks, when most of the trading took 
place, the adjustment average was 97 
points. 

PCG President Steve Verett of Rails 
plans to personally convey producer dis-
satisfaction with the loan schedule to 
USDA Apri125. A technical subcommit-
tee of the Department's Cotton Market-
ing Advisory Committee, on which Ver-
ett serves, is meeting in Memphis on that 
date. 

The chart below shows a comparison 
of 1988 and 1989 premiums and dis-
counts for qualities that make up the bulk 
of High Plains production. A complete 
schedule of physical loan prices for 1989 
is available from PCG. 

Do you want to start a financial re-
serve for the future of your children? 
Education is expensive, and it helps to 
have a growing investment to pay for 
their schools and colleges when the time 
comes. 

It is not uncommon for a parent to 
want to open a savings account, or to buy 
stocks and bonds under the child's name 
as soon as he or she is born. But, the law 
requires that the child have a social secu-
rity number before any fmancial transac-
tion is made in his or her name. 

A social security number is also re-
quired for eligibility for somekinds of 
Government services. And the tax reform 
act of 1986 requires a social security 
number for all dependents age 5 or older 
who are claimed on the federal tax return. 

This means that parents should con-
tact a social security office to complete an 
application Form SS-5 and present all the 
proofs required, such as a birth certifi-
cate, identity, U.S. citizenship, and/or 
legal residence of the child. And, the 
parent must show proof of his or her own 
identity. 

To make this procedure easier and 
faster, social security is making agree-
ments with different states to provide 
social security numbers to newborns by 
using the information on the state regis-
tration birth form provided by the hospi-
tal. When parents complete the state birth 
registration form, they indicate whether 
or not they want a social security number 
for their child. 

"If work or vacation should ever take 
you away from home, the Postal Service 
would like to remind you that there are 
several options available when determ fin-
ing what to do with your mail," says 
Matador Postmaster, Nell Clem. 

"If you'll be away just a few days and 
don't have time to notify the Post Office, 
ask a friend or neighbor to pick up any 
mail from your box," Nell says. "Accu-
mulated mail in a box is an advertise-
ment that the house is vacant. 

"Small receptacles such as apartment 
house boxes have a limited capacity. Your 
carrier will remove accumulated mail 
when the box becomes full, and leave a 
notice to pick up the mail at the Post 
Office. 

"We will be glad to hold your mail at 
the Post office for up to 30 days," says 
Postmaster Nell Clem. "Just stop by the 
office here. Be sure to specify the dates 
which you would like your mail held, fill 
out the card, sign it and hand it to a clerk 
or your carrier a day or two before you 
leave. 

No matter which method is chosen, 
there is no charge; social security pro-
vides this and other services free. 
If a number is requested by the child's 
parent on the hospital birth certificate 
form, the appropriate state vital statistics 
office will electronically forward the 
request to social security. There is no 
need to fill out the SS-5 since all the 
information required on the SS-5 is pro-
vided on the hospital birth certificate form. 

This procedure was first tested in three 
states: Indiana, Iowa, and New Mexico 
with outstanding results. The pilot proved 
that the service could be provided from a 
technical perspective, and the parental 
participation rate was so high that it was 
decided to expand the program nation-
wide. 

Once this service is implemented na-
tionally, the workload in social security 
field offices will diminish substantially, 
and there will be, also, considerable sav-
ings in paper work. 

This service, however, is optional. the 
newborns' parents can choose whether to 
get a social security number for their 
baby by just answering "yes" to the ques-
tion in the birth registration form, or 
going to the Social Security Office, tak-
ing a number, waiting to be called, filling 
out the Form SS-5 and presenting proof. 
It is up to them, but the service is there as 
another social security effort to serve the 
public better. 

For more information or to file a claim 
call 1-800-2345-SSA. 

"The Postal Service does not accept 
requests to hold mail for one day or re-
quests made by telephone," Nell Clem 
says. 

"When you return, you can either 
pickup the accumulated mail at the of-
fice, or call and ask that i t be delivered the 
next day. Since there may be more mail 
than will fit in the box, someone should 
be available to receive it.. 	- 

"If you expect to be away for more 
than 30 days, you should consider a 
temporary address change." "Simply pick 
up a change of address order form from 
the Post Office or your carrier and fill it 
out completely, including tfie effective 
date and the date you wish to terminate 
the order. 

"This service is commonly used when 
families travel to vacation homes. It al-
lows them to stay current with bills and 
correspondence. Again, it's a good idea to 
call when you return so that normal deliv-
ery will resume. 

"We want to work with you to ensure 
uninterrupted mail service," says Post-
master Nell Clem. 

RELIEF FOR 
SMALL OPERATIONS 

For a number of years it hasn't been 
legal to retail motor fuel out of above-
ground storage tanks. This has forced all 
retail stations, even those in rural areas, to 
use more expensive underground tanks. 

The Federal Environmental Protec-
tion Agency (EPA) regulations that have 
been adopted for leakage and undergound 
pollution have further complicated mat-
ters for underground tank owners. The 
required insurance to cover underground 
tanks has become increasingly expensive 
and difficult to obtain. 

My Senate Bill 698, passed by the full 
Senate last week, will allow retail service 
stations located in rural areas and cities of 

less than 5,000 to utilize aboveground 
storage tanks. 

Aboveground tanks are much less 
expensive to install and easier to monitor 
for leaks, resulting in fewer groundwater 
pollution problems. The tanks have also 
proven to be just as safe as underground 
tanks, especially since the law requires 
fire code and safety regulations to be  

observed. 
My bill will allow hundreds of small 

retail service stations serving towns in 
areas to remain in business . 

Several bills have been introduced that 
would change the venue in disputes that 
you may find yourself involved in. 

These bills would give exclusive venue 
either to a court located in Austin or to a 
bureaucratic agency located in Austin. 

People from across the district tell me 
they would prefer to solve their legal 
problems at home.They feel more confi-
dent of getting a fair shake from their 
locally elected judge, and jurors drawn 
from their neighbors, rather than from 
some appointed bureaucrat located 300 
or 400 miles away. 

They also point to the additional ex-
pense in trying a case ordisputing a ruling 
in Austin instead of in their home district 
Court. 

I have been vigilantly screening bills 
and posting objections to those which 
would shut you out of your own district 
courtroom.
