WACO -- On March 20th of this 
year, America will celebrate Ag Day. 
Ag Day is a part of the Agriculture 
Council of America's celebration of 
National Agriculture Week, March 15-
21. Organizers are using Ag Day to 
make the American public more aware 
of the enormous contributions of the 
U.S. agriculture industry. 

"The United States is at the top of 
the worldwide agriculture market," 
said Bob Stallman, President of the 
Texas Farm Bureau. "Ag Day is an 
opportunity to make the public aware 
of the incredible impact agriculture 
has every day in our society, as well 
as celebrate the outstanding achieve-
ments of American faremrs and ranch-
ers." 

Ag Day's 1998 theme is "Grow-
ing Tomorrows". This theme points to 
the increasing demand that will be 
placed on agriculture in the future. 
With the world's population at 5.5 bil-
lion today, it is expected to soar to 7.9 
billion by the year 2020. Agriculture's, 
ability to produce more and more food 
will be critical for this growing popu-
lation. 

Fortunately, America's farmers and 
ranchers have already made great 
progress in increasing productivity. 
For example, in 1960 the average 
farmer fed 25.8 people. By 1994, how-
ever, the average Aitietican tarmer pad 
increased his productivity five times, 
feeding 129 people both in the U.S. 
and abroad. 

"Despite the booming population, 
American agriculture is up to the 
task," Stallman said. "Modern farm-
ing practices and state-of-the-art tech-
nology have allowed American farm-
ers and ranchers to produce more food 
than ever before on fewer acres." 

Recent advances such as precision 
farming are playing a big role in in-
creasing farm producitvity. Sophisti-
cated Global Positioning Systems help 
reduce waste by using satellites and 
computers to map out a field and let 
the farmer know exactly where and 
when he needs to plant seeds, apply 
fertilizer and crop protection chemi-
cals. This not only increases crop 
yield, but saves money and protects 
the environment. 

Biogenetics have also increased the 
amount of food that each plant pro-
duces. Geneticists isolate desirable 
plant rai ts (such as disease resistance) 
and incorporate them into new plants, 
resulting in much higher crop yields. 

Ranchers have also used technol-
ogy to produce leaner cuts of beef. 
Today's beef has 27 percent less fat 
than in 1985.

"Sing Unto The Lord" 
It's interesting to notice how the 

Psalmist sings about God. It seems that 
everything he encounters about his re-
lationship to the Almighty causes him 
to want to sing a song. In Psalm 98, he 
sings about God's righteousness. In Psalm 
99, he sings of God's exalted place of au-
thority. In Psalm 100, he sings of God's 
enduring love, which demands and de-
serves admiration and adoration by His 
people. In view of the character of God, 
the Psalmist will pledge his obedience 
(Psalm 101), expresses his dependence 
(Psalm 102), and speaks of his gratitude 
toward God for His rich blessings (Psalm 
103). 

Psalm 103 is particularly interesting because, as one writer put it, 
David constructs a "circle of praise" toward God. The center of the 
circle has "Bless the Lord" as its core. It is surrounded by all that 
blesses God: "My soul (verses 1-6, 22), the people of God (verses 6-
18), and the Heavenly Hosts (verses 19-22). And David ends where he 
began: "Bless the Lord, 0 my soul." 

The Bible reminds us that we are to sing to God. It is just a natural 
response of the heart to sing praises to the Lord! You are not required 
to make beautiful noise, but only a joyful noise to the Lord. That is 
good news in its own right. 

Spend a few minutes today singing some of your favorite spiritual 
songs. Sing some of the new songs we've been learning lately. Think 
about the words to each verse you sing. You'll have a song in your 
heart all day long! Go ahead, sing praises....

MEAT AND EGGS ARE 
IMPORTANT IN THE DIET 
Two servings of foods from the 

meat group are recommended each 
day. The meat or protein group in-
cludes beef, pork, poultry, fish, eggs, 
cheese, dried beans, peas, and nuts. A 
serving from this group is 3 ounces 
of meat, poultry, or fish, 2 eggs, 1 cup 
cooked beans, 4 tablespoons of pea-
nut butter and 1,2 to 1 cup nuts or sun-
flower seeds. 
Lean Cuts are Low in Cholesterol 

Many people today avoid beef and 
pork because they are trying to cut 
down on cholesterol and fat. How-
ever, lean cuts of beef and pork con-
tain no more cholesterol than chicken. 

If you are careful to select leaner 
cuts of meat and trim away fat, you 
will greatly reduce the amount of fat 
in the red meat you eat. So, unless you 
are following a specific diet from your 
doctor, feel free to enjoy beef and pork 
in your daily meats. 

Eggs are another food that have 
been given "bad press". While egg 
yolk contains a lot of cholesterol, tests 
where eggs have been fed to people 
have not found that they caused blood 
cholesterol to rise in normal people. 
Eggs contain excellent quality protein 
and they are easily digested. 

