Beef 
Vote 
Fails 

The recent Beef Referen-
dum fell short of the 
necessary two-thirds af-
firmative vote, negating a 
National Beef Research and 
Information Program. Vot-
ing on the issue was 
conducted between July 5 -
15 by the Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Service (ASCS). 
Results in Motley County, as 

reported by Emilio Aguilar, 
local ASCS office manager, 
indicate that only 34.8 per 
cent of the qualified voters 
cast affirmative ballots dur-
ing the election period, with 
23 voting for, and 43 against. 
Ninety-seven producers had 
registered to vote. 
Nationally, 322,175 beef 

producers registered to vote, 
according to the ASCS. Of 
this number, 231,046 or 72 
percent voted, and of those, 
130,464, or 56.5 voted af-
firmatively. 
The Beef Research and 

Information Act was signed 
into law in May, 1976, but 
before provisions of the act 
could become effective, 
eligible beef producers had to 
register to vote; at least 50 
percent of those registered 
had to vote; and two-thirds 
needed to vote affirmatively.
