capable of displaying the address of the 
telephone from where 9-1-1 is dialed, and 
selective routing provides automatic dis-
patch of the call to the appropriate safety 
headquarters. 

The ANI system is being implemented 
now, but a long-tens goal is to have the 
"full-blown" system where necessary, 
Boyd said. The ANI system equipment 
can easily be modified later for ALI and 
selective routing. 

Boyd said residents pay a 50-cent tele-
phone service fee for 911 each month. 
Also required is a monthly surcharge of 
less than one percent on intrastate long-
distance services. 

One critical problem counties face is 
developing an addressing system formral 
areas, she said. 

Many rural residents today do not get 
mail by a street address but rather by a 
rural route and mail box number, said 
Don Blanton of Conroe, president elect 
of the Texas Association of County 
Engineers and Road Administrators. 

"A fully enhanced 911 system dis-
plays both the address and name of the 
caller on a screen to expedite response to 
emergencies," he said. "But if a caller 
calls from a rural route at present, the 
screen will show no address." 

Rural addressing is an expensive proc-
ess and counties do not have the resources, 
personnel or funds to get it done, Boyd 
said. The U.S. Census Bureau has pro-
vided a start with base maps, which arc 
more detailed than many county maps. 

"We're trying desperately to find fi-
nancial resources," she said. "We've tack-
led it the best way we could and have

COLLEGE STATION -- By 1993 the 
Advisory Commission on State Emer-
gency Communications in Austin plans 
to implement 911 telephone systems in 
most Texas counties 

The Texas Legislature passed House 
Bill 911 in 1987 which charged the advi-
sory commission with the task of design-
ing and implementing 911 emergency 
telephone systems at the minimum level 
(Automatic Number Identification) in the 
state. 

"Although the bill mandated counties 
with a population of 120,000 or more to 
implement the service, other counties 
requested the system," said Mary Boyd, 
executive director of the advisory com-
mission. Only 16 counties chose not to 
have the system. 

Boyd said 10 years ago, less than 30 
cities had basic systems that allowed a 
caller to dial 9-1-1 to summon help. The 
911 operator had to rely on the caller for 
all information regarding the telephone 
number, address the type of emergency. 
These systems were implemented with 
federal funds from the Law Enforcement 
Administration. 

Presently, 27 counties have enhanced 
systems, which involve either the Auto-
matic Number Identification (ANI), 
Automatic Location Identification (ALI) 
and/or Selective Routing, said Glenn 
Roach, program manager of the advisory 
commission. 

About two-thirds of Texans have 
access to one of these county-wide sys-
tems, but most in major cities, he said. 

The ANI system only displays the 
telephone number of the caller. ALI is

soon discovered. The Constitution (Art. 
1, Sec. 2) states, "The actual Enumera-
tion shall be made within three Years 
after the first Meeting of the Congress of 
the United States, and within every sub-
sequent Term of Ten Years, in such Man-
ner as they shall by Law direct." 

Because representation in Congress is 
vitally affected by the Census count, 
battles have already begun in an effort to 
influence the procedure. More than one 
attempt has been made on the floor of the 
House of Representatives to exclude 
undocumented aliens from the Census 
count, even though they use local and 
state services, just like anyone else. 

APRIL 1ST IS CENSUS DAY: The 
1990 count will be a "do-it-youselr 
census taken largely by mail. Every 
household will receive a census ques-
tionnaire through the mail shortly before 
Sunday, April 1 - Census Day. After a 
couple of weeks, residents will be further 
contacted, if their froms have not been 
returned. 

Processing and tabulation of the more 
than 106 million questionnaries will occur 
in seven processing centers between April 
and October of 1990 in order to report the 
count for each state to the President by 
December 31, 1990, as required by law. 

Then, by April 1, 1991, just a year 
after Census Day, the Census Bureau will 
make available to state officials the small-
area counts needed to carry out redraw-
ing state and local election districts and 
legislative boundaries. 

Texas is expected to gain three me-
members of the U.S. House of Represen-
tatives, which will further increase our 
state's influence in Congress during the 
next decade.

cally buy. Make sure the cost savings 
from shopping at several stores justifies 
the extra time and transportation cost. 

Try to avoid shopping when you're 
tired, hungry, or rushed. 

* Use unit pricing to find best buys. 
Large packages, store brands, and sale 
items arc often, but not always, cheaper 
than other brands or container sizes. 

* Use itemized receipts from com-
puter-assisted checkout systems to help 
track food costs. This is especially help-
ful when prices aren't marked on prod-
ucts. 

* Make substitutions for items on your 
shopping list if you can save money or get 
a higher quality product, and if the item 
will fit into your meal plans. 

* Use coupons for products you usu-
ally buy. Stock up on store specials in 
reasonable amounts. 

* Buy store brands and generic items 
when their taste and quality suit your 
needs. 

* Salad bars can be costly - buy only 
those items you need in small quantities. 
Pick up basic ingredients - lettuce, cab-
bage, celery, carrots, cucumbers, onions 
elsewhere in the store. 

* Buy bulk foods (when available) for 
high quality, a lower price, and the exact 
amount you want. 

