This
week alone, before Thursday
adjournment, House mem-
bers dealt with over 100
Senate and House bills and
resolutions.

With so many bills coming
out of committees and now
reaching the floor of the
House for debate, certain
issues are drawing consi-
derable attention from peo-
ple in the District. My mail
shows that you are concer-
ned about the Blue Law,
teacher pay raise, legalized
bingo, mandatory headgear
for motorcyclists, utility
rate settings, and various
bills related to child care
services.
