Roosevelt— Appointed Gover- *

It wne at Fort McPherson, Georgia, 

that Leonard Wood made bis greatest 
reputation as an athlete. For two 
years be coached the football team of 
the Georgia Institute of Technology 
and played various positions.

His Spartan physical 
courage Is Illustrated by a football In­
cident He received a deep cut over 
the eye In a scrimmage one day. Dress­
ing the Injury hastily, he finished the

President McKinley soon grew to re­
gard the competent array surgeon as 
highly as had his predecessor.

In 1896 Leonard Wood, who now held 
the rank of a Captain In the Army, 
medical side, met Theodore Roosevelt,

then Assistant Secretary of the Navy. 
They were introduced at a reception 
In Washington, and before the evening 
was over they had become fast friends 
This friendship was to Inst till the 
great Americnn passed away at Saga­
more Hill. They discovered thnt they 
had Just missed each other at Harvard, 
that they had both hail the western fe­
ver and that their likes and dislikes 
were remarkably similar.

General Wood today admits that It 
was Roosevelt who kept him In the 
service when he was about to resign to 
take up raqchlngjn the West.. Roose­
velt Insisted that the country would 
soon need a man of Ids ability, and the 
two began planning their course of ac­
tion should war be declared. They had 
virtually planned raising a regiment of 
picked men before diplomatic relations 
with Spain were severed. When Con­
gress authorized the raising of three 
regiments among the cowboys, miners 
and ranchers of the West Wood secur­
ed commission as Colonel of the First 
Volunteer CXivalry and Roosevelt as 
Lieutenant Colonel.

War was declared April 20, 1898, and 
on May W the First (Rivalry, better 
known as the Roush Riders, left the 
training camp at San Antonio, Tex., 
for Port Tainpa. Fla., to embark for 
Cuba. Wood ^nd Roosevelt had re­
cruited, drilled, officered and equipped 
the Rough Riders In 33 days, counting 
Sundays. It wns a great record of 
speed and efficiency.

Promoted on the Field.
In order to make this record Wood 

cut through quantities of red tape In 
the War Department. He could not 
get regulation uniforms, so he Imd Ills 
men wear brown canvas working uni­
forms, not so neat, but much more 
practical In a tropical climate. He 
foresaw that his cavalry would have to 
serve unmounted, so he secured Krag 
rifles at a time when Krags were 
scarce. He had no time to train his 
men In the use of sabers, so he ordered 
machetes, the Instruments used for cut­
ting sugar cane. He got these Imple­
ments from the New Englnnd factory 
which mnde them for the Cuban sugar 
fields. The Rough Riders landed In 
Cuba June 22 under the protection of 
shell fire from American warships. On 
June 24 the battle of Las Gunshnas 
took place. The Rough Riders and 
their commander so distinguished 
themselves as to win the commenda­
tion of Major General "Fighting Joe” 
Wheeler, In command of the cavalry; 
Brigadier General S. B. M. Toung and 
others. When General Young went 
down with the fever Wood wns advanc­
ed In rnnk to fill the vacancy, while 
Roosevelt wns plnced In full command 
of the Rough Riders.

Santiago surrendered on July 17, and 
General Shatter, commanding the ex­
peditionary forces, selected Wood ns 
military governor of the city. This 
was the great turning point In Wood’s 
life. For 13 years he had been nn 
army surgeon and officer. For the next 
10 years he was to play a most Im­
portant role In American history as 
government executive, admlnistralor, 
statesman and diplomat

Shaftcr chose Wood for the military 
governorship of Santiago because of 
the remarkable efficiency and execu­
tive ability he had shown In organizing 
the Rough Riders and In the short tint 
dangerous campaign In the Jungle he 
fore the fall o f the city. He .chose 
Wood because Wood was a doctijr, and 
Cuba was mighty stek.

It was no eight hour day Job that 
Leonard Word, aged thirty-seven, eu 
countered In Santiago de Cuba,

Our Laundry Saikot Leaves Tuesday and Returns T u esd ay

Data compiled from authoritative 
sources shows that railroad freight 
rates are the least factor In the cost 
of living. Although tho proportion of 
the total cost of goods that can be 
charged to transportation Is not known 
with statistical accuracy, It Is estimat­
ed that the average transportation cost 
of things produced In this country is 
a very small percentage of their total 
cost to the consumer.

Freight Cost 2.4 Per Cent of Total.
In ft letter to Representative John J. 

Esch, chairman of ihe House Commit­
tee on Interstate and Foreign Com­
merce, Julius Kruttschnltt, chairman 
of the Southern Pacific' Company, 
points out that In the last five years 
the value of goods Increased on an av­
erage of $63 a ton, while freight 
charges advanced only CO cents a ton.

In five years, he explains, the aver­
age value of freight carried by tho 
railroads Increased from $50 to $119 a 
ton. The cost of carrying this increas­
ed from $2 to $2.S0„ paid to the rail­
roads. In 1914, he adds  ̂3,0 per cent 
of the total cost of the goods wus 
spent for transportation. In 1919 only 
2.4 Tor cent wns spent.

“ fn  Other words,”  Mr. Kruttschnltt 
writes, “only SO cents out of $63, or 1.3 
cents out of every dollar of Increase In 
value of commodities in'1919 was caus­
ed' by Increased freight charges. The 
responsibility for the remaining $62.20, 
or 9S.7 cents out of every dollnr, must 
he sought elsewhere. It was not caus­
ed by freight rates.”

Rates Lowest In History. 
Comparison with transportation 

chnrges In other countries shows that 
In -no other country of the world Is 
transportation furnished at so low a 
cost as In the United States. Compar­
ed, too, with the cost of other goods 
and services today, railroad transporta­
tion Is the cheapest thing the public 
buys. It Is sold for less Jinn the cost 
of .production, considering all the. ele­
ments of cost.

In a statement on this subject, to the 
Now England Bankers’ Association 
Walker D. Hines, Director General of 
Railroads, said:

“I tiilnk It Is a fair statement 
thnt at the present time, despite 
the Increases which have taken 
place in freight rates, a ton of 
steel or a. ton of coal, a bushel of 
wheat or the unit jo f  any other 
commodity has to pay for trans­
portation a less percentage of the 
price of that commodity than ever 
before In the history of the coun­
try’-”

Charges on Some Artfcles. 
Before the war a suit of clothing 

frbm one of the Chicago factories, sell­
ing for $30 In a retail shop, was car­
ried from Chicago to Los Angeles for, 
16t* cents. The suit of clothes now 
retails at $50 or, $60, but the freight, 
rate on that 2,265 mile haul has In­
creased only S% cents, while the price 
of the goods has gone up $20 or $30.
