The sea was Leonard Wood’s first 
ambition. He wanted to enter the 
navy, but chances for advancement In 
the service were meager, and adven­
ture beckoned In the form of an arctic 
expedition. He had decided to become 
an explorer when his father, Dr. Wood, 
took his son Into his study one day 
and advised him to follow •Tils own 
profession, that of medicine. The re­
sult was that Leonard Wood entered 
the Harvard Medical School In 1880, 
graduating four years later. With the 
aid of a hard-earned scholarship, he 
worked his own way through college. 
He tutored students and picked up oth­
er odd jobs to pay expenses.

The struggle to get a start was bit­
ter. After servlug as an Interne in one 
jof the Boston hospitals and practicing 
fo r several months In one of the poor- 
'or sections of Boston, where the peo- 
Iple were too poor to pay much, If any­
thing, for medical attendance, young 
Dr. Wood, with flfty-nlne other physi­
cians, took an examination for army 
[surgeons, passing second In the class. 
[He was asked If he would accept a po­
sition as contract surgeon a t $100 per

; “Yes, If I can go West and see ac­
tive service," answered Wood.

The examining officer smiled and as­
sured Wood that he would see plenty 
jof active service. This proved to be no 
[idle talk.

The summons came In June, 1883. 
■Dr. Wood was ordered to report for 
[duty to General Crook at Fort Hua- 
chuca, A rli.,’In command of operations 
,agalnst the Apache Indians under 
Garonlmo. Wood arrived a t Fort Hua- 
chuca on the Fourth of July. Soldiers, 
cowboys, Indians and frontiersmen 
were celebrating the day with gunpow­
der and red liquor. The “tenderfoot" 
was assigned to the Fourth Cavalry, 
commanded by Captain Henry W. Law- 
ton, who became famous In the Span- 
Ish-Amerlcan W ar as a Major-General. 
Il'he latter looked at his visitor and 
said :

“What the hell are you doing out 
here?”

“I want to get Into the line as soon 
as possible.”

Lawton chuckled and slapped Wood 
on the back and said :
1 “I’ll see that you’ll get Into the Hue.”

Rode an “Outlaw."
There was a column of Indian light­

ers starting off the fallowing nioriilng, 
and Wood wns Ordered to go along. 
An old sergeant brought him a mount. 
j“A very special horse, sir,” he remark­
ed as he handed Wood the reins. The 
[latter mounted and rode off. He soou 
found out that his “special horse” was 
jn reality an “outlaw,” half-broke aud 
mean-tempered. Its gait was so vt- 
[clous that even the veteran troopers

Shunned It. Wood rode the animal 
Mrty-flve miles that day and was not 

thrown. He was blistered, for the sun 
was hot and the “outlaw” was rongh, 
but Wood stayed with the troopers, 
and, In the language of the army, he 
“healed lu the saddle." The campaign 
lasted for fourteen months, leading 
over thousands of miles of wilderness 
In New Mexico and Arizona. Wood 
•was one of the few men that went 
through the whole campaign. Early in 
the pursuit, after a twenty-five mile 
march, he rode seventy-four miles by 
night, carrying dispatches through the 
Indian lines, and on the following day 
he rode thirty miles with his troops.

When Geronlmo sent word to the 
Americans that he was ready to sur­
render, Wood was one of the four offi­
cers who went Into the Apache camp 
jta negotiate. This was in old Mexico. 
The American officers accompanied the 
[Indians for two weeks as they marched 
In n parallel column with the Amerl- 
jeen troops Into United States territory

Sor formal capitulation. At one time 
urlng the march the two columns lost 

contact, and Wood, with his brother 
officers, Was left a t the mercy of the 
peds.

Geronlmo, observing Wood’s new 
Hotchkiss rifle, asked to examine It. 
“I must confess I felt a little nervous," 
General Wood said In telling the story, 
“but I made no objections, and let him 
have the rifle and showed him how to 
use it.” GerOnlmo fired at a mark and 
just missed one of his men. This he 
regarded as a huge joke, rolling on the 
ground In high glee nnd saying: “Good 
gun. Good gun.” The Indians tried 
no treachery and surrendered as they 
liad promised to do.

Twelve years later Wood was given 
the Congressional Medal of Honor, the 
nation’s highest military rewnrd, “for 
distinguished service In the campnlgn 
against the Apache Indians in 1880 
while serving as medical and line offi­
cer In Captain Lawton’s expedition.’,’ 

Wood spent several years In the 
Southwest. He was General Mills’ 
chief assistant In surveying Arlzoiia. 
Helstudled military science nnd field 
maneuvers with such devotion that he 
was . Mb acknowledged to be a thor­
oughlylompetent line officer. Nor did 
lie neglect his surgical profession. Gen­
eral Wjod Is not a vain man, but jie 
shows Snood deal of pride today when 
he recalls that he succeeded In saving 
Generitl Miles from having his leg am­
putated after his horse had fallen with 
him, Crushing the limb,

The American railroads are more 
than one-third of the railways of the 
world. The traffic hauled on the rail­
ways of the United States is now three 
times as great as It was twenty years 
ago. In four months now the railroads 
carry as much freight and as many 
passeugers as they did then In a year. , 
In the three months alone of the har- | 
vest movement in 1919 the traffic equal­
ed that of the whole year of 1898.

Iu 1898 freight ton miles carried by 
the railroads of tlie country were more 
than 100,000,000,000 a yeay. In 1910 
they were more than 250,000,000,000, 
In 1913 more than 300,000,000,000 and 
In 1918 more than 400,000,000,000. Al­
though tlie railway mileage, increased 
only about 05 per cent since 1890, Im­
provements In tracks, terminals, equip­
ment, etc., hnve been so marked tlint 
the volume of goods carried (measured 
In the number of freight tons carried 
one mile) increased more than five 
times from 1890 to 1917.

Increased Efficiency.
Taking account of both freight nnd 

passenger service, the railroads In 1900 
hauled 186,000 traffic units (freight 
tons carried one mile, plus passengers 
carried one mile) for each railway em­
ployee. By 1917, the last year of pri­
vate operation of the railroads prior to 
the entry of the United States Into the 
war, that 1S6.000 had been Increased 
to 296,000.

The following table shows the In­
crease In efficiency of American rail­
roads since 1900, which enabled the 
railroads to keep pace with the growth 
of the country:

Ton miles increased..............  190%
Passenger miles Increased.. 170%
Trackage Increased ..............  50%
