STARTS FUND FOR BUILDING

Indlanapolis Chamber of Commerce

Heads Movement for Memorlal and
Permanent Headquarters.

The Indianapolls cha'iber of com:

merce {8 ralsing a funa for the erec- |
tlon of a war|
memorial building

to be the perma-
nent national
headquarters of
the American Le-
gion which, with
appropriations by
the city, county
and state, prom-
ises to run to sev-

lars.

“Every citizen
of the city of In-
dlnnapolls and every organization

eg a debt of appreciation and
gratitude to the men who so ably
and persistently and skillfully carried
on the campaign for Indianapolis,” said
Charles F. Coffin, president of the In-
dianapolis chamber of commerce, which
contributed to a fund to send a large
delggation to the Minneapolis convex-
tion.

“There 18 now an obligation as well

{ A8 an opportunity upon the citizens of

Indianapolls to show that they all ap-
preclate the significance of the fact
that the headquarters of the great or-
ganization are to be permanently lo-
cated In Indianapolis. It is not enough
simply to have obtained them. I think
you will agree with me that the least
the city of Indianapolis can do Is to
supply the Legion ample grounds free
of charge upon which they will erect
one of the handsomest bulldings that
Indianapolis has ever had.

“Bringing the headquarters of this
organization to Indianapolis is not like
bringing a factory or industrial plant
to the city., With this organization

comes a power from which will go In-.

fluences for law and order and civiliza-
tion.”

The fund started by the chamber of
commerce grew quickly. The county
commissioners shortly took steps look-
ing to a half million dollar bond issue,
the: county’s contribution to the fund.

Millions of hrifty Americans who
have laid aside sowething for u “ralny
day” are directly or Indirectly owners
of railroad securities. This ownerslip
represents not only individual invest
ment in the railroads, but holdings of
securities by life insurance
compunies, savings banks, fire and ma
rine insurance compauies, bencvolent
associations, educational institutions
trust companies and State and Nation
a} banks, A large part of the assets
of these institutions depend on the sol-
vency of the railroads.

The ownership of railroad securities
among these people is divided approx-
imately o8 follows:

Individuals, numbering over
1.000,000, own outright about $10,-
000,000,000 in railroad securities
Over 600000 are stockholders with
an average holding of $13,956.

Life ipsurance companies, with

53,000,000 policies in force, own
nearly $2,.000,000,000 of raflway
securities,

Savings banks, with 10.000,000
depositors, own £847,000,00),

Fire and marine insurance com-

panies, casualty and surety com-
panies own a total of £6490,000,000.

Benevolent associations, col-
leges, scliools, charitable iustitu-

tions, etc,, own S350,000,000,
Trust companies, State and Na-
tlonal banks own $SG5,060,000,

According to statistics compiled for
the Association of Life Insurance Pres.
laents in ‘1918, 27.65 per cent of life
fnsurance companies’ assets were in-
vested In rallroad bonds, and during
the first half of 1919 the percentage of
rallroad bonds held by the life insar
ance companies was 2025 of the total
assets of these companies,

In addition to this widespread own-
ership of equities of American rail-
roads by the people of the United
States every wage earner who puts
