U. S- Weather recorded, show 
that this county received a large 
goose egg or zczro for the month 
o f April, since not a single trace 
pf moisture was recorded during 
the month.

In Jauuary wo recorded a total 
o f .25 inches moisture. On the 
7th. day o f January light showers 
were recorded and a light snow 
fell on January 20th with high 
winds.

In February the record climb- 
C(1 up to a total precipitation of 
.37 inch. Three attempts at mois­
ture were recorded on February 
7, 8, 9, whene there was con- 
sidrable mist and fog. Then on 
the night o f February 13, .25
inches o f rainfall was recorded.

March did much better with a 
total o f .67 inch moisture. The 
first moisture was recorded Mar. 
3, with .17 inches rainfall. On the 
night o f  March 11 rain and snow- 
amounted to .50 inch.

March. There as no more mois­
ture for a month. Heavy rainfall 
was reported at Los Angeles 
while The Panhandler was at 
Auga Caliente. Then, it rained all 
day Saturday and Sunday, April 
C and 7 at San Francisco. The 
next day a trip was made to the 
Yosemite National Park. Ten in­
ches o f  snow fell that night and 
many dangerous slides occurred 
on the mountain highway. One 
slide held up traffic three and 
one half hours.

In a conversation with a Cali­
fornia newspaper man, formerly 
of Oklahoma, he said you had to 
keep on your toes from being 
cheated in that state. "But just 
show that you are legally protec­
ting your interests and you will 
get a square deal," he said. Whe­
ther M. B. Welsh and M. B. Dav­
idson like it or not, this man said, 
"The real estate man is the big­
gest liar in California.”  However 
California has strict laws pertain- 
in to real estate men.

Austin, Ajiril 30—  Administra­
tion o f relief in many Texas coun­
ties is being complicated by a 
rush o f  persons seeking employ' 
ment under the new work relief 
jaw to get on the relief rolls be­
fore plans for carrying out the 
measure have been completed, it 
has been announced by E. A- 
Baugh assistant director of the 

•’fexas Relief Commission.
"Some o f our administrators 

are working under pressure from 
all sides to admit to relief rolls 
applicants not in dire need but 
anxious to get a first chance at 
federal relief jobs under the new 
program.

“ This condition results in con­
gestion o f  our county offices and 
hampers county administrators in 
their efforts to do the best they 
can for those really destitute 
people already on our rolls.

“ We arc making every e ffort at 
this time to lower our caseloads 
because it is the season o f tho 
year when there ought to be more 
jobs available. Concerted effort* 
to “ crash”  the relief rolls at this 
time merely make the job  more 
dificult for many county organi­
sations already overworked with 
their present relief loads.

"It may be several weeks be- 
foro the new work relief program 
begins to function in Texas. 
When we receive instructions to 
undertake it, we will set up the 
program in all counties simultan­
eously.

Austin, April 30—  Administra­
tion o f relief in many Texas coun­
ties is being complicated by e 
rush o f  persons seeking employ­
ment under the new work relief 
law to get on the relief rolls be­
fore plans for carrying out the 
measure have been completed, it 
has been announced by E. A- 
Baugh assistant director o f the 
■yexas Relief Commission.

“ Some o f  our administrators 
are working under pressure from 
all sides to admit to relief rolls 
applicants not in dire need but 
anxious to get a first chance at 
federal relief jobs under the new 
program.

“ This condition results in con­
gestion o f  our county offices and 
hampers county administrators In 
their efforts to do the best they 
can for those really destitute 
people already on our rolls.

’We arc making every e ffort at 
this time to lower our caseloads 
because it is the season o f  tho 
year when there ought to be more 
jobs available. Concerted efforts 
to “ crash’ ’ the relief rolls at this 
time merely make the job  more 
dificult for many county organi­
sations already overworked with 
their present relief loads.

“ It may be several weeks be­
fore the new work relief program 
begins to function in Texas. 
When we receive instructions to 
undertake it, we will set up the 
program in all counties simultan­
eously. There will be no need for

Great interest has been aroused 

in the question or rural electrif­
ication.

Here is 
the way the program works there

Electricity is created from the 
water power. The government 
builds a transmission line to the 
central point in a county.

LIVING UP THEIR FARMS

per year or about $5 per week f o r ' 
all who work on farms. This is 
below subsistence levels and a- 
bout half the amount allotted to 
relief workers.
The Results:—

Those who have no net equity I 
in the property they hold arc giy- ■ 
on relief work to suppement their 
meager income; others borrow­
ing against their dwindling as­
sets to keep the wolf from the 
door and are fast living up their 
furms.

There is no date available 
showing the amount of debt accu­
mulated from lapsed interest, tax 
payments and living expenses. 
The administration emphatically 
refused to tabulate the extend of 
farm indebtedness when taking 
the last farm census. The New 
Dealers do not want people to 
think about that.

In my own county, Federal 
farm loans increased from ap­
proximately $150,000 to $1,450,- 
000 in the last two years. The in­
crease was largely for refinancing 
including back taxes, lapsed in­
terest and past due store ac­
counts. Some was for  farm oper­
ations and as such was used to lib­
erate other funds for living ex­
penses. In reality it might have 
been loaned for living expenses, 
for it amounted to the same 
thing.

All this is the fruit of Capital 
ism. How long will it take for 
people to see that mounting per­
sonal debts and Government bor­
rowings for money paid out for 
wasted labor to disguise a dole is 
transfering their property to fin 
anciers and reducing them to the 
status of slaves and serfs?
