The Sermon of the Apo»t!e Peter
Inevitably a t the hearing of this 

sound a great crowd gathered to­
gether at once, and, says the his­
torian, they were confounded with 
what they heard and saw and 
were amazed and marvelled. At 
this moment there arose the Apos­
tle Peter, who was given wisdom 
and power to preach mightily the 
fii st great sermon in ithe history 
of the Church of Christ, Peter 
had said many foolish and hasty 
things in the days gone by, but 
Ins wonderful gifts of speach were 
now under the control of the 
Spirit of Wisdom. "The Peter of 
the day of Pentecost is a new 
man, far greater than the Peter of 
the Passover. The Apostle’s ser- 
nion is a masterpiece of argu- 
nient and was certainly the result 
of the direct inspiration of the 
Holy Spirit.

Jeiut of Nazareth, v. 22
"Jesus of Nazareth.” Peter’s 

Kreat commission was to preach 
Christ, not himself, nor some 
humanly conceived philosophy. He 
at once turns the attention of his 
hearers to the Saviour, introduc- 
ing him however, by one of his 
human titles. The city of Nazareth 
is never mentioned in the New 
Testament after Acts 26:9.

“Him, being delivered up.” This 
is one of the many different 
words used in the New Testa­
ment in speaking of the death of 
Christ. Christ is said ito have been 
delivered up by■'Pilate (Luke 23: 
25): by tho rulers (Luko 24:20). 
by the chief priests (John 19:36); 
and by God himself, though with 
different purposes. “By the deter­
minate counsel and foreknowledge 
of God.” Also, Romans 4: 25; 
8:32. There were two counsels in­
volved in the death of Christ, a 
human one, on earth; a divine 
one in the mind of God.

“Whom God Raised up.” v. 24
It was according to God’s coun­

sel that Christ should be slain; it 
was also his counsel th a t‘Christ 
should be raised again. Human 
agents carried out the first: none 
could have anything to do with 
the second. Hero the Apostles be­
gins to speak of that theme which 
became the dominant subject of 
apostolic preaching—the Resur­
rection of Christ. “Having loosed 
the pangs of denth.” A figurative 
expression as though one were 
being born from the dead. “Be­
cause it was not possible that he 
should be holden of it.” It was not 
possible because (1) death had no 
rightful claim over him; (2) Old 
Testament prophecies had pre­
dicted his resurrection; (3) Christ 
had himself prophesied his resur­
rection; (4) the whole plan of re­
demption demanded it.

“Because thou wilt not leave 
my soul unto Hades.” Hades is 
the New Testament name for the 
abode of the spirits of the dead, 
nnd if ofiten used as a synonym 
for the grave. “Neither wilt thou 
give thy Holy One to see corrup­
tion.” Christ’s body saw no cor­
ruption, for he was raised before 
such could take place. The fact 
be left there was a predication 
that he would be raised from the 
dead.

MONEY TO LOAN

One of the most important du­
ties of n bank is planning the 
use of the bank’s funds available 
for loans. If money is not loaned 
the bank cannot stay in business.

Late information regarding the 

liscence tags and payment of car 
liscense taxes is carried in the in­
formation printed below.

Section 5 of House bill No. 6: 
“Any person who operates a pas­
senger car or commercial motor 
vehicle etc. upon the highway of 
the state any time during any 
month of a motor vehicle regis­
tration year without having dis­
played thereon license number 
plates, shall be guilty of n mis- 
nomeanor.”

It is unlawful to operate a car 
in this state during the months 
of February and March of this 
year unless it has been register­
ed for the unexpired period of
1934 registration :period and- has 
attached thereto 1934 liscense 
plates. I t is unlawful to attach a
1935 registration plat before mid­
night, April 1.

Austin, Feb. 6.—Cost of ad­
ministering relief funds in Texas 
during December fell to 8:46 per 
cent of the total obligations in­
curred during the month, it has 
been announced by Adam R. 
Johnson, state* relief director. The 
figure was 1.01 per cent under 
the previous month nnd more than 
3 per cent lower than August.

“Our obligations incurred dur­
ing December totaled $5,325,931.- 
21 including state administration, 
as compared with $5,505,354.73 
in November. Non-relief salaries 
on administrative projects and 
other administrative expenses to ­
taled $450,805.47,” Mr. Johnson 
said.

Percentages of total costs ex­
pended for administration during 
the four previous month were: 
August, 11.94: September, 11.78; 
October, 11.02: November, 9.47. 
Net number1 of relief cases during 
December was 269,276, represent­
ing 1,081,034 persons or 4.01 per­
sons to the case. Relief clients on 
direct and work relief received re­
spectively $1,642,629.94 and $2,- 
285,544.04, a total of $3,928,167,- 
.98 in December.

The average direct relief ease 
received $9.49; the average work 
relief case. $14.38. Of the total 
case load, 52.12 per cent extended 
direct relief, 47,88 per cent found 
work relief.-

In addition to administration 
expenses and money granted cli­
ents, the Texas Relief Commission 
during the month of Decembe1’ 
disbursed federal funds for spec­
ial programs as follows:

Emergency education, $110,- 
658.56; college student aid, $60,- 
637.20; transient relief, $96,833.- 
31; rural rehabilitation $46,753.- 
35. a grand total for these pro­
grams of $341,882.42.

Although the total obligations 
incurred in December do not in­
clude the value lot the surplus 
commodities issued during the 
month, non-relief salaries charged 
to administration include $17,- 
522,15 earned by persons employ­
ed on commodity distribution pro­
jects and $25,188.26 of the am­
ount earned by relief clients 
working on relief administration 
projects was granted as work re­
lief for commodity distribution.
