El Salvador Is one of the most pro-
gressive and most Intensely cultlvated
couatrles In the \Western hemisphere,
according to a bulletin of the National
Geozraphle soclety,

Although “Salvador,” us the name
of the country 18 genernlly abbre-
viuted, seldom appenrs In the news.
it is distinctlve In many respects
among the repnblies of Central and
South Ameriea. Kl Salvador is the
smallest country, independent or de
pendent, on the mainland of elther
North or South America, and, except-
Ing Haltl, the smallest nation in the
Western hemisphere, It Is the only
country between Canada and Colom-
bia without an Atlantic as well as a
Pacific seaboard, and It has the devs-
est rural population on the mainland
of the Americas, In an area about
equal to that of Maryland live nearly
1,500,000 people.

Although It Is fringed with rich trop-
tcal forests along Its Paclfic seaboard,
and with volcanoes around Its Inland
trontlers, the greater part of the coun-
try ls situated on a healthfal, well-
watered and fertile plateau about
2,000 feet above sea level. Coffee !s

| per cent of the exports of the country.

The Garden of Eden

Ou the supposition that the narra-
tive In Genesis describes a real coun-
try, any number of efforts have been
made to establish the location of the
(iurden of Eden, and many books have
heen written on the subject, often
widely disagreeing. Some have located
Iiden near the town of Kornah, in
sonthern Babylonia, not far from the
['ersian gulf. This is at the junction
of the Tigris and Euphrates rivers, In
what i1s now the British mandatory
kingdom of Iraq. Others have placed
the Garden In Armenia, npear the
sources of these rivers, The reglon
near Damascus, In Syria, has also
leen suggested; and some extremlsts
have argued that It was in Amerlca,
or Anstralia, or at the North pole. The
general oplinion Is that the description
in the second chapter of Genesls re-
fers to southern Babylonla.
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Latitude and Longitude

The Const and Geodetlc survey
says that the so-called short methods

They Are Easily Placed
To identify every inscet Is beyond
the capacity of the wisest entomologist
who ever lived, 50 many Kkinds are
there which entomologzists have sclen-
titieally vawed and described. Even
If all of them were caught and pre-
served, and assembled in one place,
with the best facllitles for studying
them, {t would be impossible for
the hutoan brain to remember the fine
detalls of structure, color and pattern
which distinguish each kind from all
the others. However, it Is not as hope-
less a task as It may scem. In a few
days one can learn the great Impor-
tant groups of Insects that are called
worders,” so that 10 per cent of all the
fnsects can be placed In thelr proper
ordere
First of all, the orders are: The
Coleoptera (or beetles and weevils) §
the Lepidoptera  (butterfiles and
moths) ; next, the Hymenoptera (the
ants, bees, wasps, etc), Following
these are the Diptera (flles, mos-
qultoes, etc.) ; the Hiemiptera (the true
bugs) ; the Orthoptera (grasshoppers
and crickets, etc.); the Odonatra
(dragon flles, etc.); the Mallophaga
(the biting lice); the Anoplura (the
blood-sucking lice) ; the Neuroptera
(the nctted-velned insects). Ninety-
nine per cent of all the Insects which
you encounter, will ordinarily belong
to one of these orders.

The Sphinxes

Like tlie pyramlds, It isn't known
who built or carved out the sphinxes.
Their approximate age, however, can
be traced to the dynasty in which they
were built, The most celebrated and
remarkable of the Egyptian sphinxes
is the Great Sphinx of Glzeh, lying
among the pyramids as a guardian of
the necropolls. Inscriptions found on
this famous monument when the dust
of the nges was cleared away from
the front of It in 1810 Indicate that 1t
was bullt In the Fourth dynasty, pos-
slbly 3750 B C. To the Egyptlans such
figures were artistic conceptions of an
imaginary animal belleved to be a
favorite Incarnation of Ra, the sun
god. The Pharaohs were held to be
the descendants of Ra, and his repre-
sentatlves on earth. For that reason
the face of a sphinx was modeled
after that of the reigning monarch, or
sometimes from that of the queen.
Numbers of smaller &phinxes have
been found In the sculptures of
Assyria, Babylonia and Phoenicia,

ond longest river In Europe and passes
through or touches six nations as It
winds {ts way from the Black Forest
1of Germany to the Black sea, where it
emptles, The river {s formed by the
confluence of two small mountaln
streams, the Brigach and the Brege,
in Baden, at an elevation of 2,204 feet
above sea level, By the time the river
‘reaches Vienna 1t has dropped to 500
feet above the sea. The total length
of the Danube is 1,740 miles, The 400
tributarfes, 100 of which are navigable,
draln an area of 315,000 square miles,
During Its meanderings the Danube
passes through Germany, Austria,
Hungary, Yugoslavia and then passes
between Bulgaria and Rumania, form-

China shows the carllest record of
the use of plants and flowers for dec-
oration. Flowers and rellglon  gre
closcly united In all thelr carly history,
<o the Chinese used to offer flowers n8
presents to thelr gods and to the de-
parted relatives they worshiped a8
part of thelr religlon. The way these
facts are determined I8 by the paint
ings on oYl tapestrics, vuses, and pot-
terles which symbolized the actions of
the people. The predominating tower
In the carly history was undoubtedly
the peony, ng It I8 found depleted on
nearly all the works of urt.

In Egypt nlso, the history of Howars
wis elogely bound to that of religlon,
for here, too, the people placed flowers
on the altars and wade certain towers
suerwd to certain deltles, The part
that plants played I8 learned nore eas-
ily thun from Chinese history beenuse
the Egyptians clearly depicted thelr
thoughts.,

Although the use of plants in er-
sla was largely influenced by the Chl-
nese and Egyptlans, the Perslans still
maintaloed a distinct character. The
hanging gardens of Babylon may have
constituted the most famous plece of
landscape work of anclent times; this
so-called wonder of the world wis se-
