“The modern farmer, who is al-
ways irying new farm methods,
can certainly claim kinship of
=pirit with George Washington,'
Secretary of Agriculture Hyde re-
marked with conviction.

The Secretary had been con-
mh._ed by a representative of the
Division of Information and Publi-
cation of the United Statés Geo.
Washington Bicentennial Commis-
sion, for light on the workings of
a certain plow which Washington
mentions in his Diaries as of his
own invention. The query had set
Secretary Hyde to a new reading
of Washington's journals and cor-
respondence, with the result of
eonvincing him that scientific re-
search in agriculture had a firm
friend and constant practitioner in
the Nation's first president.

“Washington,” said Secretary
