Research Is Basic 
In Cancer Fight

Hansford County produ­
cers arc reminded that cer­
tain pesticides will be restr­
icted and available for use 
legally only by or under the 
supervision of certifies ap­
plicators The classification 
of certain pesticides as re­
stricted-use pesticides and 
the requirement for certifi­
cation are each requirements 
of the Federal Insecticide, 
Fungicide, and Rodenticide 
Act (FIFRA). as amended, 
which is scheduled to be fully 
implemented on October 21. 
1977. The law, administered 
by the Environmental Pro­
tection Agency (EPA), was to 
have been fully implemented 
in 1976; however, a 1975 
amendment delayed the full 
implementation.

The Texas Pesticide Con­
trol Act although not requir­
ing certification of private 
applicators, authorizes the 
Commissioner of Agriculture 
to establish a program to 
certify private applicators, on 
a voluntary basis, who wish 
to use or supervise the use of 
restricted-use pesticides in 
compliance with federal law.

The term "private appli­
cator" means a certified 
applicator who uses or su­
pervises the use of any 
pesticide which is classified 
for restricted use for pur­
poses of producing any agri­
cultural commodity on pro­
perty owned or rented by him 
or his employer or, if applied 
without compensation other 
than of personal services 
between producers of agri­
cultural commodities, on the 
property of another person.

The progran established 
by the Texas Department of 
Agriculture provides three 
options for certification of 
private applicators to in­
clude:

(1) Completion of an 
approved training program 
conducted by a qualified 
institution or training group.

(2) Submission of a com­
pleted questionnaire to the 
Texas Department of Agri­
culture following review of 
self-studv material, and

(3) For emergency situa­
tions, a single-product, sin­
gle-purchase. single-use 
certification available thro­
ugh the Texas Department of 
agriculture.

Private applicator certifi­
cation training programs are 
being scheduled as a means 
by which Hansford County 
producers may qualify for 
certification as private ap­
plicators. Dates, locations, 
and times of the training 
program sessions will be 
announced in the near fu­
ture.

The self-study option is an 
alternative to participation in 
training program. To com­
plete the self-study option 
the person seeking certifica­
tion must submit a complet­
ed questionnaire to the Texas 
Department of Agriculture 
following a review of self- 
study materials. The self- 
study materials are available 
as restricted-use pesticides 
are marketed.

The full implementation of 
the amended Federal Insec­
ticide. Fungicide, and Ro­
denticide Act is scheduled 
for October 1977. On this 
date, barring any changes in 
the law, producers of agri­
cultural commodities must 
be certified applicators as a 
requisite to the use of restr­
icted-use pesticides.

To what extent has the 
employment picture in Ha­
nsford County changed in the 
last decade or so? What 
adjustments have taken 
place in the local job market 
due to automation?

The proportion of working 
people in the area in white 
collar occupations and th 
collar occupations and the
proportion in blud collar
have shifted appreciable.

As in most parts of the 
country, technological ad­
vances-- in factories, on 
farms and elsewhere- have 
resulted in the elimination of 
some kinds of work and the 
creation of new ones. With 
machines taking over many 
operations, fewer producton 
workers have been needed 
for the same amount of 
output.

At the same time, how­
ever, there has been a grow­
ing demand for people in 
clerical and management
jobs.

In Hansford County, the 
figures show, the proportion 
of men and women in white 
collar jobs has been on the 
increase since I960. The rise 
since then is estimated at 6.7 
percent.

Of the 2.394 people who 
were employed locally at that 
time. 680 were in white collar 
jobs. The remainder were in 
various blue collar or service 
occupations or were working 
on farms.

The findings are based 
upon data compiled by the 
Bureau of Laboe Statistics 
and the Department of Com­
merce.

Designated as “ white col­
lar" in their reports are 
professional, technical and 
kindred workers, managers, 
proprietors, clerical and 
sales persons.

In the "blue collar" group 
are mechanics, construciton 
workers, craftsmen, factory 
operatives and others en­
gaged in the production, 
transportation and mainte­
nance of goods and equip­
ment.

In Hansford County, due

to the adjustments that have 
taken place, white collar 
workers now constitute an 
estimated 35.1 percent of the 
local labor force.

Over the years, the nu­
merical gap between white 
collare employees and blue 
collar has been widening 
There are now nearly 15 
million more in the white 
collar ranks than in the blue 
collar.

Economically, they are 
closer together than ever 
The great difference that 
once existed between them 
in earning capacity and living 
standards has diminished 
considerable.

Farmers Plant 
More In 77
United States farmers are 

planning on planting an addi­
tional 1.086.200 acres in 
crops during 1977-up one- 
half of one per cent from 
1976, according to USDA 
figures....and believe us, 
that "ain't all hay” .

Plantings of corn, oats, 
barley, soybeans, upland cot 
ton. and flax seed are expect­
ed to be up while acres 
devoted to sorghum, durum, 
and spring wheat, sugar- 
beets, and rice are probably 
going to decrease.

