One idea currently being 
iscussed about the future of 
the Spearman Municipal Air- 
fort is to utilize the existing 
fccilities as a taxiway to a 
|roposed 4600-foot runway 
which will be located in the 
Iklf section of land imme- 
lately north of the present 
irport.

Such a move would pro­
vide a northeast-southwest 
•nway, because of the pre- 
sailing winds in this region, 
with business and industrial 
lications to serve and be 
W ed  by the airport on the 
(1st and west sides of the 
(action.

The proposed new facility 
would be capable of handling 
Rrcraft including small busi- 
less jet planes.

At its regular meeting 
Tuesday, June 28, the City 
Coundil authorized with­
drawal of an application for 
m airport planning grant in 
fcvor of making the project a 
local effort with funding from 
private, state, and other 
lources.

L. D. Burns of Dumas, 
fngineer for the City of 
Spearman, was authorized to

begin preparing an airport 
plan for the municipal air­
port.

In outlining the reasoning 
behind the move, Mayor 
Ralph Blodgett discussed the 
fact that in 1977 only three 
out of 25 airport applications 
were approved by the Feder­
al Aviation Administration 
and these were for facilities 
which already had completed 
all the preliminary work 
which Spearman is just be­
ginning.

In addition, he also 
brought out that the amount 
of funding from federal go­
vernment sources for airport 
construction is decreasing in 
proportion and there was the 
possibility of the City’s appli­
cation being funded at a 
50-50 ratio instead of the 
current formula.

Under this new proposal, 
the City would acquire the 
land for expansion purposes, 
including the steps to get 
across an existing county 
road and the relocation of 
existing hazards such as a 
power line along the road.

In acquiring the half sec­
tion, the City also will ac­

quire water rights which go 
with the land, thereby en­
larging the future water sup­
ply potential for the City. A 
gathering system already is 
in existence and the water 
not only can be used at the 
new aiport location but will 
boost the City’s current sup­
ply.

With this accomplished, 
funding from the Spearman 
Industrial Foundation could 
be utilized to go along with 
funds from the Texas Aero­
nautics Commission in the 
progress to completion of the 
airport.

If such a proposal is imple­
mented by the City, land 
acquisition would be the 
initial move, then would 
come the rest of the work 
which would lead to comple­
tion of the new facility some­
time in 1979, depending on 
work progress.

In addition to providing a 
modern airport with the ca­
pability of handling small 
business jet aircraft, the 
enlarged airport also would 
provide for industrial and 
business locations along the 
east boundary of the airport.

including, if necessary, a 
railroad spur to go along with 
the highway transportation 
available.

On the west side of the 
airport, the exising highway, 
FM760, which eventually is 
expected to be the most 
direct route from Spearman 
to the proposed Palo Duro 
Creek Lake north of the City, 
also would provide access for 
such businesses as would be 
located there in addition to 
any airport support facilities 
which could be located along 
that side.

The new airport would 
provide a maximum of ser­
vice with a minimum of 
disruption in existing opera-

along the present runway the 
Mayor pointed out in empha­
sizing that this is just one 
idea proposed at this time.

Final determination will be 
made after all proposals have 
been considered and the City 
Council voices its approval.

Easter Seal Society 
increases Help

The Texts Easter Seal 
Society with its network of 
affiliate treatment centers 
and volunteer chapters and 
representatives provided, in 
the year ending August 31, 
1976, some 485,215 units of 
appropriate therapies to 11, 
726 handicapped children 
and adults of Texas. This is 
an increase of 958 disabled 
citizens served in 1976.

This growth in needed 
services requires a concur­
rent growth in public sup­
port. Total income to the 
Texas Easter Seal Society 
and it affiliates increased by 
$668,581. This represented 
an increase of 25% over the 
previous year. It is this 
measure of support, reflec­
ting as it does public confi­
dence in the programs of the 
Easter Seal Society, which 
made it possible for handi­
capped Texans children and 
adults to receive needed 
therapies, equipment and 
services.

The Easter Seal Action 
Line program initiated in 
June of 1976. and provides 
information, referral, and 
follow-up services to the 
disabled of the state has 
proven to be a much needed 
and very successful service. 
Beginning last June with 
only 22 calls a month, the 
Action Line is receiving an

average of 225 calls today. 
This service is designed to 
serve as a link between the 
handicapped and those ser­
vices needed. With just a 
call, persons can receive 
assistance in locating ser­
vices they need, where it can 
be obtained and who can 
provide it for them.

