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Faculty tempers flared in a 

meeting Thursday afternoon (hir-
ing discussion about a Tech foot-

ball player being reinstated by 

Pres. E. N. Jones after he had 
been placed  on  disciplinary pro-
bation by the Disciplinary Com-
mittee. 

THE PLAYER was placed  on 
probation  last spring along with 
several other students. At this 
time, six other students were sus 
pended from Tech. 

The reinstatement took place 
about the middle of July, and 
since then the matter has been 
coming  to  a focal point. - Thurs-
day was the first time the lid 
popped off . 

IT WAS BROUGHT out that 
any student who is on disciplinary 
probation is not eligible  to  parti-
cipate in intercollegiate activities. 

WHEN ASKED about possible 
"pressures," Jones is quoted as 
saying, "whatever pressures may  

have existed did not come from 

the athletic department. Beyond 
that I have  no  further comment." 

DURING THE meeting many 
faculty members attempted, with-
out results, to get the Discipli-
nary Committee and the Faculty 
Advisory Committee to tell them 
the full story. It is the policy at 
Tech to withold the details of 
disciplinary action. 

Representatives of the Commit- 

University of California frater-
nity men have declared themselves 
opposed to discriminatory clauses 
on  the basis of race, color. reli-
gion or national origin, reports 
the "Daily Californian."

Since being admitted to t h e 

Southwest Conference, the Tech 
Athletic program has shown signs 
of progress. All phases of t h e 
program have been expanded or 
future expansion planned. 

The football program at Tech 
is now offering more scholarships 
than in the past. This year 18 
athletes were signed on the first 
day through letters of intent  as 
compared to three in 1957. 

COACH "RED" Phillips states, 
"Being in the Southwest Confer-
ence gives  us  a bargaining point 
that we didn't have before." 

It  seems  that athletes are drawn 
to  a  SWC school because of the 
prestige that it offers. 

THE NEW STADIUM, which is 
scheduled for completion before 
the start of the 1960 season, will 
be  a  greater incentive for athletes 
to attend Tech. 

This new campus feature will be 
one of the finest in the conference 
and provides for greater athletic 
offices and facilities. 

THE FOOTBALL schedule will 
grow much more  difficult  each 
year as Tech  enters  the confer-
ence race.  -  The schedule, which 
used to be  a  problem, is now full 
with  some  of the football powers 
in the nation on it. 

Entrance into t h e Southwest 
Conference race has had a big 
effect on basketball at Tech. Last 

year, the attendance at one of the 
games was 10,270. 

THIS WAS a new record for 
Tech and the chances look good 
for this record to be broken as 
the Red Raiders begin their diffi-
cult schedule against West Texas 
State on December 1 here in Lub-
bock. 

The attendance last year not 
only set a record at Tech, but  a 
record was set for the SWC and 
broken three times during the 
season. 

THIS YEAR, the schedule will 
include many of the top teams 
in the country. Coach Polk Robi-
son said that last year was  a 
"honeymoon" for the Raiders and 
that this year the opponents will 
be ready and waiting for them.

The new Texas Tech gymnas-
ium is one of the nicest in the 
state, according to Dr. Ramon W. 
Kireilis, head of the physical ed-
ucation department.. 

THE NEW half-million dollar 
building was completed in Jan-
uary, 1958, and since that time 
has been the center of physical 
education and intramural activi-
ties. One of the main features of 
the Natatorium-Gym is the swim-
ming pool. The pool is heated, and 
is of regulation inter-collegiate 
size, 72 by 42 feet. 

Water depth in the pool varies 
from 3 ft. 6 ins. in the shallow 
part to 14 feet in the deepest 
part. The pool is equipped with 
both one and three meter boards, 
and is open to all students and 
faculty members. It is the only 
facility in the gym available to 
women, since the women's physi-
cal education classes are now be-
ing held in the old gym. The pool 
is also used for dual meets with 
other colleges, and the pool area  

has a seating capacity of approx-
imately 450. 

OTHER INDUCEMENTS for 
physical activity in the new struc-
ture include two 74 foot and one 
94 foot basketball courts. The 
courts are used for intramural 
play, physical education classes, 
and varsity and freshman basket-
ball practices. 

The court area is also marked 
for badminton and various other 
indoor games taught in the activi-
ty classes. 

