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V eight. IN DECIDING a location for the new 
library, perhaps the most practical from 
all standpoints would be to build at the 
present location of the library. 

There can be little question that it 
would be a simple matter to build out the 
the present building to fulfill the needs 
for a new library. Extension could be 
back to the north and possibly out to the 
west, though westward expansion would 
crowd the present Science building. But 
as expansion is planned for the Science 
building for additional class and lab space 
in the not too far distant future, build-
ing the library out in this direction would 
probably be unwise. 

However, there would seem to be 
few limitations in building to the north. 
The present Journalism building, which 
could block expansion in this direction, 
is too small and ill-arranged for journa-
lism and TOREADOR labs to be desir-
ably efficient. Also, the Tech Press, lo-
cated in the building, needs additional 
room, and in fact, a separate building as 
the noise of the presses running furnishes 
anything but a conducive classroom at-
mosphere. We know that many people 
share this view. 

So a new Journalism building is in 

Order, as are separate facilities for the 
Tech Press. With this building removed, 
diere would be ample room for present 
expansion plans and room for practically 
any future expansion. The Journalism 
parking lot could be used for expansion 
territory and another lot built simply one 
step back where presently barracks are 
located- It would then combine with 
West Engineering parking lot. Probably 
by the time expansion might require fil-
ling the whole area to the present West 
Engineering parking lot, the parking sit-
uation will be completely changed any-
way. 

So as for building problems, this 
would be a good location. Certainly 
there would not be too many complica-
tions in designing a new building around 
the present library. 

One point in primary favor of this 
location is the question of the Broadway 
entrance. The present entrance wouldn't 
in any way need to be changed. 

The flow of traffic from down- 

town could continue straight onto cam-
pus. There would be no drive around to 
side campus entrances for Tech students 
and faculty living in the area between 
Fourth and Nineteenth streets toward 
the downtown area. The live connection 
that Broadway affords downtown com-
merce would not be severed and the "life 
line" to this commercial district would 
stay alive. 

Also, this location would be the most 
efficient of the ones discussed so far. It 
would be more centrally located for both 
dorms and class buildings. For off-cam-
pus students, with Broadway being open 
and access afforded by Boston from both 
sides of campus — and, in the future, 
Flint — this location would be good. 

Speaking of the future, if a park-
ing lot were located somewhere to the 
west as the campus expands, with en-
trances from Flint and eventually In-
diana, this location would continue to 
be convenient and efficient. It would 
be even more so if a connection is 
maintained with the Broadway entrance, 
which, we feel, it could easily enough by 
having a street coming indirectly off the 
Circle by way of Boston, either at the 
present street by the Ad building or per-
haps by way of the West Engineering 
parking lot. 

And since the master-plan calls for 
campus development to the west, placing 
the new library at the location of the 
present library would give perhaps the 
most central location. Future buildings 
are to be built generally within an area 
including the Music building to the West 
Engineering building and then to the 
west as far as the Fourth street cutoff, 
with dorms located at the fringes of this 
development. Considering the "dorms -on 
the east side of campus, students living 
off campus to the east, west and south, 
dorms to be built to the west and class 
buildings to be built, this location would 
be central and efficient from all view-
points. 

From the standpoints of efficiency, 
economy, convenience and the question 
of dosing off College avenue, building 
the new library onto the present library 
building would definitely seem to be the 
most practical and best all around lo-
cation.

Tech's 28-6 victory Saturday 
night has boosted Raider stock 
100 per cent. 

IT WAS DEFINITELY a team 
victory with four players sharing 
scoring honors. Ronnie Rice tallied 
first on a 21-yard scamper and was 
followed by Jimmy Knox, who 
took an eight yard toss from quar-
terback Jerry Bell and went the 
remaining one yard to score. 

In the second half Floyd Cole 
rammed two yards for the third 
score and Mickie Barron took a 
pitch-out and dashed 60 yards for 
a touchdown behind brilliant 
blocking. 

COACH WEAVER felt that 
Tech's defensive turned in its best 
performance of the year. "Charlie 
Moore turned in another terrific 

game and Phil Williams, before he 
got thrown out, gave us a good 
job." he commented. 

