Matadors Win  Hard Battle From 
"LA VENTANA" IS

Backed by more than 500 
Lubbock citizens and Tech 
students who shouted encou-
ragement from the sidelines, 
the Tech Matadors were spur-
red on to victory in the Armis-
tice Day game with the Abi-
lene Christian College Wild-
cats, emerging from the fray 
with three points in their fa-
vor and the final score, 10 to 
7. This was beyond doubt the 
hardest fought battle of the 
season and the win over the 
Wildcats gave the Matadors 
their greatest victory thus far. 

The special train of seven 
coaches, which carried ap-
proximately 400 Matador fans 
to the scene of battle, was 
probably the largest special 
ever run from the South Plains 
and undoubtedly the largest 
football train ever run from 
this section. 

The Tech Special left Lubbock at 
7:30 and arrived at Abilene :11 11:30, 
making good time all the way. As 
soon as the Tech rooters arrived, a 
parade was formed, led by "Tiny" 
Hall of the Halsey Hall Drug com-
pany and Pink Parrish, that coursed 
Its way through the city and back to 
the Grace Hotel, which had been des-
ignated as Tech headquarters. Plenty 
of noise accompanied the parade to 
inform the Abilene people that the 
Tech was In town. The college band 
gave a brief concert after headquar-
ters had been'reached. Hundreds of 
Abilene citizens were at the station 
when the special arrived. 

The game was enn ,iat displayed 
real fight o n  the part of both teams, 
and fans say It was one of the best 
games they have ever Witnessed. It 
looked for awhile as if neither team 
would be able to score, but Alford soon 
broke the suspense with a perfect 
field goal booted from the 30-yard 
line. 

Tech's touchdown came In the last 
minute of the first half by a sensa-
tional field run by Wooldridge' who 
received a pans from Alford on the 
26-yard line. He lacked six inches of 
going over, but scored the touchdown 
with a line plunge. 

A. C. C. scored their touchdown on 
a 11-yard pass In the last quarter.

That Tech has the largest proportional enrollment of' 

freshmen of any school in the South is an undeniable fact. 
By the same token the "transfer" enrollment is the highest 
based on a matter of percentage. These two facts in relation 
to the student body of the college are comparable to the pop 
ulation of the United States. It might be well said the Tech 
is a most American institution. The freshmen represent the 
native born element and the transfers are symbolical to the 
foreign representation. The very fact that so many different 
schools are represented in the student enrollment gives the 
school an opportunity to be a very cosmopolitan college. By 
judiciously selecting the better qualities of his late school and 
incorporating them into the being of the Tech each transfer 
can confer a lasting good on the quality of the school. On 
the other hand a few radicals can play havoc with the estab- 
lishment of desirable precedents and it will take a new col- 
lege years to overcome the harmful influences thus brought 
to bear on it in its infancy. As a suggestion as to necessary 
additions and improvements the mentioning of Student A. 
ciations do not form them. It takes work and most of the 
work must be done by students with experience. Placing the 
self government of a college into the hands of entirely new 
and untried officials would be disastrous, but these same peo- 
ple with the guiding hand of some experienced person to aid 
them could easily establish a student association that would 
be the model of the nation's colleges. For these and many 
other reasons each transfer must be careful and not make 
any unthoughted or rash steps to the detriment of the school 
that bids well to become the largest in the state. 

TITLES 
Ilt is understood that Tech faculty members. who do not 

hold degrees carrying with them the title of "Doctor" are oft- 
en embarrassed because students have formed the habit et 
using the title in addressing them. One sure way of eliminal- 
ing the annoyance would be to drop the titles entirely whct, 
addressing faculty members. It is not at all improper to do 
such a thing. However, the errors may be avoided by a bet- 
ter acquaintance with degrees. The following are represent- 
ed in the Tech: A. M., A. B., M. S., S. M., E. E, B Lit, B Mos, 
F. A. G. 0., LI.. D., Ph. D. Of these only the last two carry 
the title of doctor. These degrees are held by President 
Horn. Dean Gordon, W. T. Read, W. L. Ray, Leroy T. Patton, 
J. C. Granbery, E. F. George, W. A. Jackson, and Dr. Pfleu 
ger. 

CAUTION 
In one of the very first convocations of students, Dr. 

Horn spoke of the danger of riding outside automobiles, or 
"swinging on," and cautioned students against this careless 
manner of riding. During the first half of the first term, and 
within less than five weeks, two Tech students were injure , : 
because of this careless practice. The first receivd a bacil3 
injurd foot and the second victim is still in the hospital suf- 
fering from an injured leg. Neither of these fellows will ever 
ride the outside of a car again, but they paid a precious price 
for the knowledge that one is inviting trouble when riding 
in this manner. Others may be cautious without paying such 
a price.
