DEATH COMES TO US 
HERE is hardly a young person 

T Lubbock with access to a car 
who has not "made the dips" at 
one time or another. The run was 
made on the theory that they ap-
peared dangerous but actually were 
not. I knew a family once who had 
a gentle. companionable saddle pony 
shat the children played with and 
trusted implicitly. In an inexplica-
hle mood the horse kicked one of 
the children in the head one day 
and killed him. This is much the 
same kind of accident. Such trage-
dies are made more terrible by the 
thought that nothing short of ac-
tual knowledge of the future could 
have warned to take another path, 

, act on a different impulse at that 
particular moment, or guard against 
.theater lurking in a casual susses-

. tion. We are a college family be-

. leaved of one of our number, r1.1.3/ 
srieved at the suffering and less 

'that has come to those students 
and their families with whom fate 
has dealt so harshly. 

Only a few days app a sunny. ex-
huberant, Irresponsible lad of the 
local high school died from a tragic 
accident that occurred in the high 
school gym. He was a senior—a 
member of the same class that 
would be graduating a certain little 
girl had she not met with a similar 
accident on the campus of the old 
high school less than three years 
ago. I am glad that I am not a per-
son faced with the task of assign-
ing meaning to death, disaster, and 
suffering. I could not pretend to 
find hope, merit, completion in 
death's awful annihilation. I would 
flee from the duty of standing on 
the brink pf a yawning grave and 
speaking words of assurance into 
the intolerable void of bereavement.  
I could not in honesty comfort With 
pious platitudes. The inscrutable 
mystery of death's dateless night 
baffles and silences me. No person 
in bereavement wishes to escape the 
Pain of it. He hugs its sting fiercely 
to his breast as all that he has left 
of his beloved. He feels, somehow. 
that if he can keep grief from mel-
lowing into sorrow he will defeat 
death. Yet nature has been kind 
enough to dull the realization of 
disaster. Shock stupefies the mind 
to the magnitude of Its loss. A film 
of unreality dims the consciousness 
A protective elation lightens grief's 
leaden soul until the mind gains 
strength for its burden and is able 
to bear up beneath calamity's full 
weight. 

All of us sooner or later fight 
this thing out. We must take things 
as they come. Death makes its daily 
visits and youth is also mortal. 
Death may have neither thyme not 
reason. It may not have a meaning 
further than what we see. We have 
IDy cfrelew bad as rite when we mast 
and to surrender personalities knit 
re, our very souls when capricious 
fate so wills. We can only bear one 
another's burdens. suffer with those 
that suffer. share the eorrows of 
our fellows. The silent clasp of a 
friend's hand means apmething. Yet 
life assumes a grimmer aspect. Sor-
row, they say, enriches the soul and 
someday we may attain the faith of 
Whittler when he wrote: 

I know not what the future hath 
Of marvel or surprise, 

Assured alone that life and death 
His mercy underlies. 

I know not where his islands lift 
Their fronded palm sin air; 

I only know I cannot drift
