NO CASUAL’MATTER --

The signing of a contract of 
sale is an extremely important 
step in the purchase of a home. 
Once buyer and seller have sign­
ed they are bound by .the provi­
sions of the contract. Their re­
spective legal rights in the trans­
action are thereby'set, and deter­
mined; If^fche contract is poorly 
and haphazardly drawn, a bar

[.cats,. foxes, cows, skunks, etc.,
and when any of these animals 
are afflicted with the disease,
they are likely to go mad.' arid 
attack any animal or human 
with whom they come in con­
tact. Rabies is a very deadly di­
sease and animals carrying an 
active case only live a very few 
days. But, when they die the 
disease does not die with them. 
It can be picked up by other 
animals and spread again and 
again.

There is only one way to pre­
vent rabies and that is to have 
all animals inoculated against it. 
Animals that ,:are . susceptible - to 
the disease should be vaccinated 
at least once every 12 mouths.
