Abilene, Texas, March 8.—The 
five-story, fireproof, modern 
sanitarium building to be known 
as the West Texas Baptist San­
itarium-has. recently been com­
pleted in this city at a cost of 
$150,000 for the structure iself. 
Plan s 'are now under way by 
the Board of Trustees of the in­
stitution for the furnishing and 
putting into operation the mod­
em hospital plant at an early 
date. A big rally of Baptists of 
this section in the interest of the 
sanitarium is scheduled for April 
4, with Dr. George W. Truett of 
Dallas as the speaker of the oc­
casion.

Doctors from a large section 
of West Texas, including the 
second medical district of the 
state and adjoining counties, 
have been invited to attend a 
special all-day session in this city 
on March 12 and will be enter­
tained by the sanitarium board 
at a luncheon. First official and 
public inspection o f the building 
will be made on this occasion by 
the visiting members of the med­
ical profession. The all-day ses­
sion is scheduled in connection 
with a regular meeting of the 
Taylor County Medical Associa­
tion, and leading physicians ' of 
the state have been secured to 
address  ̂the assemblage in the 
afternoon.

Sometime before the first of 
April the sanitarium board is 
planning a general opening of 
the building to the people of 
Abilene. Later a special opening 
is to be' arranged for the stu­
dents o f Simmons College, whom 
the ihstitotionis particularly de­
signed to serve, the building be­
ing only one block from the col­
lege Campus. Under the inspira­
tion of the completion: of the new 
hospital plant a  pre-medic club 
of some’ fourteen members was 
organized during the past week 
at the collage.
