Funeral aerviccs were held at 
her home Wednesday, a t 10:30 
a, m., who died on Tuesday, 
September 20th,at 8.00 a. m. in 
the Santa Anna Hospital where 
she had been a p a tien t since'the 
previous Thursday.

Rev. Nolan Fisher, pastor of 
the First Methodist Church, and 
Rev. W. F. Smith of Waco, a 
former pastor, officiated a t the 
services. Bro. Smith and wife 
came a t the week end to see Mrs, 
Perry and it was known she 
wanted him to take part in her 
funeral services.

Mary Elizabeth Bond was born 
near San Antonio February 28th, 
1809, being 80 years old a t the 
time of death; She was married 
to  T. T. Perry, October 7th, 1885 
a t Bracketsville. ■

They moved with, two children 
to Santa Anna In 1888 to their 
home in the southwest part of 
town, known as the Malioney 
addition, where they reared their 
children and which has continu­
ed to be the Perry home during 
the 67 years and to the present 
time. . .

Mrs. Perry’s health had been 
failing fast since the first of 
June and she had been seriously 
ill the last two weeks.

She was the oldest member in 
point of years,- of the First 
Methodist Church when .she died. 
She had also been.‘a member of 
the Order o t , Eastern Star for 
many yeans.

Mrs. Perry's father had a stage 
coach stand and store at 
B ra c k e tsv ille w h e re  drivers 
changed teams.- Bhe wrote a 
story sevejal years ago entitled, 
"I Remember Stage Coach Days”, 
which was sold to a .well known 
magazine, but has not yet, been 
published.

Mrs. Perry is survived bv lour 
daughters: Ida Perry -Jones o! 
Shields, Flossie Perry Davis' of 
I,os Angeles, Calif., An/,o Perry 
Steward of. San Angelo-and lone 
Perry Baton of Santa Anna.

Another daughter, Sadie Perry 
Taylor died .--in the.-Pcrry home 
exactly two months to the day 
and hour preceding Mrs- Perry, 
unduly-20th. She had -come from 
Sun Antonio to ns,site in the cure, 
of her -mother.- Mrs. Perry: is.also 
survived by ,6 grandchildren- and
