Grant Awarded To Gorman
For Community Project

Abilene, Texas—The West Central Texas Workforce Development
Board is pleased to announce that the city of Gorman has been awarded a
$5,000 grant to be applied toward the renovation and update of the city
park located in the downtown area. The city park project is the first phase
of a downtown revitalization project that was initiated through a commu-
nity-wide visioning process. The grant was one of seven grants presented
on Friday, June 2, 2006 as the culmination of a two-day community plan-
ning retreat hosted by the Workforce Board at the MCM Elegante Hotel in
Abilene.

Ten communities in the 19-county West Central Texas region were rep-
resented at the retreat, and each team received assistance in developing
proposals for community development projects. Project proposals and
grant requests were presented and reviewed by a panel of evaluators rep-
resenting the Workforce Board. Based on an evaluation process that also
included input from workshop participants, $25,000 was awarded for a
variety of projects deemed to have a measurable impact on the economic
development of the sponsoring community. According to Mary Ross,
Executive Director for the Workforce Board, "Gorman has bgen working
hard over the past several months and has created a community develop-
ment plan that is both ambitious and results-oriented. We are pleased to
be able to assist them, and we look forward to their continued progress."

The West Central Texas Workforce Development Board is one of 28
boards in the state charged with oversight and policy-making responsibil-
ity for workforce and training programs in a nineteen county region. Fund-
ing for the community development grants was made available by the
Board for economic development efforts. Additional funding has been
allocated for three board leadership workshops to be held in Coleman,
Cisco, and Snyder on June 27-29. The board leadership workshops will
be targeted to volunteer board members of chambers of commerce, eco-
nomic development corporations, hospital boards, school boards, city coun-
cils, commissioners courts, and non-profit boards.

Order Prohibiting Certain
Fireworks In Areas 0Of County

WHEREAS, the Texas Forest Service has determined that drought conditions ex-
ist in Eastland County; and

WHEREAS, on the 12th of June, 2006 the Commissioner’s Court of Eastland
County has determined that the normal danger of fire in the unincorporated areas of
Eastland County is greatly enhanced by the extremely dry conditions now existing.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Commissioner’s Court of Eastland County adopts this
order prohibiting the sale or use of restricted fireworks in the unincorporated areas
of Eastland County.

A. No person may sell, detonate, ignite, or in any way use fireworks classified
under 49 C.ER. part, 173.100(r)(2) (10-1-86 edition), as “‘skyrockets with sticks”
and “missiles with fins” in any portion of the unincorporated area of Eastland County.

B. Order regulates fireworks in the unincorporated areas of Eastland County as
Authorized by local Government Code, Section 352.051 and that we specifically
designate the point of La Mancha Guest Ranch at Lake Leon as a safe “area” from
sundown until 11:00 p.m.

C. This Order does not prohibit:

1. common fireworks, small in size classified as Class C explosives:

2. large fireworks devices designed primarily to produce visible or audible
effects by combustion, deflagration, or detonation and classified as Class B explo-
sive by the U. S. Dept. of Trans. [Tex. Occ. Code, Chapter 2154].

D. A person commits an offense if the person knowingly or intentionally vio-
lates a Prohibition established by this Order. An offense under this Order is a Class
C Misdemeanor.

June 1 & 2 five local residents of Gorman traveled to Abilene to par-
ticipate in the West Central Texas Workforce Development Board’s Com-
munity Development Workshop. Representing our community was GISD
Superintendent David Perry, Gorman EDC Board member and commu-
nity activist Cliffa Vaughn, Gorman GROW Secretary Diane Casey, City
Secretary Tacy Warren, and EDC Director Lori Dodd.

$7.2 Million obligated to Texas for public agen-
cies

AUSTIN, Texas — Families and individuals who suffered damage from
Texas Wildfires have been approved to receive more than $5.5 million
in disaster assistance, including grants from the U. S. Department of
Homeland Security’s Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA)
and loans from the U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA).

Disaster assistance may include grants to help pay for temporary hous-
ing, minor home repair and other serious disaster-related expenses not
covered by insurance or other sources. Disaster assistance covers basic
needs and does not normally compensate applicants for their entire loss.
SBA also offers low-interest disaster loans for homeowners, renters and
business owners.

The federal disaster declaration covers 22 counties in Texas: Ander-
son, Bastrop, Caldwell, Callahan, Cooke, Deaf Smith, Eastland, Erath,
Gray, Guadalupe, Hood, Hutchinson, Johnson, Kerr, Montague, Palo
Pinto, Parker, Potter, Roberts, Tarrant, Wheeler and Wise.

Continuing Our Energy Leadership

For more than 100 years, starting with the legendary Spindletop oil
field near Beaumont, Texas has been a leading energy producer in the
U.S. and the world. Now, a page is turning — and Texas is again in the
forefront of global energy developments.

Two Texas cities — Odessa and Jewett — are among the 12 national
finalists to host the design, construction and operation of “FutureGen,”
the world’s first near-zero-emissions coal-powered generation plant.

FutureGen is a demonstration project launched by President Bush in
2003 to test new technology in refining coal and generating electricity.
If successful, FutureGen technologies could help lower energy costs,
increase domestic energy resources and eliminate sources of harmful air
pollutants.

Last month, the U.S. Department of Energy selected Odessa and Jewett
to compete with cities from our nation’s leading coal-producing states,
including West Virginia, Illinois and Wyoming. The winning site will be
announced next summer.

