Eastland County Judge Brad Stephenson reported to us that he felt like Santa had come on Monday as he 
passed out checks from FEMA to eight Volunteer Fire Departments consisting of Eastland, Cisco, Ranger, 
Desdemona, Gorman, Carbon, Owens and Olden received money they had applied for from the Federal Emer-
gency Management Agency to cover costs in fighting the New Year's Day wildfire. "This is like having Christ-
mas in August for the Departments in Eastland County," Stephenson explained. The best surprise of all came 
in the presentation of a 2003 Fleetwood Providence Motor Home which will be converted to a Command 
Center to be used by any of the departments that need it. The mobile command center was donated by Farris 
and Dan Wilks, owners of Wilks Masonary of Cisco. The U.S. Department of Homeland Security is providing 
another $30,000 to outfit the unit. Stephenson applauded the Wilkses, calling their contribution "VERY SPE-
CIAL." Judge Stephenson reported that the are fire chiefs called a command center their biggest need espe-
cially after the Jan. 1 fire, in which more than 500 volunteer fire fighters and support staff from 50 departments 
from across the state assisted. The unit should be fully outfitted within six to eight weeks. We have collabora-
tive rural agreements with other rural fire departments as well as other law enforcement agencies. This will be 
a fantastic resource, said Stephenson.

Pastor Rufus Kamalakar was the guest speaker at New Hope Baptist 
ahurch on Sunday, August 13. Pastor Rufus is the Director of Abundant 
Wife Ministerial Associates (ALMA) in Nellore, India. Rufus' father, the 

Rev. C. Kamalakar, founded ALMA which has grown to be a large multi- 
faceted ministry widely known throughout South India. 

Both New Hope and First FruitsiChristian Fellowship actively partici-
pate with ALMA in the ministry among the Yanadi tribal people located 
mainly in the state of Andra Pradesh. 

In addition to the evangelistic and church planting ministry which now 
numbers 278 "New Hope" congregations,ALMA also operates an orphan-
age, currently caring for 65 children. A recent addition to the ministry is a 
medical clinic in the city of Nellore from which medical personnel con-
duct three "medical camps" in three tribal villages each month. 

A two-year evangelist training program was established by Rev. 
Kamalakar which to date has trained 125 evangelists who serve the vil-
lage congregations who are a part of ALMA. These evangelists are con-
sistently reaching out into additional tribal villages with the Gospel. 

A nutrition ministry which provides milk and eggs for tribal village 
children, young mothers, and the elderly currently serves some 900 indi-
viduals on a weekly basis. 

ALMA was one of the first organizations to be engaged in tsunami 
relief efforts after the tsunami struck the east coast of India in 2004. They 
met emergency food supply needs, provided new nets to fishermen so 
they could return to work and support their families, and built many houses 
for those whose homes were destroyed by the tsunami. 

ALMA also hosts numerous youth conferences and pastor conventions 
which are open to all denominations and are attended by thousands of 
youth and pastors each year. 

Rufus' parents, the Rev. C. Kamalakar and Lalitha, visited Gorman on 
various occasions prior to Rev. Kamalakar's death in 2004. Numerous 
members of both the New Hope and First Fruits congregations have made 
ministry trips to India in recent years. 

Rufus will also be attending the Community Men's Prayer Breakfast at 
the Gorman Methodist Church on Wednesday, August 16.

Protecting Our Coast While 
Increasing Energy Supply 

Gasoline prices are again hitting an historic high this summer. The 
combination of a strong economy, high worldwide energy demand, con-
flict in the Middle East and a basic shortfall in supply directly translates 
into a real problem for all of us. 

Earlier this month, corrosion in an aging Alaska feeder pipeline that 
carries about eight percent of U.S. oil production forced British Petro-
leum to shut it'down temporarily. This new setback caused another spike 
in world crude oil prices and threatened to send the cost of a gallon of gas 
even higher. 

What is COngress doing about the problem? We're pushing ahead in 
developing alternative sources of clean energy from solar and wind power. 
We're researching new ways to make coal, gas and nuclear energy safer 
and environmentally friendly. 
• But in the near-term, it's obvious America must concentrate on in-
creasing its own supply of traditional fuels. Congress can do many things, 
but it can't repeal the law'of supply and demand. As we expand our do-
mestic energy supplies, we have.to ensure that the quality of life, in Texas 
and elsewhere, is fully protected. 

We took•a major step forward on all counts recently when the Senate, 
in a strong show of bipartisanship, approved a measure to allow increased 
energy production on offshore federal lands in the Gulf. 

The Gulf of Mexico Energy Security Act of 2006 will allow the en-
ergy industry access to more than 8.3 million acres in a region south of 
the Alabama-Florida state line in the eastern and central Gulf waters. It 
will make, available more than t25 billion barrels of oil and 5.8 trillion 
cubic feet of natural gas. 
• That is more than the proventil reserves of Wyoming and Oklahoma 
combined. The natural gas supply would be enough to heat and cool nearly 
six million homes for 15 years. 

The House of Representatives has passed an even more expansive ver-
sion of the bill. It appears most members of Congress agree that America 
must expand production of its domestic reserves. The two versions will 
be reconciled in a conference committee in September. 

One significant provision in.the Senate bill divides 37.5 percent of 
royalties from new production among four Gulf states—Texas, Louisi-
ana, Mississippi, and Alabama—to fund coastal protections and safeguards. 
This is a huge increase over current state offshore royalty sharing, which 
averages around two percent. 

An additional. 12.5 percent of those federal royalties will be directed 
to the Land and Water Conservation Fund, which provides conservation 
grants to all states. The sum total will mean hundreds of millions of addi-
tional dollars for environmental protection. 

The bill calls for Gulf states to use the royalties to support increased 
efforts to conserve critical coastal habitats and wetlands and to shore up 
infrastructure and public service needs along their coasts. It complements 
a provision in the 2005 federal energy bill, the Coastal Impact Assistance 
Program, which includes funding for a comprehensive strategy to protect 
marine species, coastal wildlife and conservation efforts. 

The Texas General Land Office [GLO] will lead the effort to direct 
use of the federal royalties in Texas. Its roadmap is the "Coastal 2020" 
plan, a thoughtful blueprint for addressing the impact of many activi-
ties—natural and manmade—on our Texas coastline. 

One ongoing problem to be addressed with the new funds will be coastal 
erosion, caused by numerous factors including sediment loss, changes in 
freshwater inflows, ship wakes, and stormsoo name's few. Unless dealt 
with, erosion can cause the loss of homes and even roads, such as the 26 
miles of State Highway 87, which once connected Galveston to the Sabine 
Pass. Erosion also exposes key economic assets, including our massive 
refining facilities, to storm-surge damage. 

One-fourth of our entire state population lives along the Texas coast. 
Tourists spend more than $7.5 billion annually visiting that area. Three of 
the top 10 ports in America are on the Texas coast, with more than 66 
million short tons of cargo moving along the Texas coast each year. 

The Texas coast is vital to the economy of both the state and the na-
tion. It must be protected. I'm confident that these increased federal en-
ergy royalties can help finance permanent safeguards against natural and 
man-made threats to our coastal environment. 

Energy is fundamental to our quality of life and economy in Texas and 
America. So too is the preservation of our cherished coastal lands and 
habitats. Through responsible stewardship, we can fulfill our responsibil-
ity in both areas—increasing domestic energy supplies without harming 
our glorious Texas coastline. 

Sen. Cornyn is a member of the following Senate Committees: Armed
