Operation Iraqi Freedom is the official name given to military
operations involving members of the U.S. armed forces and coalition
forces participating in efforts to free and secure Iraq. Mission objec-
tives focus on force protection, peacé;kccping. stabilization, security and
counter-insurgency operations as the Iraqi transitional governing bodies
assume full sovereign powers to go{rern the peoples of Iraq.

The pedometer is a porta-
ble device that measures a person’s

physical activity level throughout ,

the day.~ Pedometers are 'afford=
able, reliable, and can be used as

“a motivational tool. Though they

are designed to be worn at the
waist, they can also be worn in
other locations, such as the arm
or ankle. The critical element is
that it be worn in the same loca-
tion regularly to track functional
activity, such as transportation to
and from work or school, activity
expended during the day, as well as
structured fitness activities. If you
have not used one before, do try
- - 1t is interesting to find out how
many steps you take or do not take
when at work or at home. For in-
stance - if you drive to work - then
sit down a lot of the day in front
of a computer and then drive home
again and collapse in front of the
television then a pedometer will let
you know how far or near you are
to the 10,000 daily recommended
number of steps. Pedometers can
be useful guides when working out
a program to increase your fitness
and/or weight loss. One mile 1s ap-
proximately 2000 steps. Gradually
build up to 10,000 steps a day by
adding another 200-500 steps each
week. There are a lot of differ-
ent pedometers on the market, so
here is a list of features to consider
when purchasing your pedometer.
Do you want it to measure in miles,
kilometers, or both? Do you want
it to tell you the time taken to do
your steps and work out your av-
erage speed? Should it have a
running mode as well as a waling
mode? Do you need a panic alarm?
Do you want it to have a radio?
Would a stop watch be useful to
you? Does the clip look strong?
Does 1t have a lid to stop you acci-
dentally pressing the buttons? Has
it a motion sensitivity device which
you can adjust? Waling is one of
the easiest ways to exercise every
day and a pedometer will help you
track your progress and motivate
you to keep walking. All you have
to do is put on some co9mfortable
shoes, clip on your pedometer and
put one foot in front of the other. 1
encourage you to give walking and
using a pedometer a try. What bet-
ter way to try out your new pedom-
eter than to join Eastland County
in the “Walk Across Texas” on
May 3, 2008 at its kick-off.

News From Eastland Go. District Attorney

GRAHAM MAN GETS FOUR YEARS FOR
UNAUTHORIZED USE OF A MOTOR VEHICLE

Jesse Dale Gardner Jr., 23, formerly of Graham, was convicted
and sentenced to four years confinement after entering a plea of guilty to
Unauthorized Use of a Motor Vehicle.

Gardner was arrested on October 6, 20078 after committing
the offense in Eastland. The investigation was conducted by the City of
Eastland Police Department.

Unauthorized use of a motor vehicle is a state jail felony car-
rying a punishment range of up to two years confinement in a state jail
facility. Because Gardner had previously been twice convicted of a state
jail felony, the Eastland County Criminal District Attorneys Office used
these priors to enhance the punishment to that of a third degree felony.

MULTIPLE PROBATIONERS GET REVOKED

Steven R. Herod, presiding judge in the 91st District Court re-
voked the probation of Marcus Antonio Duffie, 25, on April 28, 2008.
Duffie, formerly of Ft. Worth had previously been placed on four years
probation on March 10, 2005 for tampering with physical evidence.
The Court sentenced Duffie to 2 years in a state prison for violating the
terms and conditions of his probation.

Herod also revoked the probation of Amanda Lynn Evans,
31,0n April 28,2008. Evans, formerly of Ranger, had previously been
placed on five years probation on March 20, 2006 for a felony drug of-
fense. The Court sentenced Evans to 16 months in a state jail facility for
violating the terms and conditions of her probation.

The following day on April 29, 2008, Herod revoked the pro-
bation of SHANON DON LITTON, 31. Litton, formerly of Coleman,
had previously been placed on four years probation on October 20, 2006
for a felony drug offense. The Court sentenced Litton to 4 years in
prison for violating the terms and conditions of his probation.

That same afternoon, April 29, 2008, Herod revoked the proba-
tion of MISTY NICOLE MOODY, 28. Moody, formerly of Ranger,
had previously been placed on four years probation on May 22,2006 for
a felony drug offense. In February 2008, Moody was ordered to submit
to a Court Ordered Residential Treatment Center but failed to remain
there. The Court sentenced Moody to 18 months in a state jail facility
for violating the terms and conditions of her probation.
