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When it comes to severe weather events, the key to successful response - and survival 
- is preparedness. Every year the National Weather Service, Governor's Division of Emergency 
Management. local officials and emergency managers throughout Texas work together to recognize 
SEVERE WEATHER AWARENESS WEEK. This year it is set for February 22 - 28, 2009. As a part 

it

Severe Weather Week, we want to remind our residents to update their emergency plans, double 

ck emergency supply kits and get prepared for tornadoes, floods, hail, straight-line windstorms 

un other hazardous events. 	 . 
Following a disaster, officials and relief workers will provide assistance, but they will not 

be able to reach everyone immediately. To sustain your family before help arrives, prepare a disaster 
supplies kit. It is best to keep your emergency supplies in portable containers (such as plastic tubs) 

in case you need to evacuate. If you do this, you can be ready to leave much more quickly. 

Your kit should include the following items: 
Bottled water • Food (non-perishable foods such as canned meats. fruits and vegetables) 
First-aid kit and an adequate supply of prescription medicines • Battery-operated radio 

Flashlight • Extra batteries • Signal flares and matches 
Special items for babies, the elderly or disabled persons 

Important documents (kept in waterproof containers) such as insurance policies, deeds, 
titles, stocks, birth certificates, passports, wills, immunization records, etc. 

More tornadoes strike Texas than any other state. They can occur at any time of year, in-
cluding winter, but are most frequent from mid-March through May. They are also common during 
hurricanes. To prepare for these violent storms, there are several precautions you can take: 
• Seek shelter in an interior room on the lowest floor of your home, such as a bathroom, closet or 
room without windows. Cover yourself with a mattress or cushions. 
• In an office building, go to an interior room or hallway on the lowest floor. 
• If You are in a mobile home, get out and rake shelter in a nearby building. If there are none, lie 
flat in a ditch or ravine. 
• Never star inside a car. Get out and• lie flat in a ditch or a ravine. If a building is nearby, take 
shelter inside. Do not try to outrun a tornado in your car. 
• If you are in open country, take cover in a low spot away from trees. 
• Learn the difference benveen a Tornado Watch and a Tornado Warning. A Tornado Watch means 
watch the sky. A Tornado Warning means a tornado is on the ground and you must seek shelter im-
mediately. 

In the past few years, wildfire has become a great danger in our area. Here are some tips 
you can use all year to lessen the likelihood of a wildfire starting on your property and help yourself 
as a homeowner from the threat of a wildfire that may emerge around you. 

Clear a 30 to 50 foot wide safe°• zone around your home or business. Keep trees and 
shrubs pruned so vegetation is awayfrom buildings. Remove dead vegetation and dispose of rubbish 
and debris. 

Mow your grass regularly. - 
Make sure fire trucks can get to your house and outbuildings in an emergency. 
Keep your chimney in good condition, and ensure that it has a spark screen. 
Have enough garden hose to reach aU the structures on your property. 
Keep fire tools (shovels, buckets, rakes, and saws) handy. 
Have a ladder that can reach your roof. 
Observe burning bans announced by local goverment: Don't burn- debris outdoors wheri 

it is windy and never leave a fire unattended. 
Soak grill or fireplace ashes in water for a day before disposing of them. 
Stack firewood well away from your home and, if possible, uphill of it.

MAN NETS (5) SIX YEAR PRISON SENTENCES 
Fred Dwayne Phillips, formerly of Cisco, is now an inmate await-

ing transfer to state prison to serve five sentences of six (6) years each for 

Indecency With a Child by Exposure. Phillips had previously been placed on 

probation in three of the cases in November of 2006 when he entered pleas 

of guilty to exposing himself to a child. 

On November 16, 2008, Cisco Police Officers received a call 

that a man had exposed himselein the doorway of his home to two other 

children under the age of 17. The children were in an automobile driven 

by an adult and viewed Phillips standing in his doom-as nude as they were 

driving down a Cisco street. 

The District Attorneys Office filed two new cases of Indecency 

With a Child by Exposure and caused a Motion to Revoke Probation to be 

tiled in Phillip's three cases where he had previously received community 

supervision. 

91st District Judge Steven R. Herod revoked Philip's probation 

and sentenced him to prison in the 91st District Courtroom of Eastland 

County for six years in each case. After accepting a plea of guilty in the two 

new cases, Phillips was sentenced to six years confinement in each of those 

cases. Indecency With a Child by Exposure is a third degree felony and car-

ries a maximum penalty of ten Years confinement. 

MAN GETS 5 YEARS CONFINEMENT FOR 
DRIVING WHILE INTOXICATED 

Christopher Earl Hodge, formerly a city of Ranger resident, is 

now an inmate awaiting transfer to state prison to serve a 5-year sentence 

for Driving While Intoxicated —Third Offense. 

Hodge had previously pled guilty to the charge on October 27, 

2008 and received a 84,000 and community supervision (probation). On 

November 5, 2008, just nine clays after being placed on probation, the Dis-

trict Attorney's Office filed a motion to revoke community supervision al-

leging that Hodge had consumed alcohol and violated other provisions of his 

community supervision.

Implants Vs. Genetic Potential 
Growth implants have been shown in numerous studies to increase weith gain but decrease 

marbling. Montana State University researchers wanted to know if the effects were similar in cattle 
with differing genetic potential for growth, muscling, and marbling. In one study Angus steers sired 
by bulls high in EPD for retail product yield but near breed average for marbling and other traits 
were compared to steers sired by bulls high for marbling but near average for retail product and other 

its. Half of both sire groups received a combination implant when placed on feed. As expected, 
es from high retail-product sires were higher in that trait and calves from high-marbling sires 

. ere higher for that trait. Implanting increased carcass weight and reduced both marbling and 
tenderness, but did not affect Yield Grade. Response to implanting did not differ for the two sire 

groups. 
In a second study, half of groups of British-sired (BS) and Continental-sired (CS) steers 

and heifers received combination implants. CS had heavier carcasses, superior Yield Grades, and 
lower tenderness, but marbling did not differ. Implanting effects were the same as the first study, 
excewpt that implanted cattle had superior Yield Grade. There were no significant interactions be-
tween implanting and sire type, though CS-Implanted tended to be less tender than CS-nonimplant 
or either of the BS groups. (J.Animal Sci. 87:269)

Amarillo, Lubbock. Abilene, Brownwood, Midland/Odessa, Pecos. El Paso, Presidio, San Angelo, 
Del Rio, San Antonio. Laredo. Brownsville, Corpus Christi, Victoria, La Grange, Austin, Waco and 
Dallas/Fort Worth. 

"The combination of dry fuels, strong winds and critically low humidity will make fast 
moving wildfires," said Kent Prochazka, a National Weather Service meteorologist working with 
TFS. "Wildfires that start on Tuesday or Wednesday will be very difficult to control. " 

These potentially devastating wildfires can quickly endanger public safety and property. 
Citizens should be aware of the conditions and should not engage in activities that could lead to an 
accidental wildfire starts. In Texas. humans cause 95 percent of wildfires. 

Since the beginning of the winter 2009 wildfire season, which began on January 22, 2009, 
IFS has responded along with local fire departments to 167 wildfires for 27,563 acres. During the 
same period, local tire departments have reported an additional 1,149 wildfires for 24,095 acres ac-
cording to an online database managed by TFS.
