itself was over 109 on the surface. The Fab Four proved to be up for the 
task defeating everyone in the race and winning the Gold Medal for the 
school and town of Gorman. Zack Fox ran the first leg and the senior 
was absolutely awesome. He gave the Panthers a good lead handing 
off to junior all-state running back for the Panthers Matt Underwood. 
Sundown out of the Panhandle area of Texas made a move and ran an 
excellent leg but Underwood fought him off down the staight giving Ty-
son Swanner a slight lead at the halfway point. Swanner ran a real gutsy 
race nearly turning his ankle on the inside land barrier while sprinting 
the backside straightaway. However on the last straight the runner from 
Sundown pulled ahead of Gorman and took about a 10 meter lead go-
ing in to the last quarter of a mile. Senior Orlando Valenzuela however 
on this day would not be denied he made up most of the 10 meters on 
this first 200 and passed Sundown on the last curve and began to pull 
away in the final straight away. But it got a bit too exciting at the very 
end of the race when the race favorite from Blum closed on the entire 
group and finished in second place behind the Panthers. Water Valley 
who defeated Gorman at the Regional meet two weeks earlier in Abilene 
finished fourth. Sundown who ran a very tough race took Bronze medal 
finishing third. Of course the Mile Relay is the feature race of the meet 
and the kids from all the schools involved did not disappoint anyone in 
attendance. I believe this is the first Gold Medal awarded to Gorman 
High School in a relay race at the State Meet in Austin. The official 
time (fully automatic) was 3:27.02. It was just a little slower than the 
3:26.85 ran at the Regional finals two weeks prior but still fast enough 
to bring home the gold medal. Congratulations to these four outstanding 
athletes. They not only received the Gold Medal at State but own the 
school record in all three relays. These are the official times coverged 
to hand time. If you want to convert to a Full Automatic Time then you 
must add .24 .

During the past three (3) years, the cost of traditional nitrogen (N), phosphorus (P) and potassium 
(K) fertilizers has increased dramatically. This has left many forage producers looking for alternatives to 
traditional inorganic fertilizer. Basically, the only alternatives include manures such as broiler litter (N-P-K), 
biosolides (waste water treatment sludge, N-P), and the use of forage legumes (N). Producers most impacted 
by high fertilizer prices are those who own property with a poor history of appropriate soil fertility and hay 
producers. Many producers are being offered non-traditional nutrient, sources or application systems. Some 
of these approaches are based on questionable science or highly inflated claims of effectiveness. 
Planning 

The first step an agricultural producer should take prior to fertilizer application is to evaluate their 
property for production potential. The evaluation should include determining the yield potential of the acre-
age, obtaining soil samples and an analysis of each unique area of each field. Based on this evaluation the best 
use for each parcel of land should be determined. Dr. Tony Provin, Director of th Texas AgriLife Extension 
Service Soil, Water and Forage Testing Laboratory, strongly recommends collecting 10-15 individual soil 
cores for each individual area of land that should be managed and fertilized separately. Provin also encour-
ages producers to sample hay fields on a 10-acre basis, while grazing pastures should be sampled on a basis of 
not more than 40 acres per composted sample. Instructions for proper field sampling can be found at http:// 
soiltesting.tamu.edu. 

The physical process of collecting soil samples can provide important additional information to the 
producer. Provin stated that when obtaining soil samples, producers are encouraged to map their fields with 
regard to weed pressure, percentage of cover, and level and depth of shallow compaction, if any compaction is 
present. Failure to address these additional issues may reduce the overall economic response to fertilization. 

Once producers have obtained soil test recommendations and have developed field maps of their 
acreage, they should then consider both short-term and long-term management plans. Regarding some short-
term management options, Dr. Larry Redmon, Texas AgriLife Extension Service State Forage Specialist has 
been a strong proponent of reducing hay acreage to only the highest yielding areas, maximizing hay yields 
through good nutrient and harvest management, while using other less productive acreage as grazing areas. 
The price to produce well-fertilized hay this year will likely approach $125 per ton. Many producers, espe-
cially smaller producers, generally cannot justify the cost of purchasing and maintaining hay harvest equip-
ment. Couple this aspect with the cost for soil fertility associated with hay production and most producers will 
be better served simply purchasing their hay from reputable hay producers. Another cost savings approach 
that may be accomplished in the short-term involves the construction of a round bale hay storage barn. Hay, 
even in tight round bales, loses dry matter and nutritive value rapidly when exposed to rainfall and poor stor-
age conditions. Given the high prices of today's hay, Redmon has noted that hay barns often pay for them-
selves in just a few years simply by decreasing dry matter loss and forage nutritive value. Properly stored hay 
has been known to maintain its nutritive value for longer than 20 years. If a barn is not utilized, hay tarps can 
help minimize hay loss during storage. The rest of the news release will be in next week's Ag View Point.

