The Panthers took "a 
long" journey to Christoval on Fri-
day and were a bit sluggish in the 
beginning by having a hard time 
on defense of stopping the Cou-
gars. The Panther offense scored 
7 in the first aand 7 in the second 
period to lead by only 14-12 at 
halftime. They added 9 more in 
the third and 7 in the final period 
for a 30-20 victory. The Big Red 
defense finally came alive in the 
last half and held the Cougs to 8 
points to insure the victory. 

The Panther offense got 
off with a big blast on their first 
possession after forcing a punt. 
They got the ball on their own 
25 and on the first handoff Ty-
son Swanner handed off to Matt 
Underwood and he broke loose 
up the middle and raced 75 yards 
for the score with 10:11 left in the 
quarter. Swanner added the point 
after and Gorman was up 7-0. 

The Cougs answered 
the Gorman score with a drive of 
their own and went 62 yards in 
12 plays with Aris Solewin get-
ting the final 2 yards on a run with 
7:46 left in the period. The kick 
for point failed and the score was 
7-6. 

Gorman came right back 
on their next possession and went 
48 yards in 2 plays with Swanner 
tossing a pass to Underwood for 
48 yards with 5:52 left in the half. 
Swanner booted the extra point 
and Gorman was up 14-6. 

But again the Cougs 
again answered the Gorman score 
with a 70 yard drive in 13 plays 
with Solewin again getting the 
honors from 3 yards out with 
just 40 seconds left. The run for 
2 points failed and Gorman led 
14-12 at the half. 

Both bands did good job 
with their performances at inter: 
mission and the Gorman Cheer-
leaders performed a very good 
routine. 

Following the intermis-
sion the Panthers received the 
kickoff on their own 28 and went 
the distance in 8 plays after over-
coming 2 penalties (5 and 10) with 
Drew McCreless getting the final 
4 yards on a run with 7:51 left in 
the third. The kick failed and 
Gorman was up 20-12. The drive 
featured a 13 yard run by Swan-
ner, a 4 yarder by Underwood and 
passes of 10 and 34 to Underwood 
and a 12 yard run by Drew Mc-
Creless. 

After getting a Coug 
fumble on the Coug 21 the Pan-
thers drove to the Christoval 15 
but had to settle for a 25 yard field 
goal by Swanner with 55 seconds 
left in the third. The drive con-
sisted of an 8 yard pass to Keifer 
Wilson and a 3 yard pass to Un-
derwood. Gorman led 23-12. 

Then after holding the 
Cougs the Panthers got the ball 
on their own 30 and scored in just 
4 plays with Swanner passing a 
beautiful 45 yarder to Underwood 
with 5:31 left in the game. Swan-
ner added the point after and Gor-
man enjoyed a 30-12 margin. 

The Cougs came back 
with an 80 yard drive of their own 
with Chris Housley getting the fi-
nal yard on a run with 3:51 left. 
Solewin ran for the 2 pointer and 
the score was 30-20. 

The Pantehrs held the 
Cougs after that and stopped a 
Coug drive with a great intercep-
tion by Swanner to give Gorman 
the ball on their own 45 and the 
Big Red ran out the clock for the 
win. 

Underwood led the 
Panthers with 86 yards on 10 car-
ries and had 7 receptions for 149 
yards. Swanner got 31 yards on 4

NOTIFICATION TO PRIVATE SCHOOLS AND HOME SCHOOLS 

TO: 	Private School. Administrator or Home School Parent 

FROM: Special Education Department - (Local School District / East End Education Co-op) 

RE: 	Invitation to Participate in IDEA Programs for Children with Disabilities 
Voluntarily Enrolled in Private Schools 

The purpose of this letter is netify you of the condition, under the Individuals with Disabilities Educa-
tion Act (IDEA), through which special education and related services may be provided to children 
with disabilities voluntarily enrolled by their parents in private schools, including religious and home 
schools. 

Child Find 

The Local Education Agency (LEA) has a child find system for identifying, locating, and evaluating 
all children with disabilities (birth through 21) residing in the school district, including children with 
disabilities attending private schools, regardless of the severity of their disabilities, and who are in 
need of special education and related services. 

If you have a child or children who you suspect of.being disabled, you may initiate a referral for a 
full and individual evaluation by notifying your local school district or East End Education Co-op at 
254-734-2020. 

Children who have not been identified through the child find process and determined to be eligible for 
special education and related services by an Admission, Review, & Dismissal (ARD) committee can-
not be included in the determination of services described below. 

Services to Parentally Placed Private School Children with Disabilities 

The law does not require that services be provided to all children with disabilities voluntarily enrolled 
in private or home schools, or to every private or home school. However, every effort will be made 
to provide appropriate services with proportionate IDEA funds. If you will contact your local school 
district or East End Education Co-op, you will assist us in our effort to accurately count all IDEA 
• i ible children enrolled in private and home schools. This count will help to determine how best to 
use the proportionate share of IDEA funds to meet the needs of children with disabilities voluntarily 
enrolled in private and home school settings.
