Pig Tales From Hogtown 
Eastland County Law Enforcement Officers will seek search warrants to draw blood from suspected intoxi-

cated drivers who refuse to take a intoxilyzer test or give blood voluntarily during Memorial Day Weekend. 
Police, Sheriff's Deputies and State Troopers will follow the same procedures they normally do in suspected 

intoxicated drying cases. But, if a suspect who is arrested on suspicion of intoxicated driving does not voluntarily submit 
to an intoxilyzer or blood test, officers will ask a local judge to immediately approve a search warrant to have medical 
personnel draw blood. 

"The task force will begin at approximately 7 an. on Friday and end at approximately 8 an. on the following 
Tuesday," said Eastland Police Chief Cecil Funderburgh, one of the organizers of the operation. A similar operation is be-
ing planned for the July 4th holiday weekend and authorities state the the initiative may be adopted year-round, although 
no timetable has bccn set. 

Suspects stopped for suspicion of driving while intoxicated will be taken to the Eastland County Jail's "intoxi-
lyzer room" for testing. If they refuse to take a breath test, officers could draft an affidavit to convince an Eastland County 
judge to a sign a search warrant that would force the suspect to give a blood sample instead. Law enforcement officers 
working together with attorneys from the Eastland Criminal District Attorney's Office will use the search warrants to get 
blood samples from those who refuse breath tests. If a search warrant is issued, the violator will be taken to the Eastland 
Memorial Hospital Emergency Room to have their blood drawn by medical personnel and submitted for analysis. 

Hospital Administrator Rick Montelongo said " The suspect is not a patient of the hospital and an officer will 
be with them all of the time. This is no different than what we've done for years with individuals involved in an accident 
resulting in death or injury; we're complying with a court order." 
The temporary "no-refusal task force" is patterned after similar efforts in a few other Texas counties, including but not 

• limited to: Collin, Johnson, Lubbock, Parker, Harris, El Paso and Tarrant County. 
When Houston ran a no-refusal program during the Memorial Day weekend this year, 75 percent of drivers provided • 
, 
breath sample, Harris County Assistant District Attorney Warren Diepraam wrote in a piece published on Web sites for 
the Texas District Attorneys and County Attorneys Association and the National District Attorneys Association. 

• Ten of 12 people who went through the search-warrant process were found to be above the 0.08 blood-alcohol 
legal limit in Texas. One of the two under the limit had consumed another substance. The other person was an immigrant 
laborer whose case was dismissed after he tested below the legal limit. 
"Our goal is to make Eastland County's highways and streets safer, keeping members of the public from harm and hold-
ing any person who chooses to drink and drive accountable," Criminal District Attorney Russ Thomason said.

I want to be more... 1 need to be more... The Japanese call it Kaizen. Kaizen 
means constant improvement. For what seems like my whole life I have focused on being 
better. 

I want to be.,.-a better Christian-a better man-a better husband-a better father-a 
better son-a better brother-a better friend-a better neighbor-a better helper-a better leader-a 
better follower-a better worker-a better employer-a better student-a better teacher-a better 
preacher-a better couriselor-a better money manager--- you get the point - there has been... 
there is... plenty of room for improvement. 

In my walk with Jesus I go through times when the desire, the drive, the progress 
are greater, stronger, longer. There are times that I feel like I am in something of a desert - it is long, hard, hot, dry, life sapping, 
energy tapping, mentallyexhausting - and I end up not caring much - about any of it. 

When I was in those more intense times I would work hard at growing, improving, being more spiritual, overcoming 
temptation and sin. I would read passages like Galatians 5:22 The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, good-
ness, faithfulness, gentleness, self control; against such things there is no law." Here's what would happen... I would read it, but 
never got very far without being really convicted about a certain area I REALLY needed to grow in.

Texas ranks as the deadliest state in the nation when it comes to DWI fatalities. Statutes designed to decrease 
the carnage on our roads seem to have had limited success in curbing the number of deaths caused by intoxicated drivers. 
The refusal of many DWI defendants to provide a scientific or chemical sample, such as a blood or breath specimen, to 
a law enforcement agency after a DWI arrest has become a significant problem in ensuring justice in Texas courts. 

Under current Texas laws, every person stopped for DWI in Texas should provide a chemical sample to law 
enforcement officers when requested. Under Transportation Code Section 724.011, all Texas drivers have impliedly 

, consented to provide a sample of breath or blood when it is lawfully requested by a police officer making a DWI arrest. 
However, approximately half of the DWI suspects in Eastland County refuse to provide a sample. Simialar numbers are 
reported in other counties for refusals. There are consequences for refusing to provide a sample, such as administrative 
license suspensions and evidentiary consequences. The subject's refusal to provide a specimen can be considered by 

;juries as evidence of guilt in a DWI trial. But even with these consequences, the number of DWI arrestees refusing to 
provide scientific evidence has remained at roughly 50 percent. 

The use of a search warrant to draw a blood sample from a DWI arrestee was upheld in a 2002 Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals opinion, Beeman v. State where the Court approved the use a search warrant to draw a blood sample in 
a DWI case even over the Defendant's refusal. Thomason said "Individual rights are protected in this program in that a 
judge will decide whether the officer has sufficient probable cause for the search warrant?' 

Eastland County Sherriff Wayne Bradford said "The use of designated drivers and alternative means of trans-
portation are recommended when anyone, including students and other Eastland County residents, are consuming alcohol 
in public?'
