(NU) - Spring doesn’t just
mean flowers and sunshine —it’s
also the perfect season for termite
infestations.

Warmer temperatures inspire
young male and female termites
to fly from their colonies in
search of ideal places to build
new ones. And unfortunately for
many Americans, termites often
start colonies in human homes. In
fact, termites cause $5 billion in
property damage each year.

Termites eat more than wood.
[n addition to destroying housing
structures, a termite colony can
quickly decimate flooring, car-
peting and wallpaper.

“Although social insects, ter-
mites are excellent at concealing
their presence,” said Greg Bau-
mann, senior scientist of the Na-
tional Pest Management Associ-
ation (NPMA). “So often,
termites are only discovered once
severe property damage is visi-
ble.”

Signs of infestation include
swarms of winged forms in the
fall and spring, evidence of mud
tunneling in, over and under
wood structures, wood that looks
darkened or blistered, and thin
wood that a knife or a screwdriv-
2r can puncture.

The NPMA offers the follow-
ing advice to Americans looking
to prevent termites from eating
them out of house and home:

Termite colonies can destroy
carpets and wallpaper, as well
as floors and other wood.

- Water draws termites, so
avoid water accumulation near
your home's foundation. Use
downspouts, gutters and splash
blocks to divert water. Keep gut-
ters free of leaves and other or-
ganic debris. Quickly repair dam-
age from leaks, both indoor and
outdoor.

- Never store or bury mulch,
wood debris, scrap lumber, saw-
dust or firewood near your home.
If you do keep firewood outside,
keep it elevated at least one inch
above the ground.

- Eliminate contact between the
wooden parts of your home and
the soil. Trim shrubs and other
plants so that they do not touch
your home.

If you suspect termites, speak
to a professional. For more in-
formation, contact the National
Pest Management Association at
www.pestworld.org.

Buy-In Waiver Extension Approved for
Disaster Assistance Programs

The USDA announced today that producers who did not obtain crop insurance or Non-
insured Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) coverage for 2008 can pay a buy-in fee through
May 18, 2009 to become eligible for 2008 disaster assistance programs authorized by the Food,
Conservation, and Energy Act of 2008.

Producers who have not already taken the necessary steps to become eligible for the Sup-

_ plemental Revenue Assistance Program (SURE), Emergency Assistance for Livestock, Honeybees,

and Farm-Raised Fish (ELAP), and the Tree Assistance Program (TAP) are required to complete the
following steps by May 18, 2009:

* Pay a $100 “buy-in” fee per crop. The maximum fee is $300 per county, per producer, not
to exceed $900 for multi-county producers.

* In the case of each insurable crop, excluding grazing land, agree to obtain a policy or plan
of insurance for the next insurance year for which crop insurance is available; coverage level should
equal 70 percent or more of the yield at 100 percent of the price.

* In the case of each noninsurable crop, agree to file the required paperwork and pay the ap-
plicable administrative NAP coverage fee by the applicable state application closing date for the next
available year.

Producers who choose to “buy in" under this provision will be considered, for insured
crops, to have obtained a policy or plan of insurance for the 2008 crop year at a level of coverage not
to exceed 70 percent of the yield at 100 percent of the price. For noninsurable crops, producers will
be considered to have a level of coverage equal to 70 percent of the yield. These levels of coverage
will be used to calculate the 2008 SURE guarantee.

Producers who meet the definition of “Socially Disadvantaged, Limited Resource,” or “Be-
ginning Farmer or Rancher,” are not required to pay the buy-in fee.
