He lays awake at night wondering if 
there really is a doG. {God} 

Sometimes there's nothing better than a good night's sleep. 
There are reasons for insomnia and one of the biggest is stress and 
anxiety. Easier said than done to get rid of that nowadays, huh? 

However there are measures to take to rescue your beauty 
sleep. One of the best ways to alleviate that condition is good "sleep 
hygiene". No, that doesn't mean taking a bath before bed, but for 
some people it helps 

Sleep hygiene is a set of habits that train your body to as-
sociate the bedroom with sleeping. The first thing to do is... to make 
your bedroom a place for sleeping. Make sure you have shades to 
make it dark. Do not have a T.V. in the bedroom. Make your bed as 
comfortable as possible by regularly turning the mattress. This will 
help your back as well. Most of all, take anything out of the bedroom 
not associated with sleeping [or that other thing]. 

Do not read in bed if you have insomnia. You will start to 
associate reading instead of sleeping with your bedroom. If you can-
not sleep after an hour, get up and leave the bedroom. You can read or 
watch T.V. in another room. Get a drink of water before getting any-
thing to eat at night. Often our bodies confuse the hunger and thirst 
signals in our brain.

There are some over the counter products to use for insom-
nia if these measures don't work. Melatonin, Valerian root, and tryp-
tophan containing foods like ... you guessed it, warm milk...or cold 
milk. 

Tylenol PM works by using an antihistamine drug called 
diphenhydramine or benadril. If you have a problem with antihista-
mines, please do not use tylenol pm or benadryl. 

Finally, if nothing else works, there may be something more 
complicated in play...You may need t stop thinking ai3Our doGs ...just 
kidding. You may have a physical problem that needs to be looked af-
ter. Insomnia can lead to unwanted weight gain and even to obstruc-
tive sleep apnea where you do not breathe right when you are laying 
down. Sometimes you need to see your doctor. Hope this helps.

HISTORY OF 
THE CARBON SCHOOL 

Taken From Records of the Office Of Eastland County School Supt. 
(Subject to Revision) 

On July 29 1884, R. M. Black, County Judge for Eastland 
County, a check in the amount of $78.20 to C. J. Jordan, A. Warner, 
and W. B. Cole, school trustees of Carbon to build a school house. 

A small structure was built near the present home of John 
Ilbuy, and provided a place for educating the pupils in Carbon at that 

time. W. B. Train, was the first school master, and thirty pupils were 
enrolled in 1884. 

School was held during a three month period, and total ex-
penditures totaled $173.85. 

By 1890, the school at Carbon had 80 eligible pupils; 
$200.51 was spent for an addition to the school and S. W. Wharton 
taught school from January through May. 

By this time, other schools had sprung up in the surround-
ing territory; records show that Union (Flatwood) had 65 students; 
Jewel, 113; Center Point, 19; Latham (Picket), 55; Long Branch, 70; 
Rodgers (Bear Springs), 44; Pleasant Valley, 45; Nash Creek, 50. 

By 1900 Carbon had grown to such an extent that a new 
four room structure was built at the present site, and in 1902 the at-
tendance there was 152 students. The school at Britton had 20 stu-
dents; Pleasant Hill, 26; Oak Grove, 51; High Knob, 32; Grapevine, 
29; Hallmirk, 39; and High Point (Mangum) 65 were in operation by 
1900; the area became very educationally minded. 

It was not until 1910 that graduation exercises were held 
in the Carbon High School and at that time Willie Stubblefield, Flora 
Reese, and Vici Dover received their diplomas. 

Some schools changed names, some were dissolved; others 
were created; however, it was 1929 before consolidation had any ef-
fect on the Carbon Schools. 

At that time, the State of Texas decided to consolidate many 
of the smaller schools, and since Carbon had complete4d a modem 
structure in 1915, it was chosen as the center for the schools of Jewel, 
Wheat Springs, Bear Springs, and Oak Grove. 

