EASTLAND — Fuel, motor oil and other 
supplies to operate county vehicles and 
equipment will be purchased differently this 
year. 

During Monday's county commissioners 
meeting, newly appointed County Auditor 
Ken Parker was given permission to adver-
tise for vendors interested in selling to 
Eastland County.

Res. 28 was introduced with 138 origi-
nal cosponsors and, if ratified, would 
be the 28th amendment to the U. S. 
Constitution. 

"Nothing is more important to the 
futures of our children and grandchil-
dren than for our nation to put its fiscal 
house in order," said Stenholm. "Pas-
sage of the Balanced Budget Amend-
ment by the Congress, and ratification 
by the States, are necessary first steps 
toward this end." 

Identical companion legislation, 
SJ.Res. 1, was introduced in the Sen-
ate by Majority Leader Robert Dole 
(R-KS), as well as Senators Paul Si-
mon (D-IL) and Larry Craig (R-ID). In 
1994, the Senate version was defeated 
by four votes, while the House version 
was defeated by 12 votes. 

"The House and Senate bills repre-
sent consensus agreements reached by 
both Republicans and Democrats over 
the past decade," noted Stenholm. :At 
a time when so many are highlightinh 
conflicts between the two political 
parties, I am pleased to help lead a 
bipartisian, bocameral effort for the 
fiscal future of this country." 

The amendment would require the 
President to submit a balanced budget 
for each fiscal year, and would require 
three-fifths approval of both Houses of 
Congress to increase the national debt. 
Increasing taxes would require a 
"Constitutional majority," meaning 218 
votes in the House and 51 votes in the 
Senate. The amendment could be waived 
during a war or a military conflict 
declared by Congress.
