We held our regularly scheduled board meeting Monday night at 6:00pm. All board mem-
)ers were present as well as Mr. Perry, Mrs. Reeves, Mrs. Hampton, Mrs. Underwood , and Mr. 
3arton. Mr. John Howard stopped by at the beginning of the meeting just to see if the board had 
my questions about Project Graduation which his church will be hosting in the old gym the night of 
zraduation. The board then opened with a prayer by Jeff Seaton and the Pledge of Allegiance by all. 
the board then unanimously passed the consent items after checking them. Mr. Perry reported the 
Jistrict fund balance at $2,354,067.46. He also reported on the East End Special Education Coopera-
ive and the tax collection rate for 2008 which stands at over 90% for maintenance and operations 
ax and interest and sinking fund taxes. The district is in excellent financial condition. Mr. Barton 
Men reported on the building project that we were staying on schedule and said the contractor for the 
;ym floor assured him he would have it completed by the end of June. Mr. Panter was absent, but 
its report was included in the board packet and he informed the board that overall attendance for the 
year was at 96.52% and current enrollment grades 7-12 stands at 145. Mrs. Hampton's written report 
was in the packet and she added that we are supposed to have TAKS results on May, 22nd. Mrs. 
Reeves reported on all the activities at the elementary including their present enrollment of 226 and

table policy update to DEC (LOCAL) until TASB sees the legislation that may affect it, tabled any -
action on reimbursement of communication expenses pending a legal opinion, and approved the first 
reading of TASB policy update 85. The board then unanimously approve hiring an East End coop 
employee as submitted. The board then had a lengthy discussion regarding the hiring of a new ath-
letic director and voted unanimously to pay Coach Bagby 11 days for his time and expenses while 
here at Gorman. The board adjourned at 11:20pm
