Monday we held our regularly scheduled school board meeting. It opened at 6:03pm. Daryl Hirst 
gave the invocation and then all present recited the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. The consent agenda was 
passed by unanimous vote and then Jim Barnes of DSA, the school's construction management company, re-
ported on the progress of the building progress. He reported that we were on schedule and the large trusses that 
will span the gymnasium will be installed within the next week if everything goes right. They began decking 
on the roof Monday. Mr, Rogers from Cadco, the school architect, was also present to respond to any questions 
the board had about the project. Mr. Perry then reviewed the information in the board packets concerning fund 
balances and tax collection. The present fund balance is $1511253.21. This does not include the funds from 
the bonds which are on deposit drawing interest. These funds are being spent only as the work is done and ac-
cording to a payment schedule set up by contract. 94.24% of the 2007 taxes have been collected and there have 
been several citizens stop by to pay their 2008 taxes early. Mr. Perry reported that bus barn roof repairs will 
begin within the next two weeks and the board decided to go out for bids on the air conditioner replacements 
needed due to hail damage. The board adopted a resolution that will be posted on the school website and sent 
to legislators regarding school finance and the needs of public education in Texas and a set of core principles. 
The board also approved the revised shared services agreement with the East End Special Education Coopera-
tive. The board chose three sample of brick to see to be used on the columns in front of the new building and 
those choices will be sent to the architect so that full size samples may be sent to us to compare before making 
the final selection. The meeting adjourned at 8:40pm.
