We believe
those careless with dangerous pets
should be just as accountable as those
whose negligence causes injury or
death. Our community needs to keep
this in mind when tackling solutions
to stray ammal problems.

“Unless you repent, you will all
likewise perish.” (Luke 13:3)

Jesus places great importance on
repentance--without it we are
doomed to eternal destruction. Re-
pentance s not simply feeling sorry
for our sins nor merely admitting we
have sinned or even confessing our
sins to God. One can even quit a
certain sin and be unrepentant. It
goes beyond all this. A thief may
feel sorry because he got caught. A
drunkard may confess her sin to God
and keep partying. An adulterer
may stop cheating but still be en-
slaved to his lustful thoughts.

You have not repentedif: you fail
to return the stolen goods; You keep
falling back into the same sin; You
have forsaken some sins but justify
others; You have failed to make
public restitution. For instance, if
you have stolen someone’s husband
or property, you have not repented
until you acknowledge this as
widely as there was public knowl-
edge of your sin.

Repentance means to have a
radical change of mind and actions
and can only occur as the Holy Spirit
is allowed to illumine the heart and
liberate the will. Why? Because
the human heart is deceitful and the
will injbondage. Only God knows
its true condition. Let me illustrate.
As a student I once caught a substi-
tute math teacher in an error. I
called it to his attention. Refusing
to recognize it he insisted the error
was mine! There was no doubt that
I was right. We argued for several
minutes. Suddenly light flashed
into my intellect and I saw that I was
wrong! I was forced to humble
myself, admit my error and silence
my arguments. Yes, I was sincere-
-but proudly deceived.

And so it is with many people in
our day. They proudly go on in their
sin and unbelief.

This year, the CVC division
was recognized for its use of tech-
nology, outreach services, the swift
processing of applications, and the
drafting and support of critical leg-
islation that has expanded benefits
to crime victims and their relatives
in Texas. NOVA leaders point out
that our compensation division has
the rare distinction of being the only
state compensation program to be
issued the award in the organiza-
tion's 23-year history.

themselves to assisting victims of
crime. The division today provides
more assistance to more victims and
their families than in any time in its
history. In 1996 alone, an estimated
$30 million in, benefits was pro-
vided to qualified applicants.

My congratulations also go out
to the vast state network of victim
service proféssionals who are dedi-
cated to the movement and state

leaders who are committed to con-"

tinuously improving state laws that
extend financial support to victims
and their families. These individu-
als recognize that the rights of crim-
inals should never take precedence
over the rights of innocent people
who are victims of violent crimes.
CVC program continues to
improve _
Despite the accolades, the
State's commitment toward improv-
ing services continues. Legislation
recently approved by lawmakers
now doubles the total amount a
crime victim may receive from the
program. The maximum that can be
disbursed on a claim has increased

from $25,000 to $50,000. Compen-
sation for catastrophic injuries has
also doubled.

Other legislative provisions
include reimbursement for lost
wages and compensation for tim
missed from work. In addition,
peace officers and firefighters in-
jured while on duty during the com-
mission of a crime are, for the first
time, eligible to receive victim com-
pensation under new crime victim
legislation that became effective
September 1, 1997.
