Grand Jury Returns 42 Indictments

After convening on December 9, 2010 in the Eastland
County Courthouse, an Eastland County Grand Jury of twelve
citizens returned 42 indictments. Two persons were indicted for
Driving While Intoxicated — Third Offense or More, one person
for Driving While Intoxicated with Child Passenger, one for sex-
ual assault, two persons for tampering with evidence, seventeen
for possession of controlled substances, five for felony possession
of marijuana, one for aggravated assault with deadly weapon, one
person for Forgery By Passing, one for Fraud, one for Interfer-
ence With Child Custody, one for abandoning/endangering a
child, two persons for money laundering, one person for bail
Jumping, and two persons were indicted for three counts each of
arson. The December Term of the Grand Jury covers the months
of December 2010 and January 2011. It is expected that members
of the December Term will meet again in January. Indictments
are not made public until after an arrest or service of the indict-
ment is made on the accused.

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NEUGEBAUER STATEMENT ON
LETTER TO FHFA DIRECTOR DEMARCO REGARDING
PROPOSED LOAN MODIFICATIONS

WASHINGTON, DC — Congressman Randy Neugebauer (R-TX), House Financial Services Over-
sight Subcommittee Chairman, released the following statement today regarding his December 13,
2010 letter to FHFA Director DeMarco:

“Recent media reports indicate that Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac are in talks with the Obama Ad-
ministration regarding loan modifications in order to get underwater borrowers into lower rate FHA
mortgages. These negotiations and discussions should be transparent, fair and accountable. To that
end, my letter requests a full report detailing possible taxpayer losses and justification as to why
Fannie and Freddie’s participation in the loan modification program would be in the best interest of
the U.S. taxpayer.”

Dear Mr. DeMarco:

We write to express serious concern regarding recent reports that the Obama Administration is pres-
suring Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac to begin writing down mortgage principal in order to qualify
underwater borrowers for lower-rate Federal Housing Administration (FHA) mortgages. Fannie and
Freddie’s participation in the FHA's loan modification program would increase taxpayer losses — al-
ready approaching $150 billion — and run counter to the statutory obligation of the Federal Housing
Finance Agency (FHFA) to minimize taxpayer exposure from the GSEs’ conservatorships.

The FHA refinance program is designed to reach borrowers who might otherwise walk away from
their responsibilities because they owe more on their mortgages than their homes are worth. In order
to obtain a principal write-down, the borrower must be current on their mortgage, have a negative
equity position and qualify for the new loan under standard FHA underwriting requirements. Since
the program targets performing loans, it raises the question why it would be in the best interest of the
U.S. taxpayer for Fannie and Freddie to write down principal on these types of loans.

Before a decision is made by Fannie and Freddie to participate in any loan modification program that
involves principal write-downs, we request a full report detailing the costs associated with participat-
ing in such a program. The report should project taxpayer losses, including costs related to principal
write downs as well as administrative expenses. Finally, the report should explain why Fannie and
Freddie's participation in the loan modification program would be in the best interest of the U.S.
taxpayer, and how it is consistent with FHFA's statutory mandate to minimize taxpayer losses.

It is the responsibility of Congress and FHFA to ensure that taxpayer dollars are being spent in the
most prudent manner. It appears that writing down loan principal for homeowners who are current
on their mortgages simply because they may walk away from their homes does not fulfill our obliga-
tion to protect U.S. taxpayers.

Proposed Tax Deal Could Benefit Ranchers and Farmers

A deal being hammered between the White House and Republican legislators could keep
estate taxes from skyrocketing in 2011. Property and business owners had been dreading the estate
tax reinstatement in 2011, which originally was to have reinstated a 55 percent levy on estates above
the million dollar threshold. According to the latest proposals on the negotiated tax package, the tax
threshold for estates will be raised to five million dollars, and the corresponding tax rate lowered to
35 percent for two years.

“Although this is not the desired repeal of the estate tax, this higher tax threshold and lower
tax rate could protect the legacy of more family businesses, farms and ranches,” said Bill Hyman,
executive director of the Independent Cattlemen’s Association of Texas (ICA). “The value of land,
outbuildings, equipment and livestock has escalated, and many small family farms or ranches are
now-worth $1 million or more. Fhese operations, however, are:not ‘cash cows.” When families must

pay inheritance taxes, it forges them to parcel and sell off property, or liquidate an entire operation,

destroying a way of life.”

“The one-year reprieve from estate taxes (2010) came at the right time, but there has been
great concern about the tax reinstatement in 2011. The proposed tax deal would raise the ‘starting
line’ for estate taxes to $5 million and keep the tax rate at a more sensible 35 percent for two years.
The result: it could keep more business operations in the family,” said Hyman.

He said other aspects of the proposed tax deal include:

Extending jobless benefits for another 13 months for the long-term unemployed

Dropping the employees’ Social Security deduction from 6.2 percent to 4.2 percent for one
year to help stimulate spending

Extending the Bush-era income tax cuts for two more years.

“We will be closely watching as the proposed tax package makes its way through the legis-
lative process, as support of the entire Congress is needed to make this deal a reality,” said Hyman.

Register Now for
February ACT® Test

IOWA CITY, IOWA —Registration is now open for the February 12,2011 ACT achievement test.
Students who wish to take the college admission and placement exam must register before January
7,2011. Please note that no test centers are scheduled in New York State for this date.

The ACT is a curriculum-based achievement exam. It tests what students have actually learned in
school, not their aptitude for learning. The ACT also measures what students need to know to be
ready for first year credit-bearing college courses based on ACT College Readiness Standards™ .
Every student’s results can be tied directly to these consistent standards.

The ACT has four sections—English, mathematics, reading and science —and takes about three
hours to complete. Students who take the ACT Plus Writing complete an optional writing test that
requires an additional 30 minutes. Unlike other exams, students are not penalized for guessing or
answering all the questions on each test section. In fact, it is beneficial for test takers to answer all
questions within the time allowed.

During registration; students may select up to four universities to receive their score reports. ACT
scores are accepted by all four-year colleges and universities across the United States. ACT reports

scores only when requested to do so by the student. Additional score reports are available for a small
fee.

All students complete a detailed inventory of questions during ACT registration. Each test taker
receives an ACT score report that includes a wide variety of information to assist with high school
course selection, college readiness, career planning, and college admissions.

The cost for the ACT test without writing is $33. When combined with the optional ACT Writing

Test, the total cost is $48. Students who qualify may apply for a fee waiver through their high school
counselor.

The ACT website, www.actstudent.org, has helpful information, free sample items, and options to
order inexpensive test prep materials to assist test takers get ready for the exam. However, the best

preparation is to take rigorous core courses in school, study hard, and learn the academic skills
needed in college.

Most students register online at www.actstudent.org. Students may also pick up registration forms
from their high school counseling offices. Late registration is available from January 8, 2011 until
January 21, 2011 for an extra $21 fee.
