TU Electric Files 
For Rate Increase 

TU Electric filed a request today 
with the Public Utility Commission to 
refund to customers $89 million, in-
cluding interest through July, due to 
lower-than- projected fuel costs from 
July 1994 through May 1995. 

Subject to PUC approval, the re-
fund will be made as a credit on August 
bills. 

The timing of the refund will par-
tially offset higher summer electric 
bills caused by increased air condi-
tioning use. 

A TU Electric residential customer 
with an August bill for 1,000 kilowatt-
hours would receive a credit of $8.62. 
The amound of the refund will depend 
on the quantity or electricity used. 

The proposed refund is due to de-
clining natural gas prices, which re-
cently fell to their lowest point in two 
years on the spot market. 

Electric utilities under PUC juris-
diction recover their fuel costs from 
customers through a fixed per-kilo-
watt-hour charge approved by the 
commission.

OSTEOPOROSIS 
It is estimated that 50% or all fe-

males over the age of 45 have a condi-
tion called osteoporosis. This condi-
tion is characterized by a loss of bone 
mass. Many times, the first sign of 
osteoporsis is a bone fracture which 
occurs as a result of very little trauma. 

Bone mass reaches its peak in late 
adolescene or early adulthood. After 
this peak is reached, the bone mass 
reamins stable until, the age of 40 or 
45, when loss begins to occur. Several 
factors contribute to the rate of this 
loss. The number one factor is gender; 
females lose approximately 10% even 
ten years. whereas males lose approxi-
mately 3 %. In females, as the estrogen 
levels decrease, the ability of the bone 
to absorb calcium from the diet de-
creases and calcium is lost from bone 
tissue. The tendency to lose bone mass 
seems to be inherited from mother to 
daughter. 

Race is another risk factor in osteo-
porosis; because of the differences in 
bone density, some are more prone to

Other factors contibuting to its devel-
opment include: deficiency of dietary 
calcium intake, lack of exercise, smok-
ing and use of alcohol. 

Unfortunately, once this bone tis-
sue is lost, it cannot be replaced. The 
best defense against osteoporosis, is 
therefore in preventing its occurrence. 
It is very important that these peventa-
tive measures be taken during adoles-
cence and early adulthood when bone 
mass is still being formed. 

Heredity, gender and age cannot be 
changed however, other risk factors 
such as smoking, exercise, and dietary 
habits can be. Adequate calcium in-
take is very important throughout life. 
Recommended daily allowances for 
calcium are 400 mg for infants, 600 mg 
for children, and 800 to 1200 mg for 
adolescents and adults. Because cal-
cium in food is combine with other 
nutrients which aid in its absorption it 
is better to get it in this manner if at all 
possible. 

The best source of dietary calcium 
comes from milk and dairy products. 
Although some vegetables contain 
significant amounts of calcium, it is 
next to impossible to meet our daily 
requirements without including these 
in our diet. According to the Food 
Guide Pyramid, we should all have 2-
3 servings from this group each day. 

Let's prevent osteoporosis before it 
occurs. Do no wait for abroken bone to 
occur before becoming aware of your 
need for calcium.

Beef Cattle Short 
Course Set August 
14-16 - Texas A&M 

If you need dialysis treatments for 
permanent kidney failure or a kidney 
transplant, you may be eligible for 
Medicare - - no matter what your age. 
Peple who have begun a regular course 
of dialysis or have had a kidney trans-
plant are eligible for Medicare if: 
*they are receiving Social Security or 
Railroad Retirement benefits (or they 
have worked long enough to be eli-
gible for those benefits); or 
*they worked for the federal govern-
ment and paid Medicare taxes; or 
"'they are the spouse or dependent 
child of someone who meets any of 
the above requirements. 

Medicare has two parts: Hospital 
Insurance, called Part A, and Medical 
Insurance, or Part B. Part A helps pay 
for in-patient hospital costs associ-
ated with kidney transplant surgery. 
Part B covers regular dialysis as an 
outpatient and helps pay for other 
services, including surgeons' fees for 
transplant surgery, laboratory tests, 
home dialysis equipment, and the 
supplies and other services associ-
ated with such treatment. 

