Grasshopper Control

I have had a few phone calls this week and while driving down the road
I understand why. The grasshoppers are back. Grasshoppers cause some
damage every year, but they become very destructive during outbreaks. The
main factor affecting grasshopper populations is weather. Outbreaks, or ex-
ceptionally large populations, are usually preceded by several years of hot, dry
summers and warm autumns. Dry weather increases the survival of nymphs
and adults. Warm autumns allow grasshoppers more time to feed and lay
eggs. Grasshoppers have a high reproductive capacity. The female lays an
average of 200 eggs per season, and sometimes as many as 400 eggs.

Grasshoppers deposit their eggs % to 2 inches below the soil surface
in pod-like structures. Each egg pod consists of 20 to 120 elongated eggs
cemented together. The whole mass is somewhat egg-shaped. Egg pods are
very resistant to moisture and cold and easily survive the winter if the soil is
not disturbed. Grasshoppers deposit eggs in fallow fields, ditches, fencerows,

shelter belts and other weedy areas, as well as in crop fields, hay fields and
alfalfa.

Eggs typically begin hatching in late April or early May. Hatching
peaks about mid-June and usually ends by late June. Young grasshoppers
are called nymphs. They look like adults, but are smaller and have wing pads
instead of wings. Nymphs go through five or six developmental stages and
become adults in 40 tO 60 days, depending on weather and food supplies. The
adults of grasshopper species that damage crops become numerous in mid-
July and deposit eggs from late July through fall. Usually only one generation
of grasshoppers is produced each year.

One way to control grasshopper populations is to eliminate sites where
they might deposit eggs. Grasshoppers prefer undisturbed areas for egg lay-
ing, so tilling cropland in mid-to late summer discourages females. Tilling
may reduce soil moisture and contribute to erosion, but those disadvantages
must be weighed against potential grasshopper damage to the next crop.

Farmers and ranchers should start watching for grasshoppers early in
the season and begin control measures while grasshoppers are still nymphs
and still within the hatching sites (roadsides, fencerows, etc.). Treating grass-
hoppers early means (1) having to treat fewer acres and use less insecticide,
(2) killing grasshoppers before they cause extensive crop damage, and (3) kill-
ing grasshoppers before they can fly, migrate and lay eggs. Also, smaller
grasshoppers aré ' more susceptible to insecticides than larger ones. :

In some situations chemical control may be necessary. Sevin 4F, 80S,
80 WSP and XLR Plus are labeled for grasshopper control on range and non-
crop land. There are insecticides labeled for individual crop. For a complete
list call the Eastland Extension Office, Heath Begeman, at 254/629-1093.
Only apply pesticides according to what is printed on the label.

sodium and Potassium: Leading The
Way To A Healthior Heart

Do you salt your food before you taste? Should Americans cut back on
salt? Sodium is important in maintaining proper fluid balance, regulating
blood pressure, transmitting nerve impulses, and relaxation of muscles. But,
too much sodium can be dangerous to our bodies and lead to heart disease,
stroke, and/or kidney disease. With majority of sodium coming from pro-
cessed, packaged foods, and restaurant foods, Americans on average get over
3,400 milligrams (mg) of sodium per day. The adequate intake (Al) of sodium
for individual’s ages 9 to 50 years is 1,500 mg per day. Lower sodium AI’s
were established for children and older adults (ages 1 to 3 years -1,000 mg/
day; ages 4 to 8 years - 1,200 mg/day; ages 51 to 70 years - 1,300 mg/day;
ages 71 years and older - 1,200 mg/day) because their calorie requirements
are lower. To Tolerable Upper Intake Level (UL) for sodium is 2,300 mg per
day. Too much sodium leads to risks with the main risk being high blood
pressure. To prevent risks from occurring, a UL is establish to pose no risk to
an individual. Ways to decrease sodium in the diet include the following:

x Avoid adding salt to foods.
* Limit canned, processed, and packaged foods.
Limit the amount of restaurant visits, but if needed ask them

to avoid adding
salt to your food.
% Season foods with herbs and spices that are salt-free.

Potassium maintains fluid balance and nerve transmission. Potassium
does the opposite of sodium by lowering blood pressure by stopping the action
of sodium. The Adequate Intake (Al) for potassium for adults is 4,700 mg per
day. Individuals should consult with a health care provider for recommended
levels if they have kidney disease or are taking certain medications, such as
ACE inhibitors. Sources of potassium include bananas, orange juice, most

fruits, potatoes, dried peas, peanuts, nuts, dairy products, and meats.

With sodium and potassium working hand in hand, it is essential to
regulate the two of them to allow for normal blood pressure. Unregulated
blood pressure can lead to heart disease and stroke, which is the first and

Getting Ready for
Medicare Open Enrollment

for viewing, sea turtles are easily
accessible. Children in landlocked
states can see them in aquariums,
while children with access to
coastlines may be able to see sea
turtles in the wild.

Some state and national parks
lead moonlit nature walks, where
children can see female sea turtles
lay their eggs on the beach. Fe-
male sea turtles go into trances
when they lay their eggs, so un-
der a ranger’s supervision, chil-
dren can come within a few feet
of a wild sea turtle. Children can
also often see wild sea turtles
swimming in locations like Flori-
da, Texas and Hawaii. People of
all ages are more likely to want to
help save sea turtles once they’ve
seen one up close.
