Fighter's Death 
Takes Tragic Turn 

The tragic death of 
Eastland fire fighter Greg Sim-
mons took a dramatic turn late 
Saturday afternoon. A prelimi-
nary autopsy report released to 
local and state officials report-
ed that Mr. Simmons' death 
was caused by an accidental 
blow to his upper torso. 

Based on the prelimi-
nary report, the Department of 
-'ublic Safety has been given 

lead for investigation and 
will be working with the Texas 
State Fire Marshall. 

"Unfortunately this 
investigation is going to take 
considerable time to accom-
plish. Results will be released 
as soon as they become avail-
able," said DPS Sgt. David 
Foster. 
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Eastland County 323 Fire Destroys Property and 	Annual Easter Treasure Hunt 
Threatens the City of Gorman 
Eastland County 323 Fire Stats 

Below are miscellaneous statistics from the 323 fire which broke out on Friday, April 15 
in southeastern Eastland County: 

A total of 22 fire departments from Eastland, Erath, Comanche and Brown counties with 
some 90 fire fighters responded to the fire that was reported shortly before noon. It has consumed 
approximately 3,000 acres. 170 homes were in the path of the fire that was pushed by 30 mph gust-
ing winds. No homes were lost and only 2 outbuildings were destroyed. 

Named the 323 Fire for County Road 323 near where the fire started, the blaze was near the 
Eastland County community of Kokomo. Kokomo was nearly wiped out during the January 2006 
fire that ravaged the southern portion of the county. 

Eastland County Law Enforcement and Gorman Mayor Robert Ervin issued an evacua-
tion order for the City of Gorman just before 1 p.m. on Friday. Gorman ISD immediately released 
students and staff with students bussed to DeLeon where they were met by their parents. 

Residents of a Gorman nursing home were evacuated to facilities in Eastland, Cisco and 
Baird. A Red Cross evacuation center was set up at the First Baptist Church in Eastland. 
The evacuation order was lifted before dark and residents were allowed to return to their homes. 

Five firemen and one civilian were injured and one fireman lost his life. Eastland Fireman 
Greg Simmons was pronounced dead at approximately 2:30 p.m. by Eastland County Justice of the 
Peace James King. 

Numerous fire apparatus were destroyed or damaged during the fire fight with Gorman 
Fire Department losing a 2 1/2  ton attack truck. 

Area departments responding with equipment and personnel included Bangs, Carbon, Cis-
co, Comanche, DeLeon, Desdemona, Dublin, Early, Eastland, Erath County, Gorman, Lake Brown-
wood Dam, Lingleville, May, Morgan Mill, Olden, Proctor, Ranger, Rising Star, Sipe Springs, Ste-
phenville, and Zephyr. 

Fourteen ground units and one helicopter from the Texas Department of Public Safety 
joined four Eastland County Sheriff's units, five Eastland and two Gorman Police units. Two dozers 
and 9 personnel from the Texas Forest Service were staged at the fire as well. 

By mid afternoon Saturday, April 16 the 323 fire was contained. By noon Sunday, April 17 
several rekindles at the 323 fire were reported but were small in size and extinguished quickly. The 
323 fire remains 100% contained as of this time.

Firefighter Greg Simmons 

Funeral services for fallen Eastland Fire Fighter, hus-
band, father and friend, Gregory Mack Simmons, will be held 
at 1 p.m. on Wednesday, April 20, 2011 at the Leon River Cow-
boy Church, 1-20 East-Olden, TX. Burial will be in the Oaklawn 
Cemetery in Gorman, TX. Family visitation is set for 5 to 7 p.m. 
Tuesday, April 19 at Edwards Funeral Home, 301 S. Lamar, in 
Eastland. 

Fire personnel and apparatus from throughout the state 
will be participating in the service and procession. Traffic may 
be diverted and/or slowed due to the funeral procession from 
the funeral home to the church and from the church to the cem-
etery. The procession to the cemetery will follow a route from the 
church along the south service road of 1-20 to the intersection at 
FM 570. The procession will turn right on Hwy 112/East Main 
St. and proceed to the downtown intersection at Seaman where 
it will turn left and proceed south on Seaman, passing in front of 
the Eastland Fire Department before continuing south along Hwy 
6 to Gorman. 

Fire Department apparatus attending the funeral service 
should arrive no later than 11 a.m. for staging due to limited park-
ing at the church. 

Directions to the Leon River Cowboy Church are: From 
the EAST take the 347 Exit, turn left on CR 438 going UNDER 
1-20, take a right on the South Frontage Road. From the WEST 
take the 345 Exit and continue east on the South Frontage Road 
to the church on your right east of the Texas Cattle Exchange.

Wildfire Brings Havoc To Gorman Area 
A Wildfire brought havoc and devastation to the are northwest of Gorman on Friday. Fire 

of unknown origin began just south and East of the Flatwood area and flamed by extreme high 
winds, spread through the area between FM 2526 and Flatwood Highway and continuing to the 
north of Kokomo destroying several thousand acres of grasslands and wooded areas. The wildfires 
were finally conquered north of the Kokomo Baptist Church near the Joe Bond place. 

