Wanda Hull Turns 80 
On Saturday February 21st, 2010 Wanda Duske Webb Hull will be celebrating 80 wonder-

ful years of life. Wanda was born in Gorman 
Texas and graduated High School in 1940. 
She and husband George Webb, decided to 
move to Eastland after much research and 
planning to open a convenience store. They 
would drive to Stephenville, DeLeon, an 
other surrounding towns and count cars an 
watch the traffic to see which town was best 
Eastland, by far, had the most traffic and th 
best looking location available. All Eastlan 
had at the time were large stores and non 
that stayed open nights and weekends. With 
hammer, saw, some nails, a ruler and lumbe 
they headed from Gorman and built the firs 
convenience store in Eastland, Webb's 7-11 
The store was built out of lumber from a hog 
parlor that she had raised hogs in, before moving to Eastland. Wanda went to Eastland National Bank 
and spoke with the three bank officers to see if she could borrow $1500.00. Two out of three of them 
agreed to loan her the money and Tom Wilson gave her the cash. At that time her payment was to 
be $100.00 a month. In 1960, gasoline was .25 cents a gallon, Campbell's soup was 6 cans for .89 
cents. Wanda ran the store for eighteen years. In that eighteen years a lot of people came in contact 

W
th her and the store. Johnny Honea tells how he would come to the store every night to get milk 
r his three kids. He said that the store was the place to be. Johnny's son Wayne Honea would come 

to be known by Wanda as her "Boswell Baby". Johnny also told about a time when Cody Cox was 
working out of town, and he too would come in at night and get milk for his kids. One time Cody 
ran a bit short on money for what he needed for the kids. Wanda was there to help out till payday 
on Friday. Wanda always helped, and Cody always paid her back. While speaking to Vance Cox, one 
of Cody's boys, he said he could remember going into the store and Wanda lifting him up and sitting 
him on the counter and giving him a piece of candy. One of Wanda's favorite memories of the store 
was of, Jerry Lasater. He came into the store, stuck out his tongue to see how cold the freezer door 
was and got stuck to it. Wanda poured some hot water on it to release him and today still bears the 
scar on his tongue from his mishap at the store. Sherry Cate and her boys were regular customers of 
Webb's 7-11. Sherry had gone one evening to get some milk and left Donnie out in the car. While 
Sherry was inside getting what they needed little Donnie put the car in gear and drove up inside the 
store. Donnie was not hurt nor was the car or store; however I think he was a little afraid of his mom 
and Wanda for a while. They could not believe he could reach the gas pedal to move the car. Wanda 
spoke about Jimmy Charles Moylan and how he would run from school every afternoon to separate 
her bottles so he could have a candy bar and a coke. She said, "I always called him Jimmy Charles, 
and he told me once only you and my mother call me that." 

Wanda was always eager to serve and help her customers with either merchandise, advice, 
or just to talk. Wanda constantly kept her cool and stayed in total control. That is until one night 
when Virginia Russell came to buy some milk for her boys. She had got the milk from the cooler and 
headed up to the register to pay for her milk when, from out of nowhere, runs an opossum right be-
tween the two women, and on out the front door. Virginia kept her cool and continued to the front to 
pay out; Wanda on the other hand was not, she panicked. She said she was shaking and her heart was 
pounding all because of an old opossum. Wanda said those were fun times. There were so many 
who came by for a coke and some candy. Whenever Marylou Frost came in Wanda says she was 
always singing and CB Chaney and Bob Carroll came by everyday to check on the stores progress. 
Ralston King would also stop by regularly to check on Wanda and the store. On July 7th 1968 all 
of it could have came to an end. That night the store caught fire and burned to the ground, leaving 
ashes and memories. From an article in the Eastland Telegram is said that the fire department showed 
real efficiency in spite of the total loss. The Eastland Fire Department used their new $27,000.00 
fire truck for the first time that day. Things did look grime but Wanda rebuilt the store and started 
over again. The store wasn't the same for Wanda after the fire, and she sold her inventory to Harmon 
Short Stop. She continued to work at the store and realized she needed it back and purchased it back 
from Harmon's. As time went by the bigger stores started staying open later and for more hours, 
Wanda decided to sell one more time and got out of the grocery business for good. The building 
where the store was once located has been home to several businesses throughout the years, none 
of which have had such an impact as Webb's 7-11. She opened and ran a Florist business for eight 
years in Eastland keeping many a homecoming date happy with a mum or a garter. She worked many 
funerals for friends, neighbors and customers. The florist business was great Wanda says but never 
like my store. Wanda was married to a wonderful man George B. Hull. He helped her raise her kids 
and run her business. During the time that Wanda had the store and the florist she began to purchase 
property in Eastland. Since the beginning of her rental business, more than 100 families have called 

