The Rural Energy for American Program offers competitive grants, guaranteed loans, and combination 

nt/guaranteed loans to help agricultural producers and rural small businessts purchase and install renewable ener-

ystems and make energy efficiency improvements in rural areas. The program also provides competitive grants to 

rural small businesses and agricultural producers to help them pay for the cost of a detailed, professional, independent 

feasibility study of their prospective renewable energy projects. Assistance is limited to $50,000 or 25% of the cost of 

the study, whichever is less. 

"We're excited to offer this program to those who want to save money and conserve energy, but are unable 

to do so without financial assistance," said Paco Valentin, Texas State Director of USDA Rural Development. "As we 

continue to find ways to make America more energy independent, the projects this program supports will become 

more and more important." 

According to program details, renewable energy is defined as energy derived from a wind, solar, biomass, 

or geothermal source; or hydrogen derived from biomass or water using wind, biomass, or geothermal energy sourc-

es.

AGI Verification Process Requires Producers to Submit A New Form to IRS 
The USDA has established a process with the IRS to verify compliance of the Adjusted Gross Income (AGI) 

provisions for farm programs. 

All individuals or entities who received USDA payments for 2009 or who requested payments for 2010 

must complete a consent form and provide it to the IRS by June 15 so eligibility can he verified. For entities, a consent 

form must be submitted by the entity and by each shareholder in such entity, to the fourth level of ownership. Indi- 

viduals will use from CCC-927 and entities will use the form CCC-928.These forms are available online at Imp: / / 

forms.sc.egov.usda.gov or may be obtained from any FSA office.

Reporting Wheat and Other Small Grains- 
If you purchased Non-Insured Assistance Program (NAP) coverage for wheat or other small grains, you 

must certify 15 days prior to grazing to be able to collect a loss. If you do NOT have NAP coverage, your small grains 

must be certified by May 1. Please call for an appointment to certify your small grains before the deadline. 

DCP Sign-Up Continues 
Signup for the 2010 Direct and Counter-cyclical (DCP) Program continues until the deadline of June I, 

2010. FSA will not accept any late-filed applications. 	 • 
FSA will issue advance direct payments in the month that you request. Counter-cyclical payment rates vary 

depending on market prices and are paid only when the effective price for a crop is set below its target price. 

Producers who are eligible for the DCP program arc also eligible to enroll in the Average Crop Revenue Election 

(ACRE) program.

The committee will also provide Feedback 

on how recent actions taken by USDA have affected the dairy industry.
