so nice to our yard, but now since we were gone on vacation the 
week before; my yard is a jungle or was. Now it looks like we 
may get some more. Let it rain, let it rain, let it rain! 

Monday night the SChool Board met to have a budget 
workshop to' discuss way they might be able to reduce the bud-
get for next year-and address any hiring recommendations for our 
openings. Several cost saving measures were discussed, some of 
which will appear on the agenda next Monday. Gorman ISD faces 
the same problems that the majority of Texas schools are facing 
this year, declining enrollment and being grossly underfunded by 
the state. The measures our legislature has taken in the last two 
sessions is choking the life out of rural schools and even large 
urban districts that have had to lay off thousands of employees 
across the state over the past two years and even more this year.

Sam's Club To Offer Loans 
Up To $25M For Small Businesses 

BENTONVILLE, Ark. (AP) — Sam's Club said Tuesday it will offer loans of up to $25,000 
to its small business members. 

The division of Wal-Mart Stores Inc., which is based in Bentonville, Ark., is testing a pro-
gram with Superior Financial Group, one of 13 federally licensed nonbank lenders, and will offer 
$5,000 to $25,000 loans to members who qualify. 

Sam's Club says 15 percent of its business members reported they were denied a loan in a 
November survey. That's up from 12 percent in April 2009. 

The program will focus on minority-, women- and veteran-owned businesses. 
Sam's Club members who apply for a small business loan during the pilot will receive $100 

off the application fee, a 20 percent discount and a discount on interest rates. 
Businesses can pay $35 for a membership to Sam's Club that includes three annual mem-

bership cards that allow them to shop at 600 Sam's Clubs in the U.S. Sam's Club offers other mem-
berships to consumers and businesses that cost as much as $100 annually depending on the features 
included. 

Although the economy has grown for three straight quarters, tight credit remains a problem 
for many consumers and businesses. 

"Access to capital is a major pain point for our members," said Catherine Corley, vice 
president, membership at Sam's Club. 

The loan program isn't Wal-Mart's first attempt to offer financial products. In 2007 it tried 
to establish a bank, but dropped the bid after heated debate over whether the world's largest retailer 
should be allowed to gain the added financial power of a federally insured bank.

Improving Rainfall Effectiveness on Rangeland 
Rainfall is a major limiting factor for livestock pro-

duction from Texas rangelands. Everything from attempts 
by self-professed "rain makers" to new technologies such as 
cloud seeding has been tried to improve the quantity and pre-
dictability of precipitation. All such attempts have generally 
ended in failure. Technology cannot predictably manipulate 
the weather. However, management tools are available to im-
prove the effectiveness of any rainfall received. To properly 
use and benefit from these tools, you must first understand how 
soils, vegetation and livestock influence water use on range-
land. 

Actual water loss values vary depending on factors 
such as the seasonal pattern of annual rainfall, individual storm 
intensity and duration, type and condition of the range site, etc. 
During rainfall, water may enter the soil surface (infiltration) 
and move through the soil profile (percolation) or runoff the 
soil surface to be lost down creeks or draws. Most ranchers 
desire to minimize rainfall runoff in order to maximize rain fall 
effectiveness for livestock production. 

Research indicates that the relative quantity of run-
off is directly related to the vegetation characteristics of the 
site. Sites dominated by oaks or bunch grasses lose very little 
precipitation to runoff. On the other hand, sod grasses or bare 
ground to not provide sufficient plant or litter cover (decom-
posing plant material) to effectively facilitate infiltration. Run-
off and soil loss from these areas may be great. 

Evaporation represents another major source of water 
loss on rangeland. Evaporation can occur from precipitation 
intercepted by plant canopies or from the soil surface. The 
percentage of water evaporating from plant canopies or the 
soil surface is directly related to the intensity of each rainfall 
event and subsequent weather conditions. Other factors affect-
ing evaporation from the soil surface include soil texture, soil 
color, plant cover and season of the year. 

Management can improve the effectiveness of rainfall 
by reducing runoff, evaporation and undesirable plant use of 
water, as well as improving the forage harvest efficiency of 
livestock. Surface runoff can represent a serious loss of water 
from the ranch, resulting in significantly less sustainable forage 
production for livestock and/or wildlife. The erosive nature of 
runoff transports soil nutrients from the, site. When erosion is 
severe, soil depth is reduced, which reduces the amount of wa-
ter that can be stored in the soil profile. Reduced water storage 
within the soil profile results in the plants running out of water 
faster, thus increasing the frequency and severity of drought. 
Management can reduce runoff through manipulation of pas-
ture vegetation. Research has shown that rangeland infiltration 
rates generally increase as total plant cover increases. Plant 
cover slows water movement across the soil surface, allowing 
more time for water to infiltrate before being lost down creeks 
and draws. Plant cover also protects the soil surface from rain 
drop splash. When rain drops hit unprotected soil surfaces, 
they tend to destroy soil structure, resulting in the pore spaces 
sealing and crusts forming. Stable soil pores allow water to 
move into the soil. Finally, plant cover provides organic mat-
ter to the soil, which maintains soil structure and aggregate 
stability, both of which positively influence rainfall infiltration 
rates. 

Much of the evaporative losses of rainfall occurs fol-
lowing low intensity rainfall events. On Texas rangelands, 
rainfall amounts of less than 0.5 inch are common. Evapo-
ration losses can be reduced by maintaining sufficient plant 
cover to shade the soil surface. Shade lowers soil temperatures 
while the plant itself buffers the impact of wind across the soil 
surface. Management of the forage base can also reduce evap-
oration by manipulation of plant canopy interception. Dense 
woody plant and litter cover has the potential to intercept high 
percentages of rainfall, especially when rainfall amounts are 
low. Plant communities dominated by grasses intercept and 
evaporate back into the atmosphere a much lower percentage 
of rainfall. 

To summarize, rainfall represents the single most 
limiting factor to livestock production from Texas rangelands. 
Although management cannot be used to improve the amount 
or predictability of rainfall received, management can improve 
rainfall effectiveness by increasing rainfall infiltration rates. 
reducing evaporation from soil and plant surfaces, controlling 
soil erosion, reducing noxious/toxic plant densities and im-
proving forage harvest efficiencies.