The best advice is to eat a variety 
of foods, including a variety of pro-
tein sources. If you like these foods, 
try to include beef, pork, poultry and 
fish in different meals. And, if you 
enjoy an egg at breakfst or sometimes 
for lunch or dinner, eat eggs knowing 
that they are a healthful food. 

The other protein foods we've 
mentioned -- cheese, nuts, dried 
beans, and peas - are also good foods. 
A cheese or peanut butter sandwich 
is a good source of protein for a light 
lunch. 

Much of the world depends on 
beans for most of their protein needs, 
and it is the cheaest way to buy pro- 
tein. Many people who grew up dur-
ing the Depreseion ate a lot of beans 
for this reason. Beans and peas can 
be used to "extend" the more expen-
sive protein of meat and dairy prod-
ucts in meals, a fact that our Mexican 
neighbors know very well.

The job of correcting the flaws in 
the Federal Crop Insurance cotton pro-
gram has become a regular source of 
work for the cotton industry. Plains 
Cotton Growers continues to be in-
volved in this process. 

Recent discussions with the USDA 
Risk Management Agency has re-
opened the issue in 1998. 

RMA officials have agreed to take 
another look at several areas of con-
cern to producers. Among the issues 
which the RMA has agreed to look 
into are a re-examination of the rat-
ing procedures and structure of cot-
ton premiums, the need for improve-
ments in the quality adjustment cov-
erage for cotton, the need for replant 
coverage comparable to that offered 
for other crops and the need for an-
other look at prevented planting pro-
visions for cotton. 

It is hoped that the latest round of 
talks will provide workable solutions 
in the future to many of these issues.

Legislation designed to help sub-
Saharan African countries passed the 
House of Representatives this week 
despite concerns form the U.S. cotton 
and textile industries that it will not 
lead to any significant improvements 
in the targeted area.

Plains Cotton Growers officials 
have learned that the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture is accepting pub-
lic comment until April 13 on a pro-
posal to create a new, smaller boll 
weevil eradication zone from the ex-
isting statutory Northern High Plains 
Zone. 

The proposed zone, the Northwest 
Plains Boll Weevil Eradication Zone, 
would consist of about 450,000 acres 
of cotton in five counties: Bailey, 
Castro, Deaf Smith, Lamb and 
Partner. A public hearing will be held 
at Earth City Hall, Earth, beginning 
at 1:30 p.m. Thursday, April 2nd.

them." 

She is part of the staff of the Cen-
tral Texas Poison Center, located at 
Scott & White in Temple, Texas. The 
Central Texas Poison Center is part 
of the network of six poison informa-
tion centers in teh state. Callers may 
phone toll-free for information about 
poisons, safety and educational ma-
terials. 

To keep homes safe for small chil-
dren and pets alike, Ms. Gray suggests 
these tips when deciding what to plant 
and how to prevent springtime pesti-
cide hazards. 
Pesticide Safety 

Insdcticides and fungicides can be 
as toxic to humans as they are to in-
sects, their intended victims. Handling 
fertilizers and garden chemicals also 
carry risks. "Since every chemical is 
different, it is very important to read 
and follow each label closely," Ms. 
Gray added. 

Here are some other suggestions 
for safety around garden chemicals: 

• Wear all protective clothing the 
label specifies while applying chemi-
cals. 

• Follow the label directions for 
mixing solutions and rinsing spray 
containers. 

• Apply the proper amount of prod-
uct required to avoid overuse. 

• Always wash your hands and 
change your clothes after applying a 
pesticide. 

• Keep children and pets away dur-
ing application and until the product 
dries, or as long as the label suggests. 

• Store pesticides out of reach in a 
cool, dry place. 

• Always store pesticides in their 
original containers. 

• Protect directions on the package 
by covering them with clear tape. 

If an accidental exposure happens, 
wash the area and immediately call 
the Poison Center on the toll-free line. 
Be prepared to verify important infor-
mation such as the name, manufac-
turer, active ingredient and strength 
of chemical involved.

Plant Safely 
When it comes to garden safety, 

remember all plants are not alike, 
urges Ms. Gray. "Many plants and 
trees native to Texas can be toxic if 
ingested," she said. For example, ole-
ander, philodendron, dieffenbachia 
and foxglove are some of the many 
plants that can be harmful when eateg. 

Poisonous plants are also com-
monly kept as house plants or used 
for landscaping. "the most improtant 
step to avoiding dangerous exposures 
is to familiarize yourself with the plant 
life in and around your home. Take a 
sample of plants you are unsure of to 
a local nursery to be identified," she 
said. 

Consider decorating your home 
with nontoxic flowers and shrubs such 
as African violets, fuschias, roses, 
fichus and spider plants.