* Make sure convenience foods are 
worthwhile buys. Some (packaged mixes, 
canned vegetables, frozen juice concen-
trates) arc good buys, while others (fro-
zen dinners) cost much more than home-
prepared versions. 

* Avoid overbuying (particularly per-
ishables) to minimize food waste. 

* To protect food quality while you 
shop: 

- Pick up perishables (salad bar ingre-
dients, frozen vegetables, meats, dairy 
products) last. 

- Pack frozen foods and meats in insu-
lated bags. Keep cold items together.

Dietary Calcium to 
Prevent Osteoporosis 

Osteoporosis, or brittle bone disease, 
is a disorder in which bone strength is 
decreased due to a decline in the calcium 
content. Results from studies suggest that 
dietary calcium supplementation may 
decrease the rate of bone loss. It has been 
recommended that women consume 800 
to 1,0()0 milligrams (mg.) of calcium per 
day before menopause and 1,300 to 1,400 
mg. of calcium per day after menopause. 

It is best to obtain calcium from the 
foods you eat. Here arc some tips to help 
you select the best foods for your diet. 

* Include milk in your diet regularly. 
Drinking 2 1/2 cups of milk will meet 90 
percent of your daily calcium needs. 

* Use nonfat dry milk to enrich soups, 
stews, meatloaf, sandwich fillings, and 
beverages. 

* Read the label. Select dairy products 
fortified with "nonfat milk solids" to get 
additional calcium, protein and other 
nutrients. 

* Use canned salmon in your favorite 
sandwich, salad and casserole recipes. 

* Eat more kale, turnip greens, mus-
tard greens, broccoli and collard greens 
bee uasc they contain calcium that is read-
ily absorbed. 

Physical activity as well as increased 
calcuim intake is required to develop and 
maintain optimal bone density. If you are 
not getting enough calcium in your diet, 
start increasing your calcium intake andl 
your activity level now. 

Educational programs conducted by 
the Texas Agricultural Ex tension Service 
arc for people of all ages regardless of 
socioeconomic level, race, color, sex, 
religion, handicap or national origin.

The AAFP has revised its immuniza-
tion guidelines to recommend routine 
second measles, mumps, and rubella 
(MMR) immunizations for children ages 
4-6, or just prior to entering school. For-
merly, only an initial vaccination was 
recommended. 

In addition, the Academy now recom-
mends that children in high-risk areas 
should receive their first MMR vaccine 
at 12 months of age, rather than 15 months. 

The Academy announced the guide-
line revisions in a Jan. 4 news release. 

The revised AAFP guidelines concur 
with the recently published report, 
"Measles Prevention," of the Immuniza-
tions Practice Advisory Committee of 
the Centers for Disease Control (CDC). 
The Academy has a liaison representa- 

tive to the CDC committee. 
The Academy revised its schedule for 

MMR vaccinations because of the in-
creasing number of infants,children, and 
adolescents who have contracted measles. 

Some of these cases occurred in chil-
dren who had been vaccinated but had 
not developed immunity, says Gerald C. 
Keller, M.D., an AAFP director and chair 
of the Commission on Public Health and 
Scientific Affairs. "It appears that about 
five out of every 100 children who were 
properly immunized failed to develop 
protection against measles," he says. 

Although the AAFP and CDC recom-
mendations generally call for a second 
vaccination for children ages 4-6, some 
states may require the second vaccina-
tion to be given at a later age.

As the balance in the Social Security 
trust funds continues to grow, so does the 
public debate about the proper use of this 
money. Intended for benefit payments in 
the next century, the increase has stimu-
lated interest in more short-term uses. 

At stake is the combined retirement, 
survivors,and disability trust funds which 
increased by $38.8 billion in the last 
fiscal year. Those funds are projected to 
reach a trillion dollars by the turn of the 
century and peak at about 2.8 trillion in 
today's dollars by the year 2020. 

Some of the current debate centers on 
consideration which is being given to 
possible other uses, such as higher bene-
fits, or the lowering of Social Security 
taxes to return social security to a pay-as-
you-go system. Both of these suggested 
alternatives ignore the issues which led to 
social security's current good health. 

In 1983, remedies were devised by the 
bipartisan Commission on Social Secu-
rity for a then financially troubled social 
security system. Congress adopted the 
Commission's recommendations- higher 
social security taxes, benefit cuts, and 
coverage extensions - in an effort to re-
solve not only the immediate problems, 
but also insure the abilit" of the trust

funds to pay benefits in the next century. 
Projections show that, as the overall 

population ages, fewer workers will be 
paying into the system and more retirees 
will be receiving benefits. During the 
1990's the "baby boom" generation in the 
workforce has assured a ratio of three 
workers for each person receiving bene-
fits. However, when the baby boomers 
reach retirement age, around the year 
2010, the ratio will drop to only two 
workers for each beneficiary. The grad-
ual increase in trust fund reserves now is 
needed to allow payment of benefits to 
these future retirees. 

While the debate will, no doubt, con-
tinue, the new Commissioner of Social 
Security, Gwendolyn S. King, has vowed 
to protect the trust funds against diver-
sion for other uses. "Our job is to make 
sure the money is there for the benefits," 
she has said. 

Letting the funds accumulate as pro-
vided under current law will insure fi-
nancial stability for well into the next 
century.