The 1977 acreage planted 
and percentage changes 
from 1976 for the various 
crops include corn, 84.5 mil­
lion acres, up one half of one 
percent; sorghum. 17.1 
acres, down 8 percent; oats.
17.8 million acres, up 2 
percent; barley, 10.7 million 
acres, up 15 percent; soy­
beans, 53.1 million acres, up 
6 percent; upland cotton.
12.8 million acres, up 10 
percent; flax seed, 1.58 mil­
lion acres, up 51 percent; 
durum wheat, 2.9 million 
acres, down 39 per cent; 
spring wheat, 16 million 
acres, down 10 per cent; 
sugarbeets, 1.42 million 
acres, down 7 per cent; rice. 
2.3 million acres, down 8 
per cent.

Are residents of Hansford 
County being over-protected 
or under-protected by the 
Food and Drug Administra­
tion.

Have the restrictions it has 
placed on the distribution 
and sale of various foods and 
drugs that are suspected 
causes of cancer become 
unreasonable, based upon 
the evidence at hand?

The recent move to ban 
saccharin has brought the 
matter to the fore. It is 
creating bitter controversy. 
The FDA points out that it 
was forced to take that step 
because the sweetner was 
found to cause cancer in rats.

Many local residents, w ho 
have been using saccharin 
for years, because of their 
need to avoid sugar, are 
affected by the proposed 
ban.

The FDA action, coming 
just prior to April, which has 
been designated Cancer Co­
ntrol Nonth. draws attention 
to the cancer situation in 
Hansford County and in the 
rest of the country.

Locally, the figures show, 
cancer continues to be the 
second biggest cause of de­
ath. with heart disease in 
first place.

The last three annual re­
ports issued by the U.S. 
Public Health Service show 
that it has been responsible 
for an average of 6 deaths 
per year in the area. This is 
exclusive of deaths of non­
residents locally.

Of this number. 2 were 
attributed to lung cancer and 
one to breast cancer.

Related to the local popu­
lation, the overall cancer 
mortality averaged 91 per 
100,000 people in the three- 
year period.

Elsewhere in the United 
States the rate was 170 per 
100,000. It was 143 in the 
State of Texas.

Definite progress has been 
made in recent years in the 
prevention and control of 
several kinds of cancer, ac­
cording to the American 
Cancer Society.

improved means of diag­
nosis, through a new type of 
X-ray machine that can take 
sharp pictures of soft tissues, 
reveal abnormalities at an 
early stage. Other instru­
ments, using sound waves, 
have also been highly effec-

Little gain has been made, 
however, toward controlling 
lung cancer. It is now the 
leading killer among men 
and is on the rise among 
women.

Youth interested in apply­
ing must be 14 years of age 
or older. All applications 
must be submitted by April 
23. Since the school is open 
to only 50 youth, applicants 
will be accepted on a first- 
come basis, points out kuy- 
kendall.

The school will be held at 
the Burrus Indoor Arena, 
and John Burrus, world re­
nowned professional calf ro­
per, will assist with the 
instruction along with a 
number of other qualified 
professional ropers and hor­
semen.

Those eccepted to attend 
the school will furnish their 
own horses, feed and equip­
ment. Roping School parti­
cipants will be housed in 
dormitories at Tarleton State 
University.

Kuykendall encourages 
any 4-H'er who is 14 years of 
age or older and who is 
interested in assisting with a 
roping program in Hansford 
County to come by this office 
for an application form for 
the 1977 State 4-H Roping 
School.

Many of this country’s 
greatest cancer researchers- 
Nobel Prize winners among 
them--have received support 
from the American Cancer 
Society.

Last year's Drs. David 
Baltimore and Howard Tem- 
in. both ACS Lifetime Profes­
sors. along with Dr. Renato 
Lulbecco, formerly an ACS 
grantee, became Nobel laur­
eates for their startling dis­
coveries about DNA and 
RNA. vital for regulating the 
life process. Their work has 
also thrown important light 
on the role of viruses in 
cancer.

"At this very minute many 
more ACS-supported scien­
tists are digging for the 
"why" of uncontrolled cell 
growth called cancer," de­
clared Mrs. Ted McClellan, 
vice president of the Hans­
ford Unit of the American 
Cancer Society.

Joining the basic scientists 
in a many-sided research 
effort are medical clinicians 
who work to improve the 
prevention, diagnosis, and 
treatment of human cancer. 
These are scientists whose 
"know-how" can today save 
another 113.000 cancer pa­
tients who will otherw ise die 
because their cancers were 
not caught in time for prompt 
and effective treatment. 
Mrs. McClellan explained.

Then, there are the epi- 
demidogists who study the 
incidence and distribution of 
diseases in populations for 
clues to their origin and for 
ways and means of controll­
ing them.

Thus, in 1959, the Ameri­

can Cancer Society began its 
massive Cancer Prevent*» 
Study in which 68,000 volun­
teers in 25 states enrolled 
more than one million Ameri­
cans and asked them about 
their diets, exposures, here­
dity. and history of disease. 
They were then followed up 
and death rates front cancer 
and other diseases recorded. 
Subsequently, about 30 pa­
pers were published includ­
ing important information on 
smoking, air pollution, and 
risk factors in relation to 
cancer.