"Actually, the need to 
spend additional money in 
establishing new service 
programs is not as important 
as we would suspect." stated 
William E. Russell, Execu­
tive Director of the Texas 
Easter Seal Society, "but a 
more effective use of current 
budgeted programs is need­
ed through a referral service 
such as the “ Easter Seal 
Action Line."

The fact of such increases 
prompts the Easter Seal So­
ciety of Texas to constantly 
evaluate the needs of the 
handicapped; to strive not to 
duplicate existing resources; 
to advocate for the needs of 
the disabled; and, to identify 
unmet needs.

Easter Seal Action Line, a 
24 hour, toll-free number 
(1-800-492-5555). can be 
used by any disabled pet son 
and their families to obtain 
information regarding help 
they may need. The public is 
reminded that If they are 
handicapped, or if they know

C attlem en’s
Association

Urges
Legislation

While state leaders con­
tinue their work in Austin to 
pound out an agreeable pub­
lic school finance bill, mem­
bers of the Independent Cat­
tlemen’s Association have 
organized an effort to insure 
that their needs will not be 
forgotten by legislators.

Those state leaders can 
expect a flood of mail as a 
result of a letter 1CA Presi­
dent T.A. Cunningham sent 
to his county officers and 
directors this week. In the 
letter. Cunningham reques­
ted that the members write 
letters to Gov. Dolph Bris­
coe, House Speaker Billy 
Clayton and Lt. Gov. Bill 
Hobby concerning the school 
finance bill to be considered 
at a special session this 
summers.

Cunningham told the 1CA 
members to show strong
support for inclusion of agri­

cultural use values in the 
school finance bill that is 
finally agreed upon by House 
and Senate leaders Cun 
ningham emphasized that 
Briscoe. Clayton and Hobby 
hold the reins to the special 
session and are responsible 
for whatever legislatioa is 
passed there.

Cunningham's letter fur 
ther stated the ICA members 
should include in their mes 
sages to the Governor re­
quests for consideration of 
state inheritance tax revuion 
legislation during the special 
session. The ICA president 
said that the State's top 
leaders must be shown that 
ranchers, farmers and snail 
businessmen are demanding 
revision in the outdated 
death taxes.

Cunningham said that 
these ranchers, farmers and 
small businessmen can exert 
considerable influence on 
state political leaders if they 
let their voices be heard.

In a recent bulletin from 
the Independent Cattlemens 
Association state headquar­
ters in Austin, county offi. 
cers and directors were urg­
ed to request county mem­
bers to write their U.S. 
senators and representatives 
asking them to co-spon** 
legislation introduced by 
U.S. Rep. Bob Krueger aid 
Sen. John Melcher.

The legislation revises Re 
Meat Import Act of 1964 lo 
eliminate attempts to circum­
vention of meat import quo­

tas by foreign countries. This 
problem relates back to the 
incident at Mayaquez. a free 
trade zone where millions of 
pounds of quota meat was 
cubed or ground and then 
entered into the United 
States outside the quota as 
processed meat.

This problem in the free 
trade zone has been resolv­
ed. However, meat can still 
be processed in foreign coun­
tries and then shipped into 
this country, escaping meat 
quotas established by the 
1964 Meat Import Act.

These bills would provide 
that fresh, chilled or frozen 
meat of cattle, sheep and 
goats shall enter this country 
only under the tariff classifi­
cations limited by the Import 
Quota law and that it shall 
include all such meat, whe­
ther sides, quarters, whole 
carcasses, primal cuts, 
roasts. loaves, patties, 
steaks, cubes, diced, ground, 
or any other form.

This legislation would 
bring into effect the original 
intent of congress when it set 
up meat import quotas under 
the 1964 Meat Import Act.

The bulletin expressed the 
importance of contacting 
congressmen in Washington 
to correct the basic inadequa­
cies in the 1964 law which is 
allowing imported meat to 
enter this country unaccount­
ed for.

As meat prices increase in 
this country, the economic

The High Plains accounts 
for 6.4 million of th< 
million irrigated acres in the 
state, a 72 per cent share, 
according to the report. 
Irrigated farmland accounts 
for 60 per cent of the market 
value of all crops grown in 
Texas.