Other facilities in the Natator-
ium are a large locker room, 
check out room, drying room, staff 
offices for the physical education 
and intramural directors, t w o 
classrooms, and a women's locker 
room which adjoins the swimming 
pool. According to Dr. Kireilis, 
students and faculty members are 
invited to use the equipment at 
any time that classes are not in 
progress. 

THE BUILDING is open from 
8 a.m. to 11 p.m. Pool hours are 
from 7 to 10 p.m., and a qualified 
American Red Cross life guard is  

on duty during recreation time at 
the pool. No charge is made for 
the use of the pool during these 
hours, and studehts will be admit-
ted on their identification cards. 

Weight lifting is also included 
in the men's activities, with eight 
sets of bar bells being available

THE FIRST Homecoming game 
was played in "Tech Stadium" in 
1930. Raider coach that year was 
Dell Morgan. Some of the players 
were "Buddy" Brothers, now 
coach of the Lubbock Western-
ers; Floyd Wooldridge, now on 
the Board of Regents in Dallas; 
Milton Mofit, head coach at Sny-
der; Preacher Calloway, ex-May-
or of Corpus Christi; W. 0.

George Lankford, farmer-rancher 
in  Lubbock; Jack Durham, de-
ceased; C. A. Dose, deceased; and 
Ross Ayres, who played right 
guard. The Matadors lost that 
first game to Simmons, presently 
known as Hardin-Simmons, by a 
score of 20-6. 

During the nekt four years the 
victory bells rang loud and clear 
after the game. In 1931 the Uni-
versity of New Mexico fell to

That one 
time was the 1936 Homecoming 
game. The final score was a heart-
breaking 7-6.

Centenary went down 12-6 in 1937. 
Duquesne, the No. 2 team in the 
nation lost 13-0, and in 1938 Gon-
zaga fell 7-0. 

A safety and two extra points 
handed Tech a 22-19 loss to Mar-
quette in 1939. The Raider's Starr 
completed a 40-yard pass to Bing-
ham who dragged three tacklers 
with him into the end zone but the 
13-8 score was only temporary.

"Athletics For All" was the slo-

gan of the program set up under 
the heading "Tech Intramurals" 
back in 1996 when George Phil-
brick, the present Tech tennis 
coach, became its first director. 

From that year until the pre-
sent, Tech boys who are not of 
varsity caliber. but who are sports 
minded, have been furnished with 
individual and team competition 
in events ranging from touchfoot-
ball to ping pong. 

UNDER COACH PHILBRICR'S 
directorship, the intramural pro-
gram was built and expanded. For 
all team sports there were three 
divisions — the dorms, social clubs 
and independent teams. In 1953, 
the social clubs became fraterni-
ties and the fraternity league now 
has 10 teams competing in all 
sports. The three leagues have a 
playoff in all team sports to de-
termin an All-College champion. 

In 1955, Philbrick turned t h e 

• • • Homecomings 
Tech went on another winning 

streak for the next three years. 

In 1940 Wake Forrest was handed 

a 12-6 blooper. The Tech team of 
1991 beat Creighton University of 
Nebraska 13-6. At the end of the 
season they had racked up 226 
points and only 30 points were 
given to opponents. 

The TCU upset in 1942 gave 
Tech a 13-6 victory. 

By 1947, after three consecutive 
losses, then a 13-6 win over Bay-
lor, Jones Stadium was ready for 
the Homecoming game. The Raid-
ers didn't want to dissapoint the 
alums, so they whipped Hardin-
Simmons 14-6. 

THE NEXT THREE years saw 
three Tech defeats. Seven was the 
unlucky number as they fell to 
Rice 14-7 in 1948, to Baylor 28-7 
in 1949, and to Tulsa 39.7 in 1950. 
By 1951, the Raiders were fed up 
with losses and they proved it by 
the onesided score of 01-0 against

Arizona. In 1952 seven was lucky 
for Houston as the Cougers took 
a 20-7 win. The following two 
years were winning_ years with 
Arizona again being beaten 52-
27, Tulsa, 55-13. Again in 1955 
"Miss Seven" smiled this time on 
the Raiders, and Arizona fell 27-
7. Oklahoma A&M registered the 
only Homecoming tie, 13-13, in 
1956. Last year Tulsa edged the 
Raiders by a scrawny 3-0. 

All of these statistics bring us 
to the big question. Can Tech beat 
Arkansas? The Freshmen cer-
tainly hope so, with good reason. 
Should Tech come out on top to-
day, the slime caps will dissappear 
until next fall.