"Another kid who did a fine 
job was Bill Turnbow and our 
blocking was good. John Roberts 
turned in a good performance. On 
one play he laid two savage blocks. 
The whole bunch just hustled and 
fought hard all the way. —  

THE RAIDERS WENT through 
a light workout yesterday and 
saw the Arizona film with a scout-
ing report on Oklahoma State 
University, next week's opponent, 
ending the session. 

The Cowboys have lost only 
once, to Arkansas, and they have 
one of their finest teams in his-
tory. It seemed to be the general 
opinion that a lot of work must 
be done between now and Sat-
urday to be ready for the Still-
water clash. 

ARIZONA'S UNUSUAL offense 
gave the Raiders plenty of troubl 
in the opening minutes of the 

game. But after Tech got its de 
fenses down and got used to  th-
Wildcat formations they did a 
good job stopping them. 

The Wildcats completed 27 of 
40 passes for 207 yards, but with 
the exception of a long interft 
ence penalty that set up tlot 
first touchdown most of the com-
pletions were for short gains. 

ARIZONA GAINED but  ft 
yards' rushing. The Raiders picked 
up 273 yards rushing and 106 pass-
ing for a total of 379. And 132 
yards were taken away by penal-
ties. 

Rice had  a  "bad night" but still 
managed to take over the total 
offense leadership. The sophomore 
halfback averaged six yards  a  try 
— three under his average — with 
48 yards  on  six carries. His total 
ground yardage is now 294 and 
gives him the lead over Floyd Del-
linger. Rice still leads in rushing 
with  an  average of 8.6 per try. 

HIS 21-YARD SCORING sprint 
also put him in a tie with Floyd 
Cole for the scoring leadership. 

Quarterback Jerry Bell now 
leads in passing, with 15 comple-
tions of 28 throws for  a  54 per 
cent accuracy mark. 187 yards, 
and  a  touchdown. He also leads 
in punting with  a  39.5 average on 
13. 

The top pass receiver is halfback 
Jimmy Knox with eight catches 
for 94 yards.

Although tuition at Tech was 

raised at the beginning of this 

year, Tech still rates among the 
lowest state supported schools of 
the nation for student expenses. 

Several state schools across the 
country charge $75 per semester 
for tuition alone. The University 
of Illinois, University of Florida 
and Florida State are three such 
schools. There are many others. 

Some students point to schools 
like the Montana School of Mines 
and see that no tuition is charged 
for resident students. They fail 
to see the following: registration 
fee, $15; incidental fee, $45; li-
brary fee. $5; health service $3.75; 
activity fee, $12.50; yearbook, $5. 
All these fees are compulsory and 
add up to $86.25 per semeseter. A 
breakage deposit of $10 is also re-
quired. Including tuition, few 
Tech students pay more than 
$86.50 per semester to register. 

Almost all state schools have a 
compulsory activity fee At Kan-
sas State, students pay $16.50 per  

semester. Other schools and their 

activity fees include: University 

of Florida. $14.50; Colorado School 

of Mines, $26.50; New Mexico 

University, $10.50. 

A few schools around the nation 

set up a total fixed fee per year. 

Penn State charges $140 per se-

mester on this basis. 

Some state schools charge on 
the "so-much-per-hour" basis. Mis-
sissippi College charges $6 per se-
mester hour. If you took 15 hours. 
your tuition alone would be $90 
per semester. 

Tuition alone at some schools is 
very high. At the University of 
New Hampshire. for instance, the 
tuition alone per semester is $150. 
At New Mexico University ,ft is 
$94.50; Missouri School of Mines, 
$112.50; Colorado School of Mines, 
$112.50. 

Some students think that schools 
on the quarter plan are cheaper 
than those operating on the se-
mester plan In the majority of 
cases, this is wrong At Michigan 
State, the tuition is $68 per quar-
ter. Three quarters comprise  a 
yar of two semesters. If you mul-
tiply the quarter rate by three 
and then divide by two. you will 
find the tuition is usually substan-
tially higher in schools on the 
quarter system. At Michigan 
State. the tuition would be 5102 
per semester. 

To be sure, there are state 
schools that cost less to attend 
than Tech. Most of the Arizona 
state schools do. But by and large 
Tech ranks among the lowest with 
regard to student expense. 

All these figures came from ca-
talogues in the library. Look'em 
up. 

Start thinking. Techsans! We 
aren't  so  bad off after all.