FutureGen may sound complex, but its concept is fairly simple. It
uses a chemical process to release the energy from coal — known as gas-
ification — rather than burning the coal to achieve the same result.

More specifically, coal gasification is an innovative way to chemi-
cally break down coal using heat and pressure. The chemical reactions
produce clean-burning gases that are used to generate electricity as well
as other valuable by-products that can be sold for industrial use.

The FutureGen plant will also use technology to capture and safely
store harmful carbon dioxide emissions before their release into the at-
mosphere. The carbon dioxide can be piped to oil fields, where it can
then be used to help extract valuable fossil fuels.

FutureGen, and projects like it, represent a scientific attempt to meet
our energy needs. By contrast, Texas’ previous success in energy often
relied on big dreams and a large dollop of good fortune.

The Tyler Morning Telegraph newspaper described hgy one major
East Texas oil field was discovered:

“Columbus Marion ‘Dad’ Joiner, a man in his 60s, was broke and
depressed when he went to sleep along a seawall in Galveston one night
in 1926 and had a vision that he would find the biggest oil field in the
world in East Texas.

“When he awoke, he sketched the topography of the place he saw in
his dream. He later walked and hitchhiked his way to Rusk County and
believed he had found that visionary place on Daisy Bradford’s land.

“She leased him the land and he drilled three wells and the third one
finally came in — and it was the biggest oil field in the world.” The field
ultimately supplied vast amounts of energy to the Allies in World War II.

Another great believer, Rupert Ricker, a lawyer in Big Lake, picked a
spot to drill in Reagan County where local folks just knew that no oil
existed. Well, it did after all.

Santa Rita Number 1 came in on May 28, 1923, giving birth to an-
other Texas behemoth, the Big Lake oilfield, and launching production
in the legendary Permian Basin. The state has benefited greatly. Over
the years, Santa Rita Number 1 has provided about $1 billion to the
state’s Permanent University Fund.

Now a new generation of visionaries, which includes local and state
leaders and scientists at the University of Texas at Austin, are turning
their eyes toward another abundant Texas resource: our coal.

Either Odessa or Jewett is a perfect fit for FutureGen. The Odessa
site boasts a strong West Texas expertise 1n the storage and transporta-
tion of carbon dioxide and its use in enhanced oil recovery. The Jewett
site, in east-central Texas, offers an abundant supply of coal.

Many people would be surprised to learn that Texas 1s the nation’s
fifth-largest producer of coal, the top consumer of coal in the U.S. and
has a 200-year reserve of lignite coal. A carbon dioxide storage facility
in Texas would help unearth more of our oil and gas reserves, which in
turn could boost much-needed domestic production.

Texas is no stranger to alternative fuel technology. Earlier this month,
Abilene hosted the nation’s largest-ever conference on wind power. With
our turbine fields in West Texas, our state runs a close second only to
California in generating wind-produced megawatts of electricity.

We're also poised to tap solar power as a serious source of energy.
With our vast acreage and sunny climate, Texas solar-resource potential
ranks first in the nation. The energy from sunshine falling on a single
acre of land in West Texas is capable of producing the energy equivalent
of 800 barrels of oil each year.

Texas has long provided America with valuable energy resources.
Even as oil and gas reserves in major Texas fields have gradually de-
clined over the years, Texas remains the headquarters of the world’s en-
ergy industry. It would be entirely fitting if the technology that fuels
future generations of our global energy supply is developed in Texas as
well — in Jewett, Odessa or elsewhere.

America
and its allies in the War on Terror won a significant victory when our
troops killed the Jeader of al-Qaeda in Iraq, Abu Musab al-Zargawi.

that our military and intelligence gathering efforts are paying off. As the - |

new Iraqi political structure takes shape and the terrorist networks are
dismantled in Irag, America and its allies come closer to victory.

There are some who subscribe to the theory that the United States would
be safer if we pulled our troops out of Iraq and Afghanistan and kept to
ourselves. But U.S. troops were not in Baghdad in 1993 when terrorists
attacked the World Trade Center for the first time. U.S. troops were not in
Afghanistan when terrorists attacked U.S. embassies in Kenya and Tanza-
nia. U.S. troops were not fighting a full-scale War on Terror when 19
terrorists hijacked planes and crashed them into buildings in New York
and Virginia in 2001.

Whether it is al-Qaeda or groups like Hezbollah and Ansar al-Islam (a
group that has operated in Iraq since 2001), these terrorists share the com-
mon goal of bringing the United States to its knees. This will be their goal
as long as Americans possess the religious and other individual freedoms
that are the essence of our nation's identity. As a result, we must take the
fight to the terrorists and ensure that they find no safe harbor.

USDA Extends CRP Contracts

The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) decided last Wednesday
to allow the option of extending Conservation Reserve Program (CRP)
contracts for all Bailey and Kent County farmers with expiring contracts.
USDA made the right move by allowing these additional extensions. Bailey
and Kent County farmers will now have more time to make the transition
away from the CRP land and to better plan for their farms' futures.

USDA's decision means that all farmers in these counties with CRP
contracts expiring between 2007 and 2010 can extend those contracts for
a set length of time based on the environmental benefits produced from
their enrolled land. A large number of those CRP contracts are set to
expire beginning in 2007, and the extensions will help prevent large
amounts of land from leaving the program all at once, thus providing a
smoother transition. Without this change, thousands of acres in 14 coun-
ties nationwide, including 40,000 acres in Bailey County alone, would
not have had the extension option.