Eastland County will be holding an election for a person to represent LAA 3, which is the southwest 
portion of the county. That position is currently held by Brandon Geye. Mr. Geye is eligible to run again. 

Ballots will be mailed to eligible voters by Nov. 3, and must be returned to the FSA county office or 
postmarked by Dec. 1, 2007. 

All farmers, ranchers, and other producers are encouraged to participate. The county committee 
provides local input on commodity price support loans and payments, yields, conservation programs, disaster 
assistance payments and other programs. They make many decisions that affect you as a producer, so these 
elections are important.

TWC Upholds Cease and Desist Order 
Issued to Dallas Health Career School 

AUSTIN — The Texas Workforce Commission (TWC) today upheld a cease and desist order issued 
in February against a Dallas-area career school advertised as offering courses preparing students to be licensed 
vocational nurses or registered nurses. Career Advanced Medical Clinic and Training, also known as Career 
Advanced, CATS Group Inc. and Career Advanced Tutoring Services was issued the order for failure to obtain 
a certificate of approval or exemption as required by the Texas Education Code. If Career Advanced does not 
close its doors within five calendar days 6f the order, the Texas Office of Attorney General will begin prosecu-
tion of the school owners. 

"These fly-by-night operations exploit vulnerable individuals with false promises of nursing licenses 
at a time when nurses are in such high demand," said TWC Chairman Tom Pauken. "Hopefully, this will serve 
as a warning to any other schools considering offering unlitensed, unapproved programs." 

Nurse training schools must obtain a certificate of approval from TWC, and all nursing courses must 
be approved by the Texas Board of Nursing in order for students to be eligible to take nurse licensing examina-
tions in Texas. 

Health care professions top the fastest-growing occupations in Texas, with an estimated growth rate 
of more than 33 percent over the next eight years. The need for registered nurses is expected to grow by 58,000 
positions, for a growth rate of almost 40 percent. 

"The need for nurses in Texas and around the country has led to the proliferation of uncertified 
schools," said TWC Commissioner Representing Employers Ron Lehman. "These schools are exploiting 
students who are paying large sums of money for unsanctioned training." 

A career school traditionally trains students for a field in a business, trade, or a technical or industrial 
occupation, or for avocational or personal improvement. Cease and desist orders are issued to a business if 
TWC has reason to believe the school is not in compliance with the Texas Education Code. Cease and desist 
orders are upheld by the TWC Commissioners after the school is unable to provide a successful appeal. 

"Nursing career schools must obtain TWC certification and Board of Nursing course approval,;' said 
TWC Commissioner Representing Labor Ronny Congleton. "We want to make sure these types of schools do 
not take advantage of students looking to join the workforce in the health care industry." TWC staff stateide 
monitors career school certification compliance, and can impose sanctions and/or an administrative penalty of 
up to $1,000 per day per violation for noncompliance. The Office of the Attorney General enforces cease and 
desist orders and can seek to collect civil penalties of up to $1,000 per day per violation. Pursuing such cases is 
the function of TWC's Regulatory Integrity Division, which is responsible for enforcing all regulatory statutes 
within the jurisdiction of the agency, encompassing career schools, child labor, Unemployment Insurance and 
workforce board sanctions.

MB APPROVES $975,000 LOAN 

TO TEE on OF EASTLAND 
AUSTIN - (April 29, 2008) - The Texas Water 

Development Board (TWDB) today approved financial 
assistance to the City of Eastland (City) for a loan in the 
amount of $975,000 from the Clean Water State Revolv-
ing Fund to finance wastewater system improvements, 
utilizing the pre-design funding option. 

The City's wastewater collection system has in-
sufficient capacity for the existing population. The City 
will use the loan proceeds to increase the capacity of, and 
rehabilitate portions of, the wastewater collection system. 
This includes adding approximately 6,000 feet of new re-
lief sewer line and increasing capacity at a lift station. 

The City is located in Eastland County approxi-
mately 56 miles east of Abilene, Texas on State Highway 
6 and Interstate Highway 20. The City serves 1,837 water 
and 1,590 sewer customers with a population of 3,910. 

The TWDB is the state agency charged with col-
lecting and disseminating water-related data, assisting 
with regional planning and preparing the State Water Plan 
for the development of the state's water resources, and 
administering cost-effective financial programs for the 
construction of water supply, wastewater treatment, flood 
control and agricultural water conservation projects.