By April, 1931, the consolidation was affected, and Carbon 
became the educational center of this area of Eastland County. 

In March 1940, Mangum became a part of the Carbon 
schools and by 1942, an addition of eight classrooms and an audi-
torium was completed, making sixteen rooms available for class in-
struction, and providing other needed space. 

Also in the 1940's a new gymnasium replaced the one that 
burned, and an Agricultural Building, Homemaking Cottage. and 
lunchroom were added to the existing facilities. 

These facilities were needed, for it was during the same 
period that the schools of Flatwood, Long Branch, Center Point and 
Kokomo became a part of the Carbon Schools. By 1950 Carbon 
School served the same area that is presently serves. 

Constant renovations, repairs, and remodeling have kept 
the facilities of Carbon School in good condition. 

A bus barn and lighted baseball field was completed in the 
early 1960's, the football field has been renovated and bleachers add-
ed; city water has replaced the three wells that were used for a water 
supply. 

But the basic buildings are still those who housed the 
many students after the consolidation of the 1940's.

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Diabetes Cooking Classes 
The Texas AgriLife Extension Service is proud to be of-

The first 
cooking lesson covered information on helping help you to rec-
ognize food sources of carbohydrate, identify the special cooking 
properties of sugars and sugar substitutes and be able to reduce, 
eliminate or substitute ingredients in recipes to reduce the sugar 
content. The second cooking class was held on August 11th with 
14 people participating. Lesson two involved reducing the fat in 
recipes. Participants learned to identify the sources and types of 
fat, reduce the cholesterol content of main dishes by eliminating 
or substituting ingredients when cooking and use low-fat recipes 
and cooking methods. 

The next "Cooking Well with Diabetes" cooking class will 
be Tuesday, August 25th beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the Eastland 
County Courthouse Conference Room. This class will cover in-
formation about reducing sodium and increasing fiber while pre-
paring side dishes. You will learn how to prepare healthy starchy 
and non-starchy vegetable side dishes, how to use more spices 
and herbs and increase the fiber content of meals through wise 
selection of vegetables, whole grain breads, cereals, pastas, rice 
and fruits. In addition, you will learn how to identify sources 
and amounts of sodium and fiber by reading the food label on 
products. 

The last class will be Tuesday, September 1st beginning at 
5:30 p.m. at the Eastland County Courthouse Conference Room.

The 2nd reading of Ordinance #2009-03 was read. Joe made the motion to adopt said 
ordinance. Nathan made a second. Motion carried. 

The 1st reading of Ordinance #335-C was read at this time. The Commission discussed 
adding to and or amending several things. The Commission agreed that the additions and clarifica-
tions that ACO, Trace Gortt made to the "old" Ordinance #335-B was very acceptable, there is still 
a need for more instruction on housing sizeable livestock in different sized lots and neighborhood 
areas. Numerous residents have ag use (1-d) land inside the city limits. This of course, would more 
than likely be more suitable for livestock such as cattle, or horses in reasonable amounts, or even 
chickegs as long as they are in pens or coops. The Commission felt residents with the ag use on their 
property tax, would be exempt, in most instances. However, if smell, noise, or run-off, etc. are a 
problem, then the exemption would be on a "case to case" review. Tacy will submit the additions to 
the City attorney for proper wordage so each and every citizen will have a more clear definition and 
hopefully rid the problems that exist. 

The 1st reading of Ordinance #2009-04 the Levying of Taxes for Fiscal Year 2009 — 2010 
was read at this time. 

The Commission reviewed the effective rate and the rollback rate set for the 2009 tax year 
in an effort to determine the rate for the City of Gorman 2009 tax rate. The tax rate will be voted on 
at the next regular Commission meeting .1.. 

Blakeney French was present to represent the Eastland County Crisis Center and Child 
Advocacy Program. She presented a hand out to the Commission with information regarding the 
services they had provided during the past year concerning domestic violence and sexual assault 
cases. The Crisis Center wants the City to again consider contributing at least the same amount as 
last year. Nathan made the motion to contribute $200 to the Child Advocacy Center and $200 to the 
Eastland County Crisis Center. Joe made a second. Motion carried. 