Individuals enrolled in Medicare 
because ofpermanent kidney failure 
have the same coverage as anyone 
else who is on Medicare. That means 
Medicare will help pay for other 
hospital and medical services you 
may need even if they are unrelated to 
your kidney disease. 

There is no monthly premium for 
Part A coverage, but htere are "co-
payment" charges (the amount of the 
bill the patient has to pay) for long 
hospital stays. There is a $46.10 
monthly premium as well as a S100 
annual deductible and copayment 
charges for the services covered un- 
der Part B. If your income is low 
enough, your State might be able to 
help pay your Part B premiums and 
some of your other out-of-pocket 
Medicare expenses. 

Check with your local welfare or 
social services office about the Quaili-
fied Medicare Beneficiary (QMB) 
program. 

People who have begun a regular 
course of kidney dialysis or who are 
contemplating kidney transplant sur-
gery should apply for Medicare by 
contacting the Abilene Social Secu- 

In conjunction with President Clin-
ton's mandate to all Federal agencies to 
put people first," several top officials 

of the Department of Health and Hu-
man Services and the U.S. Postal Serv-
ice, and Senator Daniel Patrick 
Moynihan, D-N.Y., today hand-deliv-
ered the first of approximately nine 
million Social Security earnings and 
benefit estimate statements that will be 
mailed to every American age 60 and 
older during 1995. HHS Secretary Donna 
E. Shalala, Social Security Commis-
sioner Shirley S. Chater, Washington 
D.C. Postmaster David Clark, and 
Senator Moynihan presented Personal 
Earnings and Benefit Estimate State-
ments (PEBES) to four taxpayers who 
were selected to participate in a cere-
mony held today at the Ben Franklin 
post office located four blocks from the 
White House. 

Secretary Shalala called the state-
ments, "... an extraordinary new serv-
ice..." and recognized Senator Moynihan 
for sponsoring the legislation that made 
the mailings a reality. "PEBES is good 
news for the millions of Americans 
who are investors in our great Social 
Security system," Shalala siad. "It helps 
them plan for their future." 

Commissioner Chater pointed out 
that the statements, which have been 
available upon request since 1988, will 
be mailed automatically to everyone 60 
and older who is not already receiving 
Social Security benefits this year, ev-
eryone turning 60 in each of the next 
four years, and to all Americans age 25 
and older beginning in October 1999. 
Chater said the statements will help 
SSA achieve one of the major goals she 
set for her agency. "One of my top 
priorities as commissioner is to rebuild 
America's confidence in the Social 
Security program," Chater said. "This 
statement puts something tangible in 
the hands of hard-working Social Secu-
rity taxpayers and answers the question 
they have been asking for years: "What's 
in it for me?" 

The PEBES statement provides esti-
mates of Social Security retirement, 
disability, and survivors benefits that a 
worker anahis or her family may be 
eligible to receive now and in the, 
future. The statement also provides a 
year by year display of the worker's 
earnings so errors can be identified 
and corrected. 

"Accurate records are important," 
Chater noted, "because Social Secu-
rity benefits are directly related to the 
earnings credited to a worker's Social 
Security number." If statement recipi- 

ems fmd an error, they should call 
SSA's toll-free number: 1-800-772-
1213. They will be asked to provide 
evidence, such as W-2s and paystubs, 
to allow SSA to correct its files. 

The mailings, which begin today, 
will continue through September un-
til approximately nine million state-
ments are sent. The statements are 
being mailed in random order, so people 
living in the smae general area may 
receive statements months apart. SSA 
advises everyone 60 and older who 
does not receive a statement by the 
end of October to call the agency's 
toll-free number to request one. 

In addition to the statements being 
mailed this year, SSA estimates it will 
send approximately one and one-half 
to two million statements to those 
turning 60 in each of the next four 
years .. . and 123 million statements 
each year to everyone 25 and older 
beginning in Ocotober 1999. SSA 
estimates the printing and mailing costs 
to be about $400,000 for each one 
million statements sent. 