Following a blaze that destroyed a home on North Fisher street in Gorman the fireman were 
summoned to the wildfire area and with the help and unselfish heroism of all the surrounding area fire 
departments, the devastating fires were finally conquered, but not before they had claimed the life of 
an Eastland Firefighter Gregory Simmons, 50, who was killed in the area around CR 323 when the 
wind-aided flames shifted and caught some fire trucks who were unable to escape the flames. Sim-
mons was taken to the East-
land Memorial Hospital, but 
was pronounced DOA. Also 
in the same area the Gorman 
Fire Department lost one 
Attack Truck and three of 
the firemen received severe 
burns. Matt Clark received 
burns to his hands and face, 
Billy Don Simpson and Jim 
Guthery had severe burns to 
their face area. Clark was 
later transferred to a burn 
center in Dallas and will 
have to have undergo skin 
grafs to his hands. It was 
unknown if there were any 
other injuries reported in the 
fire. 

Gorman received 
an evacuation warning from the Sheriff's department. School kids, nurses home patients and other 
handicapped people were transported to safe areas just in case the fire could not be contained. But 
thank God the unselfish firemen of the area were able to extinguish fire and the Gorman area citizens 
were able to return to their homes. The folks in the entire area have expressed their Thanks and 
Appreciation to all the area firemen for the Outstanding Efforts performed in our behalf. Enough 
cannot be said for their help.

A Letter To The Editor - The Question of Easter 
By Hwy I. Bohm 

Did Jesus Rise From the Dead? Is He Coming Back? Will We Live Again? 

An affirmative answer to these three questions gave birth to and built 
the church of the first century and of the nineteen centuries intervening the death of 
Jesus of Nazareth and the tragedy that struck Japan on March 12, 2011, revealing 
that we live in a beautiful but dangerous world that is the joint creation and joint care 
of Cod and Man. 

But we can only answer "yes" to the three questions if we can see the 
events of history in their mythic nature. And this is possible only if we know the 
nature of the myth: a meeting of Cod and Man on the plane of human history in an 
experience that enables man to discover and to understand and to appreciate Life in 
its tragic and glorious potential. 

To understand what Myth is, we must clear away false notions in com-
mon usage today of what myth is. Myth is not a mistaken notion; myth is not an 
outmoded concept_ Myth is non falsehood, not an untruth, not a lie. Myth is truth, 
more specifically a vehicle on which Truth is transported and brought to us. What 
makes myth different from all other forms of storytelling is this: there is a divinity 
present or hovering nearby. To put it bluntly, Cod speaks to Man in a myth. This is 
what makes the story of Jesus' resurrection the supreme and glorious myth. It is the 
Truth that Cod in Jesus Christ overcame and overcomes death with New Life. 

Jesus' bodily resurrection means that the influence, the impact of His 
person on His close followers was so powerful that He created in them the church 
which is His Risen Body composed of men and women who saw the invisible, heard 
the inaudible voice and spoke with and walked with the Man who had changed their 
lives from despair into hope, and they accepted the challenge to change their world 
of slavery and death into the heaven of freedom and life. 

He is not coming back in clouds of glory and attended by an army of 
avenging angels. He has come back in a thousand humble faces of love and pity and 
mercy to walk among us in the form of a needy child and in the bent body of an aged 
man or serving woman in whose toothless smile heaven's glory may warm the earth. 

Yes, He fives thus among us whenever and wherever we who have felt 
His touch, also touch and heal the one who needs that touch. 

He is here and the eyes of faith may see His Face, the cars of hope may 
hear His Voice, and He walks with Us when we match our stride to His on errands of 
mercy and courage. This enables us to brave the dangers of this world and to see its 
beauty and become with Him the Co-creators of Heaven on this Earth because we 
have discovered the secret of love. 

To dream of a Heaven in which there is no sickness, no sorrow, no 
trouble and no death is irresponsible and unrealistic. To create on Earth a Heaven 
in which Christians heal the sick, comfort the sorrowing, respond with wisdom and 
courage to the troubles of our world, and create the Hope of Life out of the tragedy 
of death, is our Resurrection, our experience of Easter.

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As the drought in Texas continues, wildfires are a dai-
ly threat to livestock operations across the state. In the event of 
losses experienced as a result of wildfire, eligible ranchers and 
livestock producers can apply for benefits through the Livestock 
Indemnity Program (LIP) administered by USDA's Farm Service 
Agency (FSA). 

LIP compensates livestock owners and contract growers 
for livestock death losses in excess of normal mortality due to 
adverse weather, including losses due to hurricanes, floods, bliz-
zards, wildfires, extreme heat and extreme cold. Eligible losses 
must have occurred on or after Jan. 1, 2008, and before Oct. 1, 
2011.

A notice of loss must be filed with FSA within 30 days 
of when the loss of livestock is apparent. Livestock that die within 
60 days of the date of the qualifying event, but prior to Oct. 1, 
2011 will be considered eligible for loss benefits. 

USDA has established normal mortality rates for each 
type an weight range of eligible livestock, i.e. Adult Beef Cow 
= 1.5% and Non-Adult Beef Cattle = 3%. These established percentages reflect losses that are considered expected or typical under, 

"normal" conditions. 
Producers will be required to provide verifiable documen-

tation of death losses resulting from an eligible adverse weather 
event. 

After filing a notice of loss, livestock producers should file 
a LIP application as soon as possible to avoid a delay in processing 
and receipt of disaster assistance.