ne of her rental houses home. One of her renters Tommy Gonzales 
s been reraing,from Wanda for 33 years. He never calls her Wanda, 

illy. Mrs. Hull. 
Wanda has been a member of the Eastland Chamber of Com- 

erce for over 40 years. She is a member of Mangum Baptist Church 
nd is still very active in the community. Every day you can find 
er checking on her rental property and exercising at the Wellness 
enter.

CASA for the Cross Timbers Area, Inc. is seeking 
caring individuals who want to make a difference in the life of a child. These abused and neglected 
children need dedicated and devoted men and women who are willing to advocate for their best 
interest. 

As a volunteer, you will be given support, guidance, tools, and training from professionals 
in the field to help you understand and work effectively within the child welfare system. Once you 
are sworn in as a child advocate by a judge, you will be given constant support and guidance by the 
staff as you search for information on what is in the child's best interest. You will review the case. 
gather data and become familiar with the child's background. You will then write a report that is 
given to all parties involved in the case. Your recommendations will be considered by the judge as 
he/she is making decisions regarding the child/children. 

When there is a CASA on the case, the judge is given a unique and comprehensive picture 
of the child's situation, needs and best possible outcomes. CASA volunteers are frequently the most 
consistent adults in the lives of these children during their involvement in the child welfare system. 

To become a CASA volunteer you must: 
• Be at least 21 years of age 
• Be willing to go through an in-depth training 
• Be able to remain objective in your recommendations 
• Be able to interview a variety of sources (teachers, relatives, etc.) 
• Be able to pass an extensive background check

2010 Garden Preparation (Fertilizing) 
Proper fertilization is an important key to successful vegetable gardening. The amount of fertil-

izer needed depends upon the soil type and the crops you are growing. Texas soils vary from deep sands 
to fertile, well-drained soils to heavy, dark clays underlain by layers of caliche rock or hardpan. Crops 
grown on sandy soils usually respond to liberal amounts of potassium, whereas crops grown on clay soils 
do not. 

Heavy clay soils can be fertilized much more heavily at planting than can sandy soils. Heavy 
clay soils and those with lots of organic matter can safely absorb and store fertilizer at three to four times 
the rate of sandy soils. Thin, sandy soils, which need fertilizer the most, unfortunately cannot be fed as 
heavily without burning plants. The solution is to feed poor, thin soils more often in lighter doses. For 
accurate recommendations regarding fertilizer rates, contact your county Extension agent and request a 
soil test kit. 

In general, if your garden is located on deep, sandy soil, apply a complete pre-plant fertilizer such 
as 5-10-10 or 6-12-12 at the rate of I to 2 pounds per 100 square feet. if your soil has a high percentage 
of clay, a fertilizer such as 10-20-10 or 12-24-12 applied at 1 to 2 pounds per 100 square feet should be 
suitable. 

Make the pre-plant fertilizer application a few days before planting. Spade the garden plot, spread 
the fertilizer by hand or with a fertilizer distributor, and then work the soil well to properly mix the fertil-
izer with the soil. After the fertilizer is well mixed with the Soil, bed the garden in preparation for plant-
ing. 

On alkaline soils, apply 1-20-0 (superphosphate) directly beneath the intended seed row or plant row 
before planting. Apply the superphosphate at a rate of 1 to 1 '4 pounds per 100 linear feet of row. Make 
sure the nitrogen material will be 2 to 4 inches below the seed.or transplant roots so it will not harm them. 
Later in the season you can apply additional nitrogen as a furrow or side dress application. For most soils, 
2 to 3 pounds of 21-0-0 (ammonium sulfate) per 100 linear feet of row, applied in the furrow and watered 
in, is adequate. For crops such as tomatoes, peppers and squash, make this application at first fruit set. 
Side dress leafy crops such as cabbage and lettuce when they develop several sets of character leaves. 

** Planting around 15th of February is a good time to plant the following vegetables: asparagus, 
beets, broccoli, cabbage, carrots, cauliflower, lettuce, mustard, onion, parsley, peas, potatoes. radish and 
turnips. The weather is our most limiting factor for planting this early in the year.