Then, in 1971 the Environ­
mental Cancer Research Pro­
ject was begun, consisting of 
two parts including (1) a 
resumption of the Cancer 
Prevention Study; (2) studies 
of occupational groups ex­
posed to in industrial pro­
ducts and conditions suspect­
ed of causing cancer.

"In this study high risk 
groups of people are pin­
pointed. who can then be 
checked to find-if it’s pre- 
semt-cancer in its earliest 
and most curable stages,”

"The ACS research sup­
port began in 1946 with a 
million dollars and today, 
nearly $400 million later, 
there are more than 
1.500,000 people cured of 
cancer, many because of 
improved diagnosis and 
treatment procedures, many 
pioneered by ACS-supported 
research efforts." Mrs. Mc­
Clellan said.

"W e want to wipe out 
cancer in your lifetime." she 
said. "Join in this fight by 
giving generously when your 
ACS volunteer calls on you.”

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Lawn Care Practices Given
Hansford County Agent 

Jim Kuykendall was the spe­
aker at the Spearman Rotary 
Club meeting Monday at 
Martin's Steak Garden and 
he discussed the care of 
lawns, after noting that the 
spring season is at hand and 
a few maintenance practices 
can get a lawn for a greener, 
better looking lawn. They 
are scalping, fertilizing and 
applying a weed killer.

He then touched on the 
mowing operations and wa­
tering reoutines which sho­
uld be utilized.

“ Scalping a lawn serves to 
revitalize it and promote 
spring and summer plant 
growth."

"Begin the operation by 
lowering the blade of your 
lawnmower one-half inch be­
low the normal setting. Then 
mow the lawn in two direc­
tions that are at right angles 
to each other. Remove the 
clippings after each mow-

*1 would also recommend 
keeping the lawnmower 
blade lowered until mid­
summer.

“ After scalping the lawn, 
apply a complete fertilizer 
(one containing nitrogen. 
Phosphorus and potassium) 
to promote leaf and root 
growth. Use one pound of 
nitrogen per 1,000 square 
feet of lawn area. This is 
equal to 12 pounds of an 
8-8-8 fertilizer or 8 pounds of 
a 12-4-8 fertilizer. Repeat 
the application in the fall."

"To keep crabgrass or 
other unsightly weeds from 
appearing, apply a pre-eme­
rgence herbicide (weed kil­
ler) containing benefin. dac- 
thal or bensulfide early in the 
spring.”  Combinations of 
herbicides with fertilizers are 
available and convenient to 
use but should not be applied 
around trees or shrubs.

The disaster this tiny pest 
brings can ruin any gardea 
with any plant at any time of 
the year.

To spot an aphid, look for 
two tube-like structures M 
teh posterior end of the 
insect that look like a "dual 
exhaust system." Aphids 
can be winged or wingless, 
so check all suspicious in­
sects. The pests are often 
found on the back side of 
plant leaves or on the flower­
ing parts or other young 
tender growth.

Because these pests have a 
piercing-sucking mouth sim­
ilar to the mosquito, it is easy 
for them to transmit diseases 
from one plant to another, as 
well as to such juices from 
plants, adds Kuykendall.

Signs of an aphid infesta­
tion in your garden may be 
wilted plants and plants with 
leaves that curl up or turn a 
sick yellow.

Rather Be Safe 
Than Sorry

Last year about 370,000 
Americans died of cancer- 
over 1,000 daily, and this 
year an even greater number 
will die of the disease.

The toll need not have 
been so high for more than 
113,000 people might have 
been saved with earlier diag­
nosis and treatment since 
there's a role everyone can 
play to wipe out cancer in our 
lifetime.

"Each of us has the power 
to help cut the cancer toll in 
Hansford County said Mrs. 
Elmo McClellan. Jr.. Educa­
tional Chairman for the 
Hansford Unit of the Ameri­
can Cancer Society. "We 
do this by taking certain 
precautions known as the 
Seven Safeguards Against 
Cancer' ’ .

"The Safeguards focus on 
sites of the body where 
cancer strikes most often. 
Check out these do’s and 
don'ts that will help protect 
yourself and your family 
against these major forms of 
cancer." she said.

The first three you do for

yourself. Protect your lungs 
by not smoking. Don't get 
too much sun at the beach or 
elsewhere. If you're a wo­
man, do breast self-examina­
tion monthly.

For the rest, go to the 
doctor or clinic regularly so 
that if a cancer is found, it 
can be treated early when it's 
more easily cured.

A regular dental or oral 
examination by one's dentist 
or doctor is good protection 
for the month. For cervical 
cancer, one should have a 
yearly Pap test and pelvic 
examination. After the age 
of 40 everyone should have a 
procto examination for colon- 
rectal cancer at checkup 
time, which should be ob­
served regularly.

"These are the weapons 
easily brought to bear in the 
anti-cancer fight," Mrs. Mc­
Clellan declared. "Join to­
gether during this year's 
ACS educational and fund­
raising Crusade by using 
them, and by informing your 
family and friends and urg­
ing them to do the same."