The food fiber producing 
sectors of the state economy 
are Texas' major water con­
sumers. Agriculture and 
livestock sectors relying on 
irrigation account for 77 per 
cent of the state’s total fresh 
water use.

Nonetheless. TSDB fi­
gures show the direct return 
from the irrigated agriculture 
sector in recent years has 
accounted annually for food 
and fiber production valued 
at more than a billion dollars, 
employment for over 49,000 
people and tax revenues to 
all levels of government at 
almost 150 million.

"However." the TWDB 
report states, "the indirect 
production and employment 
in irrigated agriculture re­
presents even larger impacts 
on the total economy. The 
value of output of irrigated 
crops in 1972, for example, is 
estimated to have induced 
over $3.9 billion in total 
economic output and suppor­
ted over 101,000 jobs thro­
ughout Texas.”

TWDB figures indicate 
that not only the High Plains, 
but also West Texas, Central 
Texas. South Texas and 
some coastal areas will face 
major water needs by the 
year 2030. Those needs 
cannot be met without impor­
ting water from other states, 
a propostion Water, Inc., has 
actively backed.

Duncan Ellison, executive 
director of Water, Inc., said 
“ The bottom line is simply 
that total water requirements 
for the year 2030 are estima­
ted at 41.8 million acre feet, 
compared with the 17.4 mil­
lion acre feet used in 1974. 
Texas just doesn't have all 
the water It will need. 
Water is going to have to be 
diverted to Texas from other 
states to meet the water 
needs of the High Plains and 
other water deficient regions 
of the state."

In a preliminary assess­
ment of water import needs,

Whether It’s 
Weather Or Not

Whether you realize it or 
not. most of us are weather 
forecasters of sorts. The 
English language contains 
hundreds of well-known say­
ings. tales, and rhymes relat­
ing to weather with some a 
bit of superstition and some 
actually having at least a few 
grains of truth.

Farmers and seafarers 
have been the main source of 
such weather knowledge and 
the exact position of the 
moon, the direction of the 
wind, even raindrops still 
fresh on a leaf have been 
taken into account as poten­
tial signs. One sign would 
often lead to another (and 
still does, for that matter).

A whirlwind (or dust devil) 
is oft referred to as a sign of 
dry weather; “ heavy morn­
ing dew”  signals fair; and 
“ rainbows early in the day" 
shows storm on its way. And 
of course, there is the Bibli­
cal forecast which has come 
down to us as “ red sky at 
night, sailors' delight; red 
sky in the morning, sailors' 
warning". (Matthew 16:2-3. 
"You are good at reading the 
weather sign of the skies- 
red sky tonight means fair 
weather tomorrow; red sky in 
the morning means foul wea­
ther all day” .)

Color has always been an 
important part of the weather 
lore. For example, “ the red 
sunset of autumn means cold 
weather straightaway. "A  
red streak stretching from 
east to west across the sky at 
sunset means wind and chill 
nearly here."

Representative Phil Cates 
of Shamrock said the Pan­
handle fared very well in the 
Appropriations Bill that fin­
ally passed the Texas House 
of Representatives. He add­
ed. I was especially pleased 
with the funding of the rural 
medical residency program. 
With the acute shortage of 
doctors in the rural areas of 
the Panhandle, this Texas 
Tech Medical School effort is 
deperately needed.”

Twenty thousand dollars for 
women s programs at West 
Texas State University was 
cut. however, duraing the 
two weeks of floor debate. 
But as Representative Cates 
pointed out, “ these monies 
could still be inlcuded in the 
final version, if the confer­
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Close is also carrying 
House Bill 439. It would 
provide for mandatory resti­
tution for the victim of a 
crime, as a condition for 
probation and parole for the 
offender. Close said he felt 
the bill has not received all 
the consideration that it mer­
its. but was still hopeful that 
he can get it on to the House 
floor for debate.

Another bill Representa­
tive Close has carried this 
session was signed into law 
this week by Governor Dolph 
Briscoe. House Bill 1157 
made some slight, but need­
ed. changes in the Texas 
Water Code.

Representative Danny Hill 
of Amarillo voted for the 
Appropriations Bill, despite 
his believing the final a- 
mount was too much. As he 
explained, “ 1 felt it was 
necessary to move the bill 
along without further delay, 
after I was convinced it 
would go to a conference 
committee for further con­
sideration. if the bill had 
been defeated, it would go to 

The past week has been a 
buss one on the floor of the 
Texas House of Representa­
tives. With only two full 
weeks before the 65th Texas 
Legislature officially ends its 
Session, the general level of 
Activity is moving at a fran­
tic. and sometimes chaotic
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ence committee decides to do 
so, so there is still a chance.''