To 
summarize, the letter states that the State Auditor's Office of Special Investigations has completed its investigation concerning allegations involving the misuse of grant funds and credit card accounts 
byGorman Independent School District and based upon the records and information reviewed, there is no evidence to support criminal prosecution of anyone presently or previously connected to the 
district. I felt it was extremely important for everyone in the Gorman community to know that their school board, past and present, as well as their previous superintendent were honorable men and 
women. M your present superintendent, I want you to know that we are not perfect, not one of us, and we will never do anything intentionally inappropriate in the discharge of our duty here at Gorman 
ISD and we will always be pro-active in looking for ways to improve upon our performance. We will do our best to keep you informed about what is going on at your school and invite you, as always, 
to be as involved with your child's education as you possibly can be. Should you ever have any concerns, please come by and see me. You are welcome anytime!

News From Eastland Co. District Attorney 
Brandon Rusk receives 25 years for Sexual Assault of a Child 

Brandon Rusk, 27, formerly of Cisco, was sentenced to a term of 25 years behind bars for the sexual 
assault of a teenage girl by State District Judge Steven R. Herod of the 91st District Court. Rusk was formerly 
sentenced Thursday for the deviant sexual act by Herod after entering a plea of guilty and accepting a plea 
bargain from the Criminal District Attorneys Office. Rusk had been set for a jury trial on May 2, 2008 but 
waived his right to a jury prior to being sentenced. 

Sexual Assault of a Child is a second degree felony carrying a possible sentence of two to twenty 
years confinement if the act occurs against a child younger than seventeen but fourteen or older. Because Rusk 
had previously been convicted of the felony offense of Hindering Apprehension in 2004, the District Attorneys 
Office used that conviction to enhance the punishment range. 

Rusk was arrested for the offense of sexual assault of a child after an investigation conducted by the 
Cisco Police Department. Defense attorney Chad Edgington of Eastland represented Rusk with Assistant 
Criminal District Attorney Brenda Seale Gray prosecuting. Rusk was also convicted of Assault Causing 
Bodily Injury on a young man arising out of the same incident. 

DRUG DEFENDANT SENTENCED TO PRISON FOR TWENTY YEARS 
Jeffrey Kyle Martin, 45, formerly of Abilene, is now an inmate awaiting transfer to state prison to 

serve a (20) twenty year sentence for Possession of a Controlled Substance, Methamphetamine, Less Than 
One Gram. Martin and two male passengers in the vehicle he was operating were apprehended on April 11, 
2008 by officers of the Cisco Police Department on N. Hwy. 6 near Cisco Jr. College. 

Presiding Judge Steven R. Herod sentenced Martin to prison in the 91st District Courtroom of East-
land County on May 1, 2008 after Martin entered a plea of guilty and agreed to accept a plea bargain from the 
Criminal District Attorneys Office. 

Possession of a Controlled Substance, Less Than One Gram is a state jail felony punishable by a 
maximum of two years confinement. Because Martin had previously been convicted of at least two prior felo-
nies, the Criminal District Attorneys Office enhanced the offense to a second degree felony with a punishment 
range of not less than 2 years nor more than 20 years confinement. The District Attorney's Office also caused 
to be filed, a seizure on the 2004 Chevrolet Avalanchetthat Martin was operating at the time of his arrest. 
Charges against both of Martin's passengers are still pending. 

Defense Attorney Kory Robinson of Abilene represented Martin with Criminal District Attorney 
Russ Thomason prosecuting. 

Third Cocaine Trafficker Receives 
Twenty-Five Year Prison Sentence 

Nicholas Tellez Martinez, age 41, is the third dealer in a wide-spread criminal organization to be held 
accountable in the 91st District Courtroom in Eastland County for his participation in the illegal distribution 
of cocaine in the State of Texas. On April 28, 2008, Martinez was found guilty of Engaging in Organized 
Criminal Activity and was sentenced to 25 years in the State penitentiary after entering into a plea bargain with 
the Eastland County Criminal District Attorneys Office. 

The investigation into this ring of cocaine traffickers began when an Eastland County State Trooper 
made a routine traffic stop on a vehicle driven by Louis Charles Collins, formerly of San Angelo. Collins 
was recently sentenced on February 14,2008 to 60 years in the State penitentiary — 25 years for Engaging in 
Criminal Activity, 25 years for Possession of Cocaine with Intent to Deliver, and 10 years for Bail Jumping 
and Failure to Appear. 

The Eastland Trooper found over one pound of cocaine concealed in a vehicle's air filter housing 
operated by Collins. Through the continued investigation by the Narcotics Division of the Texas Department 
of Public Safety, Nicholas Tellez Martinez was also tied to this large ring of cocaine traffickers. Indictments 
were returned in 2007 against 12 individuals as a result of DPS narcotics tracking the organization's illegal 
activities through various counties in the state going back to 2003. 

District Attorney Russ Thomason had said previously that he was honored when the DPS Narcotics 
Division chose the Office of the Criminal District Attorney in Eastland over other counties in which to pros-
ecute these cocaine traffickers. Thomason prosecuted the case with Defense Attorney John Saringer of the 
Wagstaff Firm.