Upper Leon River Municipal Water Dist. notified the City that the board had approved a 
0.66% rate increase. After considering the audit report and advice of Mr. Gulley, and the Upper 
Leon rate increase, Nathan made the motion to increase the base rate for the City to $20.00 for water, 
and $12.00 for sewer. Joe made a second. Motion carried. 

There being no further business for discussion and consideration Joe made the motion to 
adjourn with a second from Nathan. Motion carried, time was 7:25 p.m. 

Woman Receives 15 Year 

Sentence for Arson 
Christina Star Utley, 21, was sentenced to a term of 15 years be-

hind bars for four counts of Arson after State District Judge Steven R. Herod 

heard testimony in a hearing on punishment in the 91st District Courtroom 

recently. Utley had previously waived her right to a jury and entered a plea 

of guilty to the Court, hoping to convince the Court to grant her a probation 

sentence. 

On Sunday, March 22, 2009, several fire departments and the East-

land County Sheriff's Office responded to reports of a person(s) starting fires 

in Eastland County. Although no structures or residences were destroyed in 

the fires, Utley and two other men, Brian Freeman and MichaelThomas, were 

tested that date by the Eastland County Sheriff's Office.The three arsonists 

started five fires in Eastland County and three fires in Callahan County. The 

Cisco Police Department and investigators from the National Forest Service 

assisted in the investigation. In July, Freeman and Thomas each received IS  

year sentences in a plea bargain with the Criminal Distiict Attorney. Arson 

carries a punishment range of two to twenty years. 

Utley was sentenced on August 18, 2009. That afternoon in the 

91st District Courtroom, three witnesses were called by Criminal District At-

torney RussThomason. Chief Walter Fairbanks of the Cisco Fire Department 

and Chief Phillip Archer of the Eastland Fire Department testified regarding 

the locations of the fires set by the trio, the economic costs to the taxpayers 

and the dangers that the public and firefighters faced that day. Becky McCrary, 

Administrator of the Woodlands Assisted Living Center testified regarding 

how one of the fires and the Center's emergency preparations had affected 

the facility and its residents. Defense Attorney Landon Thompson called two 

witnesses, Utley and her grandmother, Joy Hawkins of Comfort, Texas seek-

ing to establish Utley's suitability for probation. During cross-examination 

by Thomason, Utley admitted that she had lied under oath in a prior hearing 

about not knowing that she was pregnant when she was out setting the fires. 

Utley who testified that she was currently 6-7 months pregnant, admitted to 

having had two of her prior children removed from her custody and adopted 

by another family. Utley also admitted under cross examination, that after they 

realized that the fire they had set near Highway 6 North was out of control, 

the trio left to have lunch at McDonalds, only to return later to set another fire 

between Cisco and Eastland. 

During sentencing, Judge Herod thanked Chiefs Fairbanks and 

Arther as well as other county firefighters and emergency service personnel 

for being willing to risk their lives to protect us, saving both property and 

lives. Herod noted the recent history of disastrous fires in Eastland County and 

the fear that fires place in county residents, telling Utley, that her acts were 

essentially that of a terrorist. 

Utley had no prior felony history and was probation eligible but the 

District Attorney refused to make an offer of probation due to the seriousness 

of her offense. Utley had been in the Eastland County Jail since her arrest on 

March 22, 2009. She now is awaiting transfer to Callahan County where she 

faces three counts of arson there. 

National Fire Protection Association figures (2005) estimate that 

the 323,900 intentional fires in their databanks resulted in 490 civilian fire 

deaths, 3 firefighter on duty deaths, 1,500 civilian fire injuries, 7,600 firefight-

er on duty injuries and caused over 5 1.1 billion in direct property damage.The 

insurance Information Institute reports that arsonists destroyed nearly $900 

million in insured property, and killed 295 civilians in 2007.