Since the statements first became 
available in 1988, SSA has mailed 
more than 18 million statements to 
people who requested them. The "on 
request" service is still available to 
workers of all ages who can obtain the 
request forms at any Social Security 
office or by calling the toll-free num-
ber (1-800-772-1213).

Lower cattle prices could spell long-
term trouble for beef producers, so 
planners of the popular Beef Cattle 
Short Course at Texas A&M Univer-
sity this year have tailored their pres-
entations to provide some help. 

The theme of of the course, sched-
uled for August 14-16 is "Survival 
2000: Tough Decisions for Tough 
Times". 

"Beef producers need information 
that will help them survive in a bad 
market and thrive in a good one," said 
Dr. Larry Boleman, Beef Cattle Spe-
cialist for the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service and organizer of the 
event. 

The short course will provide man-
agement traing to help producers make 
good decisions during predicted tough 
market conditins. Even though agri-
cultural economists and industry lead-
ers warn of difficult times for cattle 
producers in the next few years, pro-
ducers who can increase efficiency 
and lower their production costs can 
obtain sustainability and profit, he said. 

Texas A & M University faculty and 
staff, beef producers and industry lead-
ers have palnned a program that will 
help producers adapt to the marketing 
conditions that most of them will face. 

"Without question experts agree that 
lower prices for cattle will be substan-
tial problem," Bbleman said. "Produc-
ers will have to operate more effi-
ciently while keeping costs down." 

Speakers from across the nation 
will discuss how beef producers will 
have to mange their operations in ordr 
to survive to the year 2000. They will 
discuss what producers have to do to 
keep consumer demand for beef high 
whle maintaining stability and profita-
bility. 

Registration begins Monday morn-
ing, August 14th and will continue 
throughout the day. This is a slight 
variation from years past to allow more 
training time for producers. 

Last year's anticipants wanted to 
have more basic, intermediate and 
advanced training in beef cattle pro-
duction break-out seminars, so the 
planning committee arranged to pro-
vide concurrent training seminars in 
beef cattle reporduction, nutrition and 
health from 1 until 3 p.m. on Monday. 
These seminars will include question 
and answer sessions. 

The general session begins on 
Ttiesdya, August 15th and speakers 
will concentrate on the theme of sur-
vival. 

The third day will continue discus-
sions about survival management. 
Producers will headline this part of the 
program, giving insight into how snail 
mid-sized and large beef cattle opera-
tions will adjust to the new mar,:et 
conditions forecast over the next five 
years. That afternoon animal demon-
strations on breeding type, manage-
ment, and marketing of calves and 
stocker cattle will be held at the Louis 
Pearce Pavilion.

New Rule Expands 
Ban on Benefits 
To Prisoners 

The ban on Social Security benefits 
fto prisoners has been expanded, ac-
cording to Ken Hargis, manager of the 
Abilene Social Security office. Asof 
February 1995, benefits stop for people 
who are convicted of a criminal of-
fense punishable by more than one 
year's imprisonment (regardless of the 
actual sentence imposed). 

Benefits are not paid for months a 
person is imprisoned for a criminal 
conviction, but any family members 
who are eligible may continue to re-
ceive benefits. 

The rule also prohibits benefits to 
individuals confined by cour order in 
an institution at public expense who 
have been found: 
-Guilty but insane, or 
-Not guilty by reason of insanity, or 
-Incompetent to stand trial, or 
-A similar finding based on similar 
factors (such as mental disease, mental 
defect, or mental incompetence). 

"If someone getting Social Security 
benefits is convicted for a criminal of-
fense or confined in a public institu-
tion under the conditions described 
above, you should notify Social Secu-
rity immediately," Hargis stated. "We 
will determine if, by law, the offense is 
punishable by more than year and if the 
ban applies." Failure to report could 
result in overpayments and the suspen-
sion of future benefits that may be due, 
the Social Security manager said.