When asked what he anti­
cipated for the remainder of 
the session, he replied, “ no 
one can possibly predict what 
legislation, or what form of 
legislation will be passed. 
I'm very much in favor of a 
reasonable teacher salary in­
crease for teachers, and for 
improved retirement benefits 
for teachers. Late in the 
session, as it now is, each 
legislator has to simply work 
for those bills and issues he 
feels are most imortant to the

people he represents."
Representative Bob Close 

of Perryton, like many other 
Representatives, had hoped 
that more money would have 
been cut from the Appro­
priations Bill during the de­
bate. He said we’ll need 
every dollar we can get for 
the programs that are need­
ed, but we have yet to 
consider.

Several pieces of legisla­
tion being authored, spon­
sored. or co-sponsored by 
Close, are now making their 
way through the legislative

process. House Bill 1400. 
the Texas Gas for Irrigation 
Bill, has been reported out of 
the House of Agriculture 
Committee, this relates to 
mineral operators providing 
a portion of the gas they 
produce to the farmer for 
irrigation purposes. The 
Attorney General's office has 
been promising a decision on 
this measure, but because 
this measure, but has yet to 
make it. Close indicated that 
he was going to go ahead and 
move on the bill, because the 
session would be ending 
soon.

The Perryton lawmaker 
was chairman of the Sub­
committee that studied and 
considered SJR 3. this 
measure, under certain con­
ditions and with built-in safe­
guards. would deny bond to 
repeat offenders. As Close 
explained.“ this is a bill the 
public has demanded, and is 
entitled to have. Its design­
ed to stem the growing 
situation in which criminals, 
w ho are out on bond, commit 
additional crimes."

• Attorney General John Hill 
has finally made a ruling on 
House Bill 1400. by Repre- 
aentative Bob Close of Perry­
ton This bill would make 
available to the irrigation 
farmer, natural gas from the 
well, or wells, on the land 
that he is farming. Close 
said, "the Attorney Gener­
al's decision puts some re­
strictions on the bill as it 
currently stands, so correc­
tions and amendments will 
be made to conform. I'll 
continue working on this 
measure, because 1 feel its 
very important for the far­
mers of the Panhandle to 
know that the energy neces­
sary' <° continue their agricul­
tural activities will be 
there."
I Close expressed pleasure 
with the House passage of 
House Bill 1981. This propo­
sal. by the Perryton lawma­
ker. would consolidate the

tnree main water agencies in 
Texas into one. As he 
explained, "w e’re especially 
excited about this consolida­
tion. because it introduces a 
number of new approaches in 
the structure and administra­
tion of a state agency. I hope 
it might become something 
of a model in the streamlin­
ing and economizing of other 
state agencies."

Representative Close said 
he was glad to see a number 
of the crime legislation bills 
being passed this week. He 
added that, "this was an 
area of concern to every 
Texas, and one in which 1 
feel the 65th legislature has 
made some real progress.”

Close predicted that the 
question of teacher salary 
increases, and added retire­
ment funding for teachers 
would end up in a conference 
as the Senate differs some­

what with the House here.
Governor Briscoe has now 

signed into law Close's bill 
providing for the use of a 
lethal injection as a means of 
capital punishment in Texas.

The House has created a 
County Court of Law for 
Randall by way of a bill 
authored by Representative 
Bob Simpson of Amarillo. 
"This court will have juris­
diction over misdemeanor 
criminal cases, domestic re­
lations matters, and other 
civil and probate jurisdiction. 
This court will be funded 
entirely by Randall County.”  
said Simpson.

In the same general area, a 
bill intrduced by Simpson, 
and passed by the House, 
will put the judge of the 
Court of Domestic Relations 
on the Juvenile Board in 
Potter County; it also real­
igns his term of office so to 
comply with the constitu­
tional provision that was 
passed prior to the date that 
his term of office was set.

In addition, a Simpson- 
sponsored bill addressing 
corporations and their fran­
chise taxes was passed by 
the House. It sets the dates 
by which a corporation must 
pay these taxes, the date by 
which the Comptroller of 
Public Accounts is to notify 
them of their failure to pay 
the tax, and then a specific 
date by which the corpora­
tion must pay to maintain its

charter. The bill goes on to 
explain the liability of offi­
cers and directors of a cor­
poration that has forfieted its 
right to operate, and shifts 
the burden of proof from 
creditors of the corporation 
and requires that the officers 
and directors show that they 
did not know certain debts 
were being created.

And finally. Representa­
tive Simpson has guided 
through to final House pas­
sage a bill that deals with the 
sport of spear fishing; setting 
out certain guidelines as to 
the types of fish that can be 
taken, and under what cir­
cumstances.

The subject of combating 
crime, and passing crime 
legislation has been a top 
priority of Representative 
Danny Hill all session.

He stated that this past 
week was important in this 
area, as both the House and 
Senate moved on this type of 
legislation. "1 believe the 
bill we passed in regards to 
evidentiary search warrants 
is a good one. All the current 
safeguards are still there, yet 
allows for certain items to be 
obtained for evidence in a 
case. This should be an aid 
to law enforcement officials 
in establishing a case.

The Senate companion bill 
to one Hill co-sponsored was 
also passed. This involves 
mandator supervision. In­
cluded here is no probation 
for those committing a se­
cond degree felony or higher, 
when there is a firearm used. 
Representative Hill mention­
ed that, “ an oral confession

bill has come out of commit­
tee. and I expect it to pass, 
but probably not as easily as 
some of the other crime 
package bills.”

On the topic of teacher pay 
raises. Hill said, " I  believe 
the teachers will come out 
with a nice increase, maybe 
not all that the Texas State 
Teachers Association want­
ed. but I’m not sure they 
really believed they would 
get a 25'/i across-the-board 
increase, anyway."

The Amarillo lawmaker 
stressed the fact that this 
money was now locked in 
forever, and it's imperative 
that the Legislature makes 
sure funds are always avail­
able. and within the budget.

The House has also passed 
a measure by Hill which 
provides that county prison­
ers, who are in work release 
groups, pay for some of the 
costs of their own mainten­
ance. The 67th District 
Representative made it clear 
that it won't apply to all 
prisoners. “ Those who make 
a minimal salary and have 
dependents won't be affec­
ted. It’s only those making a 
larger salary, who possibly 
have no children or house 
payments. It's estimated 
now that this could mean a 
savings of as much as 
S38.000 in Potter County per 
year. Several cities in the 
state have indicated they are 
going to model their pro­
grams after ours.

Sunflower research will be 
shown on a tour at the USDA 
Research Center at Bushland 
on Monday. July 18. Interes­
ted people are invited by Dr. 
B.A. Stewart, Director of the 
Research Center to be on 
hand at 9:30 a.m. sharp. 
Visitors are urged to arrive 
on time because only one 
tour is planned. “ We hope 
that a morning tour will be 
more comfortable than cus­
tomary tours in the after­
noon” . the research leader 
said.

Mr. Dalton Gandy, Presi­
dent of the International 
Sunflower Association, head­
quartered in Memphis, Ten­
nessee will discuss the pro­
duction and marketing out­
look for sunflowers before 
the tour gets underway.

Visitors will have an op­
portunity to see several pha­
ses of sunflower research 
during the field tour. At the 
first tour stop Dr. Steve 
Winter. Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station Scientist, 
will show research that uti­
lize sunflowers in cropping 
systems with a minimum of 
irrigation water. Dr. Frank 
Petr. Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service Agronomist 
from The Texas A&M Re­
search and Extension Center 
in Amarillo, will explain re­
search dealing with sunflow­
er production with limited 
tillage. The experiments 
show that no-tillage planting 
after wheat can greatly in­
crease yield. Weed control 
in sunflowers and control of 
volunteer sunflowers will be 
discussed by Dr. Allen 
Wiese. Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station, Weed 
Researcher.

Breeding for increased 
yield as well as insect resis­
tance is the largest sunflower 
research project at the Cen­
ter. This program will be 
explained by Drs. Tommy 
Thompson and Charlie Ro­
gers, USDA Researchers 
who conduct the project. 
They are evaluating over 
5,000 experimental lines in 
one 4 acre block. At another 
stop, the two scientists will 
show the National Sunflower 
Performance Test with 20 
hybrids currently being 
grown all over the world. 
After the tour interested 
people can go back and take 
a close look at the nursery.

Reggie Jones, USDA Soil 
Scientist, will discuss dry­
land sunflower production 
and water utilization.

For example. min> 
foods noticably lose qualitv 
and vitamin content when 
stored at about 25 degrees F 
in an "open-at-one-end' 
household refrigerator free 
zer.

Frozen foods undergo slow 
changes in storage and will 
not retain quality indefinite 
ly. For best results store 
them at 0 degrees F. or 
below.

Freezing does not sterilize 
the product, but the low 
temperature prevents the 
growth of harmful yeasts, 
molds and bacteria. Some 
micro-organisms are killed 
by freezing but many sur 
vive.
KITCHEN TIPS

During cookout season, 
buy less tender meat cuts, 
marinate or slow cook them, 
and save money--since grea­
ter demand for the more 
tender steaks makes their 
prices higher at this time.

Avoid fad diets or eating 
too much of any foods in 
season, because foods eaten 
in large amounts for a short 
period of time can cause 
allergy svmptoms.
GLASS JARS FOR FREE 
ZING - Fruits and vegetables 
can be frozen at home in 
glass containers. They can 
be reused, but be sure to 
examine the jars for nicks 
and cracks.

Wash the jars in hot soapy 
water, rinse and scald to be 
sure that they are sanitary. 
Invert the jars on a clean 
cloth to drain and cool.

Pack the jars to within Vi 
inch to the top. packing 
firmly, but not tightly.

Place the lid on the jar with 
sealing composition next to 
the glass and screw the ring 
tightly. Canning jar lids may 
be used.

Clear glass makes labeling
unnecessary except for the 
date of freezing.

Freezing is one of the 
simplest, most popular me­
thods of preserving foods at 
home. It retains the natural 
color, flavor, texture and 
food value of most fruits and 
vegetables, meats and baked 
goods.

The quality of the food 
frozen can vary with fresh­
ness of product used, me­
thods of preparation, packa­
ging and conditions of free­
zing.

For successful freezing, 
select good-quality products. 
Freezing will not improve 
low grade food.

Frozen meat, poultry, fish 
and eggs equal the fresh 
products in nutritive value. 
Retaining this value of fruits 
and vegetables depends lar­
gely on the treatment before 
freezing, storage tempera­
ture and method of cooking 
and serving.

Improper packaging can 
cause undesirable flavor and 
appearance. The selection of 
containers depends on the 
type of food and personal 
preference.

But all materials should be 
moisture-vapor proof to pre­
vent evaporation and retain 
the highest quality in frozen
foods.

Glass, metal, rigid plas­
tics. freezer w rapping mater­
ials. waxed cartons and most 
bags are recommended be­
cause they are moisture- 
vapor proof or at least mois­
ture-vapor resistant.

But do not use ordinary 
waxed papers, household 
aluminum foil and cottage 
cheese or ice cream cartons.

All packages should be air 
tight. Freezer burn, a sur­
face discoloration on meat 
and poultry, often results 
when meat or poultry dry due 
to improper packaging.

Give special care to foods 
which may become rancid, a 
result of natural fats and oils 
being exposed to atmospher­
ic oxygen. These foods 
include fish, shellfish, beef, 
pork. meat, poultry.

Freeze fruits and vege­
tables at 0 degrees F. or 
below. Meat should be 
frozen in a commercial plant 
at -5 to -20 degrees F. for 
best results.

Space packages of unfro­
zen food at least one inch 
apart since heat must be 
given off in order for them to 
freeze. Put no more unfro­
zen food into a freezer than 
will freeze within 24 hours.

pensable at 10 per cent or 
higher, and who do not have 
nonservice-connected disabi­
lities that render them unin- 
surable.

Q -- I am a peacetime 
veteran. Would my wife be 
entitled to a widow’s pension 
after my death?

A -  The veteran must have 
at least one day of wartime 
service in order for a widow 
to qualify for pension. How­
ever, if a peacetime veteran 
dies of a service-connected 
cause, his widow may apply 
for Dependency Indemnity 
Compensation.

Q - My father was killed 
on active duty. I am eligible 
for benefits under the De­
pendents Educational Assis­
tance program. I am in the 
Navy. May I take advantage 
of this benefit?

A -  No. Even though you 
"are eligible for the benefit, 
you may not enroll while in 
the armed forces.
